Albert Bollsehweller, recently a United
Stutes Marshal and once Mayor of Perth
Amboy, N. J.,, was placed under 35,000
ball yesterday on charges of conspiracy
to smuggle loguor and violation of the
Volstead act. Bollachweiler, with nine
others, 18 alleged to have hed an in-
terest in the voyage of the tug Har-
hinger, which ended February 8 at
Perth Amboy, the tug's last port of call
on her way down from 8t, John, N. B,
with a carge of 300 cases of brandy
and whisky., The Harbinger was sup-
posed to be headed for the Bahamas,
but eustoms officers selzed her at Ferth
Amboy after an attempt was made to
remove her cargo.

Soon after ball was furnished for
Bollschweller by Joseph Massopust of
Perth 'Amboy he sailed for Germany
aboard, the Seydlitz under an arrange-
ment with the Unlted States Attorney at
Trenton. He I8 accompanied by his wife
and has promised to return to thls coun=
try within slx wecks,

According to Fred M, P. Pearse, As-
mistant United States Attorney, the de-
fendant attempted to bribe John Reagan,
Deputy Collector of Customs at Perth
Amboy, offering $1,000 for the privilege
of landing the liquor. Tuesday, Mr.
Pearse sald, Bollschweller called him
on the telephone and zald he knew he
was under susplelon. He wanted to
know if the ¥ederal authoritiea would
prevent him from salling for Germany,
adding that he dld not wizh to leave
the country with any charges pending
agidnst him. Later, Mr, Pearse swore
out the warrant,
