Bandits, Bootleggers, Gamblers and Thieves.

Women commissioned as deputy United
States marshals might well be em-
ployed in the detection and arrest of
female gamblers, it Is pointed out, Gam-
bling, race betting and other forms of
wagering that are contrary to law are
being indulged In generally by women
in so-called tea rooms and candy
kitchens, In one mid-Westetn clty po-
lice recently raided a women's rendez-
vous disgulsed as a luncheon club, where
liquor was being served and gambling
with cards was going on.
