
HARRY WILLS KNOCKS OUT KID NORFOLK IN SECOND ROUND AT GARDEN
WINNING BLOW SO

FAST FEW SEE IT;
£>hort, Speedy Uppercut to Jaw;

Ends Bout Abruptly and
Amazes Crowd.

SOME CALL IT FRAMEUP

[Victory Virtually Means Bout'
With Dempsey for Cham¬

pionship.

Tho bout between Jack Dempsey

rfnd Harfy Wills will be fought this
summer. This was settled at Madi¬
son Square Garden last night when
Harry Wills, the colored giant, dropped
Kid Norfolk, the Siminlanlike llprht
heavyweight, with a sharp right up-
percut to the Jaw.
The knockout punch traveled such

H. short distance and with such snake¬
like speed that few saw it. When
Kid Norfolk fell, striking the base of
his little skull with terrificc force
ugainst the padded mat, the majority
of the watchers thought that it was a

l'rameup. This opinion seemed to pre¬
vail when the crowd was leaving the
Garden.
Th« little colored man was pressing

against WlUs's straight body when the
punch came, Wills pawed at him with
The left and lifted the right suddenly.
'.Down went Norfolk, his eyeballs roll¬
ing. He squirmed on the mat, turn¬
ing over as they told off the count,
He was on his knees dazed and bewil¬
dered when the final ten was spoken.
The blow which caused so much

skepticism suggested Gans or Johnson.
It could not have travelled more than
eight Inches, but that distance was an
inch or two too far for Norfolk.

In the first round It resembled a con¬
trast between an orangutan and a dark
Klraffe. The Kid made some simian
leaps Into the air and once landed light¬
ly on Wills'* jaw. On the second trial
he missed and rolled completely over.

| "What Happened f" A»U* Crowd.
Just 26 seconds after the bell rans

for the second round it was all over and'tine of the most bewilderlngly mixed
crowds that ever sat in the Garden was
asking, "What happened?" Nobody-
Haw it. That snaky right was faster
than the eye. Jack Johnson himself
never made a more bewildering finish.
The fact that colored boxers have been

Itnown to have made business deals In
the past will increase the skepticism
concerning this bout In the future.
"Wills ought to knock them out with
more deliberation.

Jack Dempsey did not arrive In time
to see the bout. It. of course, means
business for the champion. Dempsey
has said that he would box Wills if the
bout promised a house. With this epi¬
sode to start the ballyhoo it seems as
though It might All Boyle's Thirty Acres.
So some time In July there will be an¬
other mixed bout for the heavyweight
rhamplonshlp. Norfolk weighed in at
176, Wills at 211%.
From the looks of the house, a lot of

the Idle rich starting South yesterday
had to make up their own berths on the
Florida trains, for nearly all the Pull¬
man porters seemed to ho right here In
the house.

Farmer Dodge
dislocated Samson's jaw In th» fifth
xouni and Samson was forced to quit.
Sampson was removed to BelJevue

Hospital, where surgeons reset hie Jaw.
He remained at the hospital.

Five Contests End Abruptly in
New York Athletic Club

DOG JUDGE FIGHTS
TO GET HIS LICENSE

.

Contention That Propertv
Right Was Taken Is De¬

nied by A. K.

Justice Bijur in the Supreme <'ourt|
yesterday reserved decision on an ap-j
plication by A. MoClure Halley, a

breeder and judge of uogs, for an order j
of mandamus compelling the American
Kennel Club to restore to him a license
to judge at shows. His ilcenso aloiw j
with others was revoked at the begin-j
ning of the year, when the clul> adopted
a policy of issuing licenses only to
amateurs.
Mr. Halley contended that the license

having been one* given to him was not
revocable except for some cause having
to do with his Integrity or expert know l¬
edge and that with its giving there was
conferred a right of property maintain¬
able at law. It was explained to the
court that it was revoked without notice
and without any charges being
The club took the position that in

giving him a license as a judge it did
no more than designate htm as a person
having expert knowledge and states, in
effect, that his Judgment would be ac-

eeptable and binding at shows under jauspices of the club.
Townsend Scudder, formerly Justice

of the Supreme Court, who appeared for
the club, urged that it was ridiculous,
to consider that any person could ha-ve
a property right in something for which
no consideration had been returned, he,
giving of a. license, ho insisted, did not
put the club and the licensee In any

'relationship recognised before the law.
and what any ono had received from the

.club without earning from the club
could bo taken hack at any time. I

It was explained on behalf of Mr.
Hallev that ho has never received fees
as a judge from the club, hut only from
other clubs, also that he is not de¬
pendent financially on what he receives
as a judge. His counsel declared that
while he has bred dogs for years he ha-
never sold a dog since a judge s lieen .0

was granted to him and that his single
interest In bringing yesterday's pro¬
ceeding was to set himself straight in

the eyes of persons who may think that
the revocation of his license was for
fault.
The cluh in future Intends to license

only such judges as get no pecuniary re¬
turn from their Interest In dogs and
receive no fees when officiating at
shows. Sir. Halley contended that while
ho has taken fees as a Judge he did so

only because it was the custom and
made his standing better, and not be-
cause he neeued the money or wanted it.
