Peeresses In their own right will be
permitted to ait in the House or Lords,
under a decision by the Committee on

Privileges of the House of Lords act-
In* upon the petition of Viscountess
Khondda. daughter of the late Viscount
Rhondda. coal magnate and wartime
food controller, who was D. H. Thomas
of Wales. Laay Rhondda is the fore-
most business woman in the British
Isles. She Is a director In twenty-seven
public enterprises, an active suffrage
worker and a stanch supporter of the
?¦quality of women In all walks of life.
She wlil be the first woman to sit In the
upper House.
The committee argued that the only

question was whether there was ground
for disqualification on the point of sex.
but the Crown Counsel admitted this
was removed by the sex disqualification
removal act in 1919. The Attorney-Gen-
fcia; raised no objection to the petition.
Lady Rhondda said she would take her
seat when summoned, after the House
of Commons acts. The committee was
< o in poser! of Lord Donoughmore. chair¬
man. and I,ords Desert, Haidane.
Chelmsford, Hyiton. Wrenbury. Philli-
niore and Askwith.
The decision affects some twenty-

three other peeresses in their own

right, including the Duchess of Nor¬
folk, the Duchess of Klf j (Princess
Arthur of Connaught), the Countesses
of Cromartie.

Loudoun and Roberts. Viscountess
Welseley, Viscountess St. Davids and
fifteen baron isses. including the Baron¬
esses Clifton of Leighton Bromswold,
Darcy de Knayth. Beaumont, Berkeley,
Burton. Furnlv&l, Grey, Dorchester,
Kinlos.-*. Wentworth, Zouche and
Strathcoi.a, and the Baroness Lucas of
Crijdwell and Dingwall.
Th? fact that the husbands of some

of them slready sit in the House of
Lords is held to be no obstacle to thsir
taking advanlaKe of the privilege that
has been accorded to Lady Rhondda.
In a short time, therefor3. the com¬

plexion of the historic chamber will be
changed by the introduction of feminine
faces.
l.ady Rhondda. who survived the Lusl-

tania disaster in 1915 with her father,
is X) years old and tha chairman of
the board of directors of the Cambrtan
coal combine, which controls the greater
part of the output of the southern Welsh
fields, and Is chairman of the British
Fire Assurance Company.

Viscountess Rhondda. was notably
active in burin »cs and Industrial activi¬
ties in connection with the war. and ki
1918 was chief controller of the women's
recruiting service. During the fight for
the ballot in prewar days she was a
militant suffragist. Early thlp year
Lady Rhondda filed a petition in tha
Divorce Court seeking the restitution
or conjugal rights against her husband.
Sir Humphrey Mackworth. This step is
generally the preliminary to divorce
action. They have no children and
th.^re Is no heir to the Rhondda title.

GIRLS IN NIGHT CLOTHES
SEE VASSAR BARN BURN

Forbidden to Leave 'Dorms/
They Climb Out of Windows.

PouohAepsh, March 2..Fire started

at 4 o'clock this morning in the barns
at V&ssar College, but when the students
tried to get out of tlie dormitories to
nee the blazo they found matrons at
the doors with orders not to let them
bo for fear they might catch cold or
get In the way of the firemen. De¬
termined to see the fire, however, the
young women went to rooms on the
ground floor, and more than a hundred
of them climbed out of windows, clad in
<-oa«H over their night clothing, and
went racing. across the fields to the
barns.

Tlie weather la cold up here, and when
the Paughkeepsie Are apparatus ar¬
rived the firemen found the large lstern
froxen solid and were not able to get at
«he water, but they Kept the fire con¬
fined to the hams, which were de¬
stroyed. Sixteen horses were killed and
1.600 bushels of grain and a large
quantity of hay went up in smoke. The
firemen think the fire was due to spon¬
taneous combustion In the grain.
