TRAGIC TURNIP FEATURE

A1 so Portrait of Harding
Thought to Have Been Done
by Democratic Committee.

About the only expected feature of an
art exhibit that was lacking on the roof
of the Waldorf-Astoria last night at the
opening of the sixth annual exhibition
of the Society of Independent Artists,
Inc., was the disappointed painter or
.culptor who had failed to get his own
.stuff on the wall or floor and had come
to spend the evening knocking the shov.
He wasn't there because the condi¬

tions under which this bootleg brand of
art is spread before the public are such
that any man. woman or child possessed
of a picture and $10 gets a chance. You
notice that the moment you enter the
seventeen roaring galleries. There are
no prizes offered nor juries to render
verdicts. That, too, seems obvious.
Not that this isn't a good show. Most

emphatically otherwise. Nothing quite
like it has been seen since last year's
exhibition by the same society. Con¬
gress isn't a circumstance in compari¬
son. Last night admission was by in-
itation. The doors are thrown open to

the public to-night and will continue to
be thus widely swung until April 2. At
the height of the crush at last night's
select gathering it took one a" hour to

shuffle along from The Tragic Turnip
back, loop by loop, to the portrait of
President Harding. Virtually everybody
who thinks differently was there or

was represented by some prominent
member of his or her little different
circle.

Tnrion of the Village.

Despite what has been or may be said
about The Tragic Turnip. The Poet's
Dream and the portrait of Tarsen Lar-
kin, the portrait of President Harding
is going to be the rallying point for the
critics. Last night there came very
near being a few fights about the iden¬
tity of the artist. Kathryn Chandler is
riven credit in the catalogue but there
were men present last, niuht who
wanted to offer two to one that some
member of the National Democratic
committee wielded that brush. Others
said their guess would be that it was

done early on the morning of November
3. t020. by James Middleton Cox. Then
there were those who said it looked like
the work of Leonard Wood or Hiram
Johnson.
One of the few chances the public has

had of seeing Tarzan Larkin in other than
a recumbent position is offered by this
exhibition. The pugilistic dowmall of
Tarzan is fully explained. He has taken
to Greenwich Village. In oils he has
been done by Eleanor Rlxon and It
seems but fair to Eleanor to say that
sho has painted Tarzan in his street
clothes and not inside the ring. There¬
fore Tarzan is not reclining on his
Slavic countenance, but sitting plumb up¬
right in a chair.

Life has no mysteries after one round
of those seventeen galleries of artistic
wallops. Great throngs of elderly
ladles armed with large reading glasses
were in evidence last night. One of
them, shuekirss an enormous mink wrap
and kicking off swashbuckling galoshes,
stood revealed in socka held up by
man's garters, a knee-length skirt and
a midd.v blouse. Her hair was almost
pure white and there is adequate reason

to believe that the lady is not so young
as she was, say, fifty years ago. 8urh
was the shock to those who beheld her
at first that the detective on duty at
the gate stepped forward and bogan
thus:
"My lawd, lady, not that it's none of

my business but"

Only Three White Actors in
. the Cast of Thirty for

'Taboo.'

*nd telephone over the fact that her
play on voodooism, called "Taboo," had
keen taken for professional production
by August In Duncan. Last night she
entertained thirty friends at dinner and
her success in a new field was a topic
of conversation.
Instead of being produced at one of

the little theaters as at first supposed
"Taboo" will be brought out at the
Times Square March 28, beginning with
.special matinees.
Further details on the play indicate

that "Taboo" will be one of the distinct
novelties of the theatrical season.

There will be a large cast.more than
thirty.but only three of them are
white. The others are all negro char¬
acters. it was announced that It is ex¬

pected a well known star will accept
the lead and the only white woman's
part in the play.
Miss Wiborg wishes it understood

that "Taboo" is neither a travesty on
nor an indictment of the superstitions
of certain groups of the black race but
merely a serious study of them and will

Blakelocks and
Innesses in Art ¦

Collection on Sale

Pictures Owned by Joseph (i.

Snydacker of Chicago to
Be Dispersed.

The art collection of the late Joseph
G. Snydacker of Chicago, now on view
in the Anderson Galleries, is one the

dispersal of which will interest con¬

noisseurs. It contains many works by
well known American painters and is

topped by two examples by George
InnesH and Kalph Blakelock, the two
best sellers in the American auctions.
The Blakelock is the "Vision ofXife,"

which was last seen In the Blakelock
Loan Exhibition in the Bernhardt Gal¬
leries. It Is a large and Important work
in the artist's broadest manner. A joy¬
ous group of nymphs or fauns is seen

disporting itself near a wood. The in¬
dividuals are suggested rather than de¬
fined. and, as the title indicates, are to
be taken as a dream, conjured up in
the mind of the poet contemplating the
glories of the fading day. The color
Is rich and the feeling of the landscape
strong.
The "Home of the Heron," by George

Inness, is in his later manner and shows
a majestic tree rising from the thick
underbrush of a deep wood. The lieron
is a mere note In a big scene, 'which,
though painted broadly, seems replete
with the noblest realism. Among other
American works are a rich and unc-

tlously painted landscape by William A.
Keith, a representative landscape by
Thomas Moran. two examples by Wy-
ant, one by Elliott Daingorflcld and
three by Samuel A. Weiss.
Among the foreign pictures the most

notable group is by Henner. There are

seven by him, all characteristic. Hen¬
ner loved to make the outline disappear
and his nymphs have a fleshly sheen in
consequence that is inimitable. A study
of "Deer in the Forest," by Rosa Bon-
heur, is a beautiful study of light and
shade with, in addition, a sympathetic
interpretation of tho animals. There Is
a pastel by J. F. Millet of a woman
milking, a "Moonlight in the Desert."
by Eugene Fromentin; a fine example
by C'azln and works by Anton Mauve,
Kaffaello. Alfred Stevens, jftcque, Diaz,
Dupre and Israels.
In a second gallery there is a display

of excellent examples of early Amerl-
can furniture, Including a fine highboy.
spindle back chairs, old glass pottery
and hooked rugs. Tho highboy, which
has good lines, is of curly maple. There
Is a quaint Pennsylvania cabinet with
glass doors above, an oval table, a

painted "bride's chest," a curious Gothic
coal stove and many glass candlesticks
and bottles. The hooked rugs am al-
most numerous enough to dominate the
show and provide a seemingly endless
series of pleasing decorations in charm¬
ing colors.
The sale of these takes place this

afternoon. The paintings are to be sold
March 17.

Goldwyn Out as

President, but Not
to Be Hays Aid

Godsol's Election as Film Cor¬
poration's Head Starts

Rumors.

One of the reports circulated through
the theatrical district yesterday follow¬
ing Samuel Goldwyn'a retirement from
the presidency of the Goldwyn Pictures
Corporation, the photoplay organization
he founded, and the election of Frank
A. Godsoi to succeed him. was that
Goldwyn would become an active asso¬
ciate In the work of Will H. Hays, the
new head of the film Industry. Mr.
Goldwyn was a leader in bringing the
former Postmaster-General into the
business.
At Mr. Hays's offices at 522 Finn ave¬

nue. the headquarters of the Motion
Picture Producers and Distributors of
America, Inc.. yesterday It was said
that Mr. Goldwyn would not be chosen
for either of the two remaining posi¬
tions In the new film lineup that remain
unfilled. These are secretary and treas¬
urer. It was said that Mr. Hays would
make appointments to these positions
himself, but no indication of his choice
was given.
The legal papers of the organization

have now been completed, except the
signature of all the parties. It is ex¬
pected that the articles of incorpora¬
tion will be filed at Albany to-day.
At the Godwyn offices It was saifl

that Mr. Goldwyn would still remain a
member of the board of directors of the
company, to which he was reelected.
Hp has largo holdings of stock in the
concern. Rumblings of internal read¬
justments In the Goldwyn company
have occasionally come to the surface,
since the spectacular fight which Gold¬
wyn made a year ago to retain su¬
premacy, which he finally won.
Godsol. one of the leading financial

figures in the company. i» addition to
being president will continue as chair¬
man of the board of directors, a position
he has held for the past year. Francis
A. Gudger has been elected first vice
president.

Sir John E. A. Murray Scott, who
was confidential adviser to Sir Richaro,
continued In that capacity for his widow,
and wli'-n she died he became the owner

of tiie Wallace apartment In Paris In
the Hue J^afitte and of the Pavilion ot
Bagatelle, with all ttielr art treasures
isiidy Wallace's vlH left tr Sir John's
discretion what part of the Hertford
House collection should become the na¬
tional property of England.
