“The Orlental Hotel contained 360
guest rooms and thy Manhattan Beach
Hotel 200 guest rooms, a total of G60
vooms, The removal of these slecping
accommodations prevented thousands of
yeople from visiting this resort dally.

“The mnew bungalows now being
erected at Manhattan Beach will con-

s tain 52 rooms, or almost as many as
the old Oriental and Manhattan Beach
hotels combined. The new venture,
however, has the added advantage of
Lringing people of moderate means per-
manently to the beach instead of tran-
slenta. Tt is a construotive move which
should be of lasting benefit to this
beautiful seashore colony right in New
York city.” P

The possibilities of Manhattan Beach
were first realized by the late Austin
Corbln many years ago. when he took
what was then a wild waste stretch of
sand and Improved the water frontage
with two large hotels, a theatre and
bathing pavillon. Prior to this time
Manhattan Beach was not "on the
map,” but as time went along these
improvements, which  invelved the ex-
renditure of many thousands of dollars,
became antiquated and the owners of
the pmoperty declded to develop this
tract along different lines. The two
large hetels, the Manhattan Beach and
the Oriental, were demolished, Btree's
were lald owt and hundreds of houses of
artistic design were erected.

styles “needed additions to the fabric of

In 1919 President Butler proposed a
bullding program involving millions ot
dollars. The conditions then pointed out
are cven more exigent now, and in the
interval new suggestions have been made
that have been cordially recelved by the
entire university, according to Dr. But-
ler, who, in a report to the trustees
snys:

"“So essentlal is provision for soms
center and place of men ing for members
of the faculty, and so imporiant a part
does It play In the llfe and influence of
the university, that untfl it could be pro-
vided for no beadway with the School of
Buslness bullding was. practicable.

“Fortunately, on April 14, 1871, au-
thority was glven to proceed with the
construction of a faculty house, to oc-)
cupy the site on the easterly edge of
the eampus jmmediately adjolning the
president’'s house. TPlans for this im-
portant bullding were prepared with
great care, and after thelr acceptance
Ly the representatives of the Faculty
Club the work of constructlon was aus
thorized and is now golng forward. Tt
is hoped that if all goes well this bulld-
ing may be ready for occupancy at the
opening of the next winter season. It
may be doubted whether any building
that the university could add to those
now existing would mean maore or ren-
der greater service than will the Facuity
House."

ELECTRIC SIGN BAN
UPHELD BY COURT

Madison Ave., 84th and
57th Btreets.

A declslon handed down by Justice
Davis of the Bupreme Court will result
in the removal of all projecting and
{lluminated signs on the fronts of build-
inga on Fifth avenue from Washington
square to 110th street, on Madlson ave-

nue from Thirty-fourth to Beventy-sec-

ond street, on stroeet from
Pourth ‘avenue, and on
Fifty-seventh street from on
avenus to

Broadway.

Justice Davis's decislon confirms the
validity and constitutionality of the en-
tire sign ordinance and paves the way
for the extension of the same Lo other
streets where the property owners and
business men have requested such ac-
tion from the Board of Aldermen,

The ordinance was secured by the
Fifth Avenue Association, at the request
of the property interests, in the year
1916, and under the terms thereof for-
bids the erection of llluminated signs or
signs projecting more than one foot be-
yond the building line in the streets
mentioned above, The original ordi-
_nance affected Fifth avenue alone, and
on December 23, 1820, at the request of
the Fifth Avenue Assoclatlon, this or-
dinance was extended by the Board of
Aldermen to Madison avenue, Thirty-
fourth street and Fifty-seventh street
A provislon was contalned in this or-
dinance revoking the lcenses for all
flluminated slgns, irrespective of the
dnte of erectlon, after December 23,
1921, In addition an amendment was
made to this ordinance on December 16,
1821, exeeptiig from the provisions of
the ordinance, “illuminated .Inlw exlll:;

lhutm- or other places ©
ln‘ it ber 13, 1921."

On Decembar 24, 1921, the Commis-
sloner of Public Works, under the city
ordinance, directed the removal of all
slgna in the territory covered by the slgn
ordinance. Practically all those who
malntained signa on Fifth avenue and
Fifty-seventh street complied. However,
five injunctions were obtained by inter-
ests on Thirty-fourth street to prevent
the removal of thelr signs, The cases
were based on the elalm that the ordl-
nance {8 discriminatery and unconstitu-
tional,” becanuse it permits illuminated
slgns on other streats in the city, but
probibits their erection on the streets
mentloned, and 'also because it "‘grants
an exclusive privilege to persons en-
gaged in the theatrical business along
the streets and avenues of New York.™

Assistant Corporation Counsel Martin
H, Murphy was designated by the city to
represent it, and argued In favor of the
validity of the ordinance. After a
lengthy hearing Justice Davis handed |
down a decislon which holds that the
entire ordinance is not alone wvalid, but
benefical to the dignity and importance
of the Fifth avenue district.

In granting the motion for dismissal
of the complaint Justice Davis says:

The articla points out that thes bulldin
of private houses In Great Britéin had
fo'en off rapldly for five years previous
to the war. In 1018 the situation became
wo acute that the Government passed the
houstng bill, by which the central
Government bound itself to make good
the greater part of the annual and un-
avoldable loss from the necessity of
builiiag 4t & thme when prices of ma-
terial and Iabor were at the peak.
