Republican joined with the Democrats
In voting against the water power bills.
The welfare bills were passed unan¬

imously. They establish children's
courts in every county of the State out¬
side of Greater New York, and give
greatev powers to the present boards of
child welfare.
The Assembly passed the Brundage

bill, appropriating $1,000,000 for the aid
of disabled world war veterans who have
been out of work for fourteen days.
The maximum whit-h any one soldier
may receive Is 1250 and veterans are
not eligible if they are receiving from
the Federal Government In excess of $30
a month.

1'rn« *5,000,000 Tunnel Bill.

Other bills passed by the Assembly
Including those

Permitting Aldermen in all cities of
less than 100.0U0 to perform marriage
ceremonies.

Appropriating $5,500,000 for the New
York-New Jersey vehicular tunnel.

Providing for the appointment in New
York city of three Judges to hear appeal}
from the Magistrates' courts.

Authorizing the New York Board of
Estimate and Apportionme.it to con¬
struct a system of bridges between the
boroughs of Manhattan, The Bronx and
Queens for the use of railroads, bus
lines and pedestrians.
Under an emergency message from

Gov. Miller the Assembly amended and
then passed the bill recodifying the elec¬
tion laws of the State. The amendment
cuts out nearly $150,000 for election ad¬
vertising in New York city and lesser
amounts in other places. It was intro¬
duced by the Whitley Committee, which
la»t summer and fall investigated and
revised the election laws. As originally
drafted the Items for the election ad¬
vertising were all eliminated, but so

many protests were made by Republi¬
can leaders in New York city that many
of these items were restored. In that
form the bill passed the Senate > ester-
day.
Governor White With Anger.
Gov Miller was white with anger

"wh»n he heard of it. He pent for legis¬
lative leaders yesterday and insisted on

the elimination of the flection advertis¬
ing items. He then pent an emergency-
message to the Assembly so that it could
bo passed immediately in its amended
form. The Senate will undoubtedly con¬
cur in the amendment to-morrow.
The Senate to-day by a vote of 14 to

S!> beat the motion of Senator Downing
of New York to discharge the Labor
and Industries Committee from fur¬
ther consideration of his bill giving
the State fund a monopoly over all
workmen's compensation insurance. It
Is the first of a series of Democratic
bills upon which similar motions will
be made. Senator Downing in defend¬
ing it declared that all the casualty
companies had banded together in a

conspiracy to throttle the State fund.
Three Republicans voted with the
Democrats for the bill. They were Sen¬
ators Lockwood and Harris of Brook¬
lyn and Martin of Buffalo.
The Swift bill, intended to provide

that the marriage of a person under 18
>ears of age shall not of itself consti¬
tute absolute right of annulment, was

passed. Such annulment would be at
the discretion of the court.
Under an emergency message from

Cov. Miller, the Senate passed the sup¬
plementary appropriation bill carrying
items totaling $1,200,000. The measure

liassed without debate.
A bill by Senator Charles J. Hewitt,

appropriating $1,250,000 as the State's
»hare in the Federal aid plan for the
building and repair of rural post roads
also was passed by the Senate.
The Rayher bill, which seeks to pro¬

hibit the erection of fences more than
ten feet high between dwellings an^
which is referred to by legislators as

the "spite fence" bill, was advanced to
order of final passage in the Senate.
The Assembly passed It. .

Trenton March 16.-.Gross receipts of
$4,106,600.48 for 1921 are shown in the
annual report submitted to the legis¬
lature to-day by Commissioner William
L. Dill of the Motor Vehicle Department,
ome of the larger Items follow: Re¬
ceipts from automobile licenses", $2,656,-
674 ; drivers' licenses, $1,046,658 ; motor¬
cycle licenses, $19,448 fines, (124.389.
That prohibition fails to prevent in¬

toxication is indicated by the statement
that driving while intoxicated was re¬

sponsible for 430 revocations, suspen¬
sions or placing the name of drivers
on the bad list. Mr. Dill remarks that
the intoxicated driver is one of the most
flagrant offenders with whom the de¬
partment has to deal, and he advocates
that the punishment of from thirty days
to nix months in jail should be enforced
without fear or favor.

Persons killed in New Jeraey by au¬
tomobiles last year numbered 397. as
compared with 351 in 1920, 243 in 1919
and 197 in 1918.

the licensed driver."

FOR BONUS IN HOUSE
Measure Reintroduced by
Fordney, Who Submits

Majority Report.

HE MAKES SIX CLAIMS

No New Taxation Is Neces¬
sary, Says Chairman

of Committee.

EXPLAINS EACH OPTION

Not More Than $275,000,000
in Loans on Certificates, Is

Exponent's Belief.

Washington. D. C., March 18. (
Chairman Fordney of the House

Ways and Means Committee reintro¬
duced in the House to-day the re-,
vised soldiers' bonus bill, and at the
same time submitted a majority re¬

port explaining the measure in detail.
These advantages were claimed for

the bill by the committee:
First..No new taxation or is¬

suance of securities is at present
required.
Second..It provides for the vet¬

eran in need a method of obtain¬
ing aid.
Third..The amounts required

each year, after July 1, 1923, are

small compared to those which
have heretofore been met and can

be provided without any difficulties
or derangement of our financial
situation.
Fourth..The plan tends to pro¬

mote saving habits among the vet¬
erans.

Fifth..It protects the veteran
himself and his family from mis-
forti^ne in the future.

Sixth..It will create a class of
home builders who will greatly in¬
crease the mass of property in the
country.
It is further stated:
"While perfect unanimity could not

be expected as to all the details of the
bill the majority of the committee
agrees the plan in general meets the
approval of the soldiers and of all
those who are in favor of granting to
them additional compensation in any
form whatever.

The Estimate In Detail.

"A commercial argument made
against the bill in its present form Is
that, the country is not financially sit¬
uated so as to carry out any plan of
adjusted compensation at this time.
The same objection was made two
years ago. and the inquiry naturally
arises as to when the country will
be ready to do anything if It is not
ready now."
The committee estimates that the

total cost of the bonus for the next
twenty-five years will be $4,09'<>719,3r>0.
It is based on the assumption that it
will require $16,000,000 to pay the short
term soldiers the ISO cash bonus.
t5T7.S71.000 to pay the Insurance on death
claims, $3,1«4.R23,330 to pay the insur¬
ance certificates which mature, $52.-
33.%,000 for vocational training, $186,000,-
000 for farm and home aid and $112,000,000
for the land settlement aid.
The committee bases its computation

on the assumption that 70 per cent,
of the ex-service men will select the
insurance certificates, 2V» per cent, the
vocational training option, 10 per cent,
the home aid featyre and per cent,
the land settlement option.
Continuing the report says:

"The majority of the committee be¬
lieves there Is no question as to the
ability of this country to meet the re¬

quirements of this bill without in any
way affecting business conditions in-
juriously. The T'nited States profited
largely by the European war for two
years. After It entered the war many
large fortunes were made, many sreatly
Increased and an Immense number of
people profited largely by the war.

"While this country, by far the richest
and best situated financially of ai; the
rations on the globe, has been hesitat¬
ing and delaying the matter of giving
additional compensation to Its soldiers,
other couniries. and among them some
of those which have suffered most by
the war and are now the poorest, have
acted promptly In this respect."

">*j« Bnnka Can Sland It.

Speaking of the proposed Insurance
certificates, the report says:
"The majority of the committee is of

the opinion that the amount borrowed
on these certificates will be compara¬
tively small. Although they constitute
Ideal securities for the savings Dunks,
rny bank may, if It sees fit. Inquire into
the necessity of making the loan before
It Is made, and it Is believed a majority
of the soldiers will not. In any event,
ask for a loan upon the certificate* un¬

less they have some special need fof
the money.

"It Is estimated by the committee and
Treasury that *0 per cent, of the vet¬
erans will take the certificate plan.
Assuming this to be correct, the utmost
that could be loaned by the banks, I? all
applied for loans, would be $550,000,-
000. The committee feels safe In as¬

suming that not to exceed one-half of
this number (35 per cent.) will make
application for loans during the whole
period: In other words, that not more
than $275,000,000 will be borrowed from
the banks, and that this sum Is much
more than will be out at any one time.

"The total amount of the assets ot
the national banks is approximately
$19,000,000,000. The assets of the other
banks are larger, making a total of
about $40,000,000,000, The percentage
of money which will be drawn out of
the banks by this plan Is therefore very
slight compared to the total amount ot
the assets of the banks.In fact less
than seven-tenths of 1 per cent.

"It has been suggested that some plan
of taxation to meet the estimated ex¬

penditures under the bill ought to b«
brought forward In connection with if.
A table is submltt d showing that ex¬

penditure under the bill during the As-
'¦al year ending .li ne 30. 1923, cannot
exfo<vi $7G,000,000, and after having
carefully gone over the reve.ims and
estimated xpendltures during that
period the majority of the committee Is
satisfied that no new taxation for spe¬
cial provisions ar needed until after the
expiration of that fiscal year.

"It would be unusual. If not an un-

prei dented proceeding, to provide now
for taxes to meet expenditure* which
will not he made for over a year. It
would not <Tly provide funds In ad¬
vance of the time whsfr they are needed,

Tax Revenue Drop Upsets

Claims Made for Bonus

THE indicated slump of rev¬
enue from income and excess
profits taxes provides a fur¬

ther reason for opposing: the bonus
raid. Treasury officials say.
While reports are not complete

enough to Justify a definite esti¬
mate of the amount of money to be
received from these sources, re¬

ports from all parts of the country
clearly reflect a decrease that will
tend to cause further embarrass¬
ment to the financial department
of the Government in meeting its
obligations during the next year.
Secretary Mellon recently in¬

formed Congress there would be a

deficit of at least $300,000,000 dur¬
ing that period. An unexpected
decrease in revenues from Income
sources will, of course, add to the
deficit.

but the estimate of the Government ex¬

penditures for the Areal year of 1924
and the amount of revenue needed would
necessarily be very inaccurate at this
time."

Explains I.and Option Plan.

Concerning the land settlement option,
the report says:
"Another objection that was strenu¬

ously urged to the original plan was
that it was claimed the land eettUment
plan might be enormously developed to
include irrigation and other projects, not
only for the service men but for the
public generally. While the committee
did fot feel that the original bill could
be properly reconstructed, it concluded
to remove all doubt by providing ex¬

pressly that no applications under the
land settlement plan could be received
>'from many except those who had served
In the recent war.
"The work of reclaiming and settling

the lands will be under the direction of
a national veterans' settlement board.
compo.s'Jd of five members, including the
Secretary of the Interior, who shall be
the executive and administrative ofheer.
The remainlne members are to be ap¬
pointed by the President with the con¬
sent of the Senate, and are to receive
compensation at the rate of $7,500 per
annum. This board also will administer
title VII.

"The beard is authorized to establish
veterans' settlement projects, including
the building of roads within the projects
and the establishment of the town sites,
to be selected with a view to developing
one or more In every Slate where feasible
projects may be found. However, no

project shall be finally selected and no
land shall be acquired unless approved
ty the board and by the Governor of
the State in which it is located, or by
the land officials In such State, and as
to price, by the Federal Land Bank ap-
pralser of the district."
The report says that privately owned

land within any project. In excess of
the farm unit established, must be dis¬
posed of to the board by gift, deed or

trust, or a price to be fixed by the board.
Projects are to be divided into farm
units and allotted to veterans. The
project cost will be of reclaiming the
lands plus tha cost of the acquisition of
any privately owned lands, and shall be
fairly apportioned among the several
farm units. The bill contains provisions
to prevent speculation In these lands.

Cooperation With States.

Veterans are to be employed by the
l-oard of projects, and when so em¬
ployed allotted farms, upon which they
can begin development at as early a
date as possible.
The reclamation laws of the United

Slates, in so far as they are applicable
and not Inconsistent with this title, are
extended to these projects In order to
make the fullest possible view of ex¬

isting agencies and to Insure the great¬
est returns from the expenditure*.

Provision Is made for cooperation with
the States and also with the organiza¬
tion of the project into drainage and
irrigation districts.
Both the States and the districts may

assist In the construction of or may
take over the management of the proj¬
ects and assume the repayment of costs
to the I'nlted States: they may Issue
bor.ds for these purposes, and deposit
thi-m with the Secretary of the Interior.

Should the veteran die after making
application for land settlement aid and
before entering into a contract of pur¬
chase, the amount of his adjusted .ser¬
vice credit is to be paid to his estate.
Should the veteran or repatriate die pre¬
vious to the completion of his contract
of purchase, the contract may be as¬
sumed by his widow or heir at law.
None of the lands provided for in this

title may be assigned within five years
after the date of purchase, unless ap¬
proved by the board.

HELP DISABLED FIRST,
SAYS OFFICERS' POST

Support Asked for Bill Affect¬
ing Retirement Status.

Metropolitan Post of the Disabled
Emergency Officer* of the World War
held a meeting at the Hotel Pennsyl¬
vania last night and prepared a letter
which will be mailed to all Representa¬
tives In Congress urging their support
of a bill now in the hands of the House
Military Affairs Committee which pro¬
vides for the retirement of disabled
emergency officers under the same con¬

ditions as regular officers of the army,

navy and marine corps. bill al¬
ready has been passed by the Senate,
and Its passage by the House and ap¬

proval by the President would Insure all
disabled emergency officers of retire¬
ment on a 10 per cent, disability rating.

L'out. Wolf, member of the post, said
the bonus question was not discussed
at the meeting "because it Is too large
in scope." "But," he added, "th" mem-
bera of this post, Individually, believe
that no legislation should be passed
until the disabled veterans are ade¬
quately provided for. The disabled vet¬
erans should not he used as a stepping
stone by any group to attain their our-

pose."

VETERAN EMPLOYMENT
DAY SET FOR MARCH 20

Governor Call* on All to Help
Find Work for Jobless.

Ai.bant, March 1«..Gov. Miller to¬
day Issued a proclamation designating
Monday, March 20, as American I-eg on

unemployment day.
The proclamation calls attention to

the fact that there are many American
veterana still unemployed and urges the
people of the State to devote the day, so
far as practicable, to meana for reduc¬
ing the total of unemployment. In par¬
ticular employers of labor and heads of
business houses are urged to give
earnest attention to the problem.

"The American legion, in arklng the
cooperation of the business community
In obtaining positions for unemployed
veterans," says the proclamation, "de¬
clares that these men seek only an op¬
portunity to earn their way. I^et It he
emphatically said that this form of aid
to those who were lately In military
.ervlce Is the most substantial that
can be glvn and offers the beat assur¬
ance of permanent benefit."

WEEKS ASSERTS COT
IN ARMY IS UNWISE

Secretary Says Reduction to
115,000 Would Mean Aban¬

doning Many Posts.

ONLY 50,000 FIGHTING MEN

Declares That Military Ex-
perls Agree Army Minimum

Should Be 130,000.

St. Auoustinr, Fla., March 16 (Asso¬
ciated Press)..Secretary Weeks, In dis¬
cussing to-day the action of the House
Appropriations Committee In reporting
a bill carrying considerably reduced
figures for the military establishment
and providing for an army of 116,000
men and 11.000 officers, said if the com¬

mittee figures stand it will mean that
the forces at the army posts will be

reduced to a point where they will con¬

sist merely of guards for the properties.
He intends to tell the Senate Military
Affairs Committee that it will be Im¬

possible to man 290 posts with any such
quota.

"Reduction In the personnel," the Sec¬

retary asserted, "is especially unwise
unless the overhead expense of the army
is cut at least the same ratio. It now
.osts about $2,000 per man a year, as

against about $1,000 before the war."
"Cutting the army to 115,000 men,"

he said, "will necessitate abandonment
of many posts. "We will have to taKe
troops out of them," he added. "It re-

quires about 45,000 men on the border
and in foreign possessions, which would
leave 70.000 to garrison the remaining
150 posts. The 70,000 includes aviation.
Quartermaster Corps, Medical Corps,
&c.. so that the remainder is only about
50,000 combat troops. This is only
enough to act as guards of government
property If they are to be divided among
all the posts.
"A personnel of 130,000 enlisted men

would leave the army with virtually the
same strength it has to-day. It 1» the
opinion of army men," he adds, 'that
this should be the minimum figure."
The Secretary said the American army

in Germany would be reduced to 2,000
men by April 15.

Washington*, March 16..Acting Sec-
retary Walnwright said to-day that the
proposal of the House Appropriations
Committee to cut the $4,000,000 item in
the army appropriation bill submitted
for pay of reserve officers to $250,000
would prevent the carrying out of plans
for the training of 18,000 of these officers
during the year.
The $4,000,000. Mr. Wainwright enid,

would cover the pay of the officers when
called to active service for their annual
fifteen day training period. With the
sum the committee proposed to allow, he
added. It would not be possible to give
this training except to such officers of
the Reserve Corps as were willing to
attend without pay and at their own
expense.

Mr. Wainwright declared the action of
the committee was serious, as it discour¬
aged men with war experience or mili¬
tary training from entering the Reserve
Corps. Upon the nuecensful completion
of that corps, he added, depended the
whole national defense project worked
out in the act of 1920.

ONE YEAR SERVICE
URGED IN FRENCH ARMY

Government May Drop 18
Month Scheme.

Paris lia~ch 16 (Associated Press).
.Strong opposition Is developing In the
French Chamber against the Govern¬
ment's army recruiting bill, calling for
eighteen rrionths' service. The advocates
of a one year term are gaining ground,
and It Is believed that unless Premier
Polncare makes It a. question of con¬
fidence the Chamber will adopt the
shorter term of service. Many of the
supporters of the one year service are
war veterans, who contend that that Is
sufficient.

M. Magii:ot, War Minister, In a speech
to-diy advocated the Fabry bill provid¬
ing for eighteen months' service, but he
was considered somewhat lukewarm
toward the longer term.

"It would make a good Impression In
the United States if we should adopt the
one year scrvice," declared Charles Ber¬
nard. r»eputy for Paris, an expression in
which many of his colleagues concurred.

FRANCE TO REBUILD
NAVY ON NEW LINES

Cannot Be Idle in Face of
Naval Hierarchy,Says Senator
Sprrlal Ctihlr to Tun Nsw Yosk Itmui D.

part Is formed." These words, spoken
by M. Lemery. chairman of the Xaral
Committee, In the Senate discussion to¬
day of the naval program, providing for
abandoning the armored cruiser type
and the building of light cruisers, Indi¬
cated the Senatorial feeling concerning
the international naval agreement
reached In Washington The present
debate, however, deals with the program
outlined eighteen months ago. which has
been Indorsed by four Ministers of
Marine and five Premiers.
Senator Lemery pointed out that the

French fleet, aa the result of the war.
was in danger of crumbling. The pres¬
ent program Is Intended to act as a

bridge between the old fleet and the
new. which will be built according to
latest Improvements erfd based upon tho
foreign policy of France.
Regarding Germany he stated that,

while she had ceased to build and under
the treaty was allowed only 60,000 tona
<n capital ships, France under tha
Washington agreement was given the
limit of 170,000 tons, and, whereas Ger¬
many was allowed to build no light
cruisers above 6,000 tons. France can

have cruisers of 10,000 to 12,000 tons.
These latter, he said, have been found
to be as useful as the capital ships In
safeguarding commercial routes, pro¬
tecting the coastal areas and binding
the colonies with a bond of security.

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FESS OUT AGAINST BONUS
AS DANGEROUS TO BANKS

EPRESENTATIVE'FESS (Ohio), chairman of the Republican
Congressional Committee, refuses to Join the bonus raiders

^ in the House, and his stand has caused the other so-called
leaders some concern.

"In my judgment." said Representative Fess to-day, "there is

little merit to the proposed bill. It is entirely too indefinite and
uncertain in its provisions. I think the sensible thing to do is to

have a conference with the President upon his return to see if the

differences of opinion on the subject cannot be ironed out. That
course will likely be taken.

"Viewed from any angle, the Treasury Department faces a very

difficult proposition to solve its financial problems and it is unfair
for the House to impose further hardships unless in the interest
of a great cause."

Representative Fess added that in his judgment the small banks
in the rural districts will be seriously handicapped in their regular
function of aiding the farmers and commercial interests if they
are called upon to cash the proposed insurance certificates to be
issued to the ex-service men.

He said in his opinion it would require $500,000,000 per annum
from the banks to meet the demands made on them by the ex-

service men.

Hope to CodtIbcc President.

The persistence of bonus advocates
in asserting the President did not
mean what he said when he suggested
the sales tax as the most feasible
method to finance the bonus, is one of
the most extraordinary developments
in the situation.
There can be no question that a

number of leaders either have misin¬
terpreted the direct statements of the
President or hold to the view that he
can be prevailed on to "right, about
face" and accept the views of the Re¬
publican leaders in the House.
At any rate the skepticism of these

men is a vital factor in the situation.
Their confidence is based chiefly on
the conviction that they can present
the certificate loan plan in such an
attractive light that he will accept it
as coming within the restrictions of
his letter to Chairman Fordney, in
which he urged either the sales tax
or postponement of bonus legislation.
Leaders of both parties who are op¬

posed to the bonus on general princi¬
ples dissent from the optimistic views
of the bonus raiders and predict that
the President will "stand pat." The
President's friends in both houses to¬
day expressed great indignation over
the pretended obtuseness of the lead¬
ers, who have refused to accept the
President's statements as conclusive.
They also are chagrined over the

manifest attempt of the bonus raiders
to "pass the buck" back to him after
he has summarily rejected previous;
overtures in the same direction. In
this connection this statement made
by an official of the American Legion
is important:

Members of Congress in both par¬
ties promised to pass a bonus bill
and we expect them to keep their
promises. If the House only passes
the bill they will not keep their
promise. A fake demonstration in¬
tended to fool service men will not
relieve either party of responsibil¬
ity. The promise was that the bill
would be passed and signed, and
until it Is passed and signed the
promise will not be fulfilled.

Explain" ««" for Caoeus.

Representative Uneberger (Rep¬
eal.), who circulated the petition
among House members demanding
that a caucus be called for Tuesday
night, was criticised by some of the
bonus advocates for doing so. He said
he was inspired to move for a caucus
because some time ago one was held
which instructed the Ways and Means
Committee to frame a bill in keeping
with the restrictions stipulated by the
President.
"The present bill does not meet the

situation." said Mr. Uneberger, "be-
cause the President has been repeat-
edly quoted as saying he was against
it So it would seem necessary to call
another conference, when the whole
question can be discussed from new
angles. I am personally in faVor of
the sales tax In keeping with the Pros-
ident's suggestion."
When Representative Towner was

asked if he will call the caucus to
meet Tuesday night as requested in
the Lineberger petition, he said the
date was discretionary with him as
caucus chairman.
There is a great deal of speculation

to-night as to the atitude of the Presi¬
dent when Messrs. Mondell and Ford-
ney call upon him, while other bonus
advocates are laboring with Speaker
Oillett to bring him into line with ths
"gag'' rule plan of forcing the bill
through.
The President, of course, will re-

reive the leaders and listen to what
tl ey have to say. His supporters in
the two houses believe he will give his
answer Immediately, and that It will
discourage further attempts to shoul¬
der upon him the responsibility for the
bonus legislation.

Critlclsrrt of Speaker Oillett Is con¬
demned even by some of the bonus
leaders. Representative Greene (Iowa),
a member of the Ways and Means
Committee and an ardent bonus advo¬
cate. said there would be no organized
effort to haze the Speaker into enter*
tainlng the motion to suspend the
rules on Monday so that the bonus bill
can be taken up. He ndmitted there
has been some discussion of the ques¬
tion. hut said that the matter had not
been taken seriously.
Leaders Mondell and Fordney said

there had been no essential change In
their plans for putting through the
bill. If an opportunity Is not provided
on Monday It Is protable that a spe-

clal rule will be fabricated to pave the
way for its consideration on Tuesday.
The rule will prevent amendments to
the measure and limit the debate to
not more than two hours for each side.

Want a Chance to Go on Record.

There is great opposition to this plan,
although the majority of Representa¬
tives are in favor of it, because it will
permit them to record their votes im¬
mediately for "the soldier boys" whose
votes they desire. There are a num¬
ber of members, however, who insist
upon their right to make "sob stuff"
speeches to emphasize their personal
solicitation for the welfare of pro¬
spective voters who have threatened
reprisals if the bill is not passed.
One of the most suggestive devel¬

opments to-day was the swing of
Democratic Representatives away
from the bonus. It was not entirely
due' to any question of merit, but to
a comparatively new feature in the
situation, which justified extreme pau-
tion, prompted by political expediency.
According to a report which found

wide currency in both houses, Repub¬
lican Leader Mondell. who has refused
to be guided by the views of President
Harding, is to be the chief political
beneficiary of the bonus legislation.
The Democratic report is that the

leaders of the American Legion have
pledged their unqualified support to
the Republican floor leader for United
States Senatorship. Some of the
Democratic critics of Mondell asserted
to-day that word had been passed
among the legion politicians to sup¬
port "the Messiah of Green River,"
meaning Mr. Mondell and having ref¬
erence to a stream in Wyoming near
his home, and not to a drink, aa the
name would Indicate.
The Democratic version wasi that at

the last convention of the legion the
political manipulators of that organi¬
zation expressed a desire to recipro¬
cate for the great services rendered
the bonus cause by the Republican
floor leader.
Some of the latter s party associates

feel fully justified in predicting that
if the bonus bill goes through as per
schedule Mr. Mondell will crowd Sen¬
ator Kendrick, a Democrat, out of his
seat in the upper house. The Demo¬
cratic Senator stands a very good
chance of reelection on an "even
break," but he will admittedly fight
under great disadvantage if the in¬
fluence of the American Legion is ex¬
erted to help Mr. Mondell.
The latter has been in Congres*

twenty-four years. He has been hold¬
ing office since 1888. He was elected
leader because of a factional split due
to opposition to James Mann of Illi¬
nois, who is conceded to be the ablest
parliamentarian In the lower house.
Mr. Mondell never has been conspicu¬
ously identified with any important
legislation. He has generally devoted
himself to taking care of local inter¬
ests. but is a good mixer and a hard
worker.
The report that lie may be elevated

to the Senate through the support of
"the soldier boys" has unquestionably
made some of the Democratic mem¬
bers a little skeptical regarding his
repeated assertion that the bonus is
"not a partisan affair."

SENATE DEAL TALK
IS STRONGLY DENIED
'Infamous,* Says Gov. Sproul
of Beports From Pittsburgh

and Philadelphia.

BELL "NO PABTY TO IT'

Banker Says He Would Not
Make Any Bargain for Seat

in Washington.

Special Dispatch to Thb Nrw Yo»k Hbiald.
Philadelphia, March 16..Gov. Sproul

to-night denounced as "almost infa¬
mous" reports that John A. Bell, the
Pittsburgh banker, had been approached
in a deal whereby a settlement of a large
sum was to be made for a seat In the
United States Senate.

Gov. Sproul was indignant in his de¬
nial of any such deal. Mr. Bell, In
Pittsburgh, had this to say:
"You can make It as strong as pos¬

sible that I will make no settlement with
any one in return for a seat in the United
States Senate. There has been no such
settlement by me; there never will be
and I wili not have anything to do with
any such arrangement. If you can find
stronger language in which to state my
position, use it."

It has been decided definitely that
Senator William E. Crow, who is ill
in Pittsburgh, will resign from the Sen¬
ate, It is understood his physicians will
.formally advise him of his inability to
return to Washington. "Mr. Bell," said
the Governor, is not the kind of man
.who would enter into such a deal as
those almost infamous reports speak
of. He is a man of the highest char¬
acter, who has lived as a Christian
gentleman."

"I believe I have made no promises
to any one respecting an appointment to
the Senate. If the matter comes to a
head I will use my best Judgment in
disposing of it."

Pittsburgh, March 16..The Pitts¬

burgh Post says "Rumors persist that
a 'deal' is being effected to ciear the
way for appointment by the Governor
of John A. Bell of Pittsburgh, and the
entrance of the latter as the State or¬
ganization's candidate for election both
for the unexpired term of the late
Philander C. Knox and for the full term
beginning March 4. The stories now
afloat, in general circulation among poli¬
ticians and others cIo3e to them, al¬
though differing In minor details, har¬
monize remarkably upon the essential
features. If true they picture one of
the most astounding situations that have
existed In years in the Pennsylvania
political arena, long notorious as the
incubator of daring exploits and sensa¬
tional bargains."

It was explained that
Signor Schanzer. the Italian Foreign
Minister, desires only to take advantage
of the technical services of the league's
experts.
