Forty Call Figurea Given by
Experts Absurdly Low and
Confiscatory.

Without a dissenting voice the own- '

ers of the forty or more city transpor-
tation companies yesterday entered in
the record their rejection of the tenta-
tive valuations placed upon their prop-
erties by the expert appralsers of the
Transit Commission’s bureau of valu-
ations.

Some repudiated the figures simply
on the ground that they “are absurdly
low.,” Others challenged as unfair,
confiscatory and unconstitutional the
process used in estimating the valua-
tions.

Still others, nmong which the Brook=
Iyn Rapid Transit and the other Brook-
I¥n  compinies were conspicuous,
seemingly scorned the whole proposed
plan of unification and rehabilitation
worked out by the commission and in-
timated rather plainly that they
wanted none of ft and only asked to
be let alone.

All this was not at all cheering ta
the commission. But It was James L.
Quackenbush, general counsel to  the
Interborough Rapld Transit Company.
who in the last ten minutes of the all-
day sesslon tossed Into the commls-
slon's trenches o hand grenade which,
if not alarmingly destructive, proved
at least disconcerting, He expressed a
belief as an experienced lawyer that in
fostering one of the transit amendmenta
which were rushed through the Legls-
latute on the final day of the seassion
the commission |tself had supplied the
rock upon which its whole ambitious
plan I8 likely to be smashed.

© Fedley Writes Objections.

This disclosure by Mr. Quackenbush
filuminated the basis on which Frank
Hedley, writing in behalf of the Inter-
horough, and also the sponsors for other
corporations, had questioned the validity
of the new bonds proposed to be lssued
in exchange for the old securities in
the projected unified and municipalized
system, Mr, Hedley, In his letter to
the commisajon, after having con-
demned as far too low the tentative
valuations placed alike upon the prop-
erties of the old, original subway and
those eonstructed under the dual con-
wracts, added :

“This company Is advised by counsel
that no security holder can safely take
the proposed new bonds unless and un-
til their wvalidity shall have been sus-
tained by the Supreme Court of the
United States. This polnt Is made es
pecinlly important in view of the an-
nounced purpose of the clty officlals to
eonitest to the court of last resort the
validity of such securities

Just what this meant was made clear
when Mr. Quackenbush very late in the
afternoon session said:

“1 do not know whether the hill (the
Simpgon-Jesse transit amendment bill)
hne yet been aigned hy the Governor;
but I feel that 1 ought at this time to
anll the attentlon of the commisalon and
Ils counsal to whut looks to me ke
the probabllity of a very serlous further
cioud resfing upon your proposed new
securities as a result of the amendment
w hiich passed the Legislature,

“It Is my oplnlon that, wittingly or
unwittingly, the Legislature nas walked
into a trap. The representatives of the
city who have been here pointing out
vhisctions to Section 49 of the Transit
Act have placed them on the ground
that the companies would ba free, If they
wid not want to go into tha plan under
Sectlon 108, to nupty for an Increase nf
rales and be Indep of the ¢
slon.  Acting upon that suggestion, the
Legislature has seen it to takes from this
commisglon s power generally over
rates, and has limited that power to
cnues only coming under the olan, under
Hectlon 106,

GOVERNOR'S ANSWER
CHIDES UNTERMYER

Miller Resents Attack on
Legiflature Over Housing
Measures,
| REFUSES EXTRA SESSION

Asserts He Was Tardy in Of-
fering Bills of Such
Importance.

Gov. Miller will not call an extraor-
dinary session of the Legislture at
the behest of Samuel Untermyer. In
no uncertain terms he rebuked the
Lockwood committee counsel for mak-
Ing “unwarranted assaults" on the
Legislature, and told him in reply to
his letter, recelved here to-day, that
there ‘'was no reason for calling the

lawmakers back to Albany again lhia‘,

Year.
In effect he declared that the Legis-
lature as weH as Mr. Untermyer had

' something to say about the disposi- |

tion of the housing bills, and that he
was not justified in “getting exelted |
or In making reckless charges” be-

cnuse the Assemnbly wished more timo |

to consider them,

The Governor took full responeibility
for the amendments which Mr. Untér-
myer termed “jokers” in the bill, glving |
the State Superintendent of Insurance
control over rate making nssosiations.
He sald he insisted on having them in-
serted at & conference with Speaker
Machold and Senator Lockwood, chalr-
man of the Housing Committes. These
amendments provide that rates bs based
on an experience of five years In deter-
mining profits, and that conflagration riska
hoth within and without the State be
takon into accotnt. \

“Senator Lockwood,” the Governor
sald, in discussing that conference,
“thought that the Superintendent of In-
surance will necessarily have to follow
those two elements whether they were
expresced in the bill' or not, and that
therefore thelr Insertion was not neces-
sary. My view was that sound princi-
ples ought not to be left to the dlscretion
of the administrative ofleer to deter-
mine whether he would follow them or
not, and that the things which were so
sound as to be universally recognized
ought to be incorporated in the bill”

Favored Trade RBill

The Governor declared that while he
favored the State Trade Commisslon
bill, In view of present conditions In the
business world, and that he was willing
to have had the bill come to him, he was
unwilling to coerce the Legislature into
hasty actlon on a measure of such wvast
impartanee.

“The trade commission bill, he sald,
“lx an absolutely new departura. It In
setting up ancother regulatory commis-
slon which needs plain fustification. 1
regehed the conclusion that It was justi-
fled, but I think the men who wanted
the balance of the yenr to th'nk it over
are not to be censured, because it s a
vory ‘radical departure in State poliey.”

The Governor In his reply called Mr.
Untermyer's attention to the fact tha
although he had' given the housing hills
intensive =tudy for a long time he was
not ready to have them Introduced until
tate in the sesglon. He said the Legla-
mture was then entitled to ample time
for congldering them. Gov. Miller told
Mr. Untermyer he ought to retract the
