then aome, for tho Babe obliged by
poling the ball over the right Held
f^nce in the first inning. However.
Ruth's act became something of
common occurrence, for there were
other athletes who stole his thunder.
Incidentally, the Yankees defeated the
Dodgers in a wild, woolly and woozy
game by 12 to 8 and made the series
oven at three apiece.
No sooner had the applause for Ruth

eied down in the opening session than
Walll« Fipp, back again after a 'ayoff
with a spiked hand, lifted the leather
over the left field fence and, llko the
Pabe, scored another Yankee ahenj of
him. That four run lead looked big
enough to win for tho New Yorks. but it
soon melted away before a determined
assault in which the Dodgers collected
teven runs In the second.

Tn that wild session, after L<eon Ca¬
tion* h'ld driven in three runs with a
crash over the left field barrier, HyMyers duplicated that stunt and sent in
Zuck Wheat, who had driven in a couple
of tallies with a triple.

York Giants outswam the Memphis
Chicks here this afternoon by a margin
of 7 to 2. The game was played on ft

field that had been thoroughly soak«.d
by a cloudburst last night and wa j

featured by several high diving and
plunging catches. Despite the unfavor¬
able conditions the fans of Mississippi';:
capital city turned out to the number
of a thousand and apparently they wuro
delighted by the aquatic exhibition on
the diamond.
A washout delajed the arrival of the

Giants from Meridian some six hour*,
but Inasmuch as the run between th<;
two cities takes only three hours th2
New Yorkers were in plenty of time. Tt
Is water, water everywhere throughout
Mississippi and tha White Sox as well
as the Giants have been literally float¬
ing from town to town.
As for the water polo match between

tha Giants and the Chicks, Manager
McGraw selected Cecil Algernon Cau«ey
and Frank bnyder to elation themselves
where the battery positions are usually
to be found, and In.the five Innings
that this pair floundered around the
Chicks were able to score only three
hits and one run. Manager Abbott of
the Memphis amphibians chosa IjyKowlkes and Cy Turner to do the hurl¬
ing and receiving for the first four
Innings, and during their stay the
Giants accumulated six hits and three
runs.
In the sixth Inning Claude Jonnard

rowed out to the mound for the Giants
and Alphonse Gaston swam out behind
the plate. They proved nearly as ef¬
fective mermen as their predecessors,
for they permitted a scant four hits and
one run. Hugh Boyd, nice looking little
fellow, was the ball tosser for the Chicks
during the last four. Innings. He started
badly and was nicked for five hits and
four runs in the first inning he worked,
but after young Boyd got his moorings
he sailed along smoothly, the big leag¬
uers securing only two hits and no
runs.

YANKEES START TO
BUILD BIG PARK

Streets Closed, Men at Work
and Three Deek Stadium

Will Hold r,0,000.

The owners of the New York Yankees

Will now take off their coats and start
building the largest baseball park in
the world. The Sink n,. Fund Cominla-
sion yesterday formally granted Cols.
Ruppert and Huston permission to close
certain streets In the Macombs Dam
Bridge section of The Bronx. The
Colonels thereupon took off tlielr coats
and the labor is on. About world's
series time the new Yankee baseball
park, with a seating capacity of over

75,000, will be ready for all comers.

Contrary to reports, the Yankees are

not being forced out of tho Polo
Grounds. They have two more years
to go on an aKreement to rent ihe
Polo Grounds for $100,000 a year. Hut
the two Colonels, after seeing 50,000
turned away at the Polo Grounds dur¬
ing some of the series of the last few
seasons, made ui> their minds that they
would have a ball park of their own
where the extra f>0,000 or so might be
accommodated.
The .seating capacity of the Polo

Grounds is slightly under 40,000. The.
new park, with standees, will hold
SO.OOO, which will make the Yankee
Stadium twice the size of Brush
Stadium, and the latter was considered
the wonder of tho game when it was
built. The new park will pack In Just
about as many as the Yale Bowl.

Club With a Kail Park.

Ruppert and Huston have been some¬
what sensitive about being called the
'.orphan ball club. It will be recalled
that during the battle over Ban John¬
son In the American League, Connie
Mack, the melancholly MacGlllicuddy,
becoming peeved, said that the Yankees
were a club without ;i ball park. To
which Col. Tlllinghaet I'Hommedieu
Huston, having a neat sift at reparte»,
retorted that the Athletics had a ball
park but no ball club. By the end of
this season the Yankees will have o,

ball park and the season which Is about
to bust right in the faces of the fans
will demonstrate just how muoh of a

ball club they have.
Col. Jacob Ruppert was beamlr# when

he got the news yesterday. Since he
went in with Col. Huston to buy the
Yanks Col. Ruppert has been dreaming
of parking a chair In his own stadium
and enjoyini? nervous prostration while
watching his ball club In action. With,
the Yanks in the slump the Colonel can

experience greater mental anguifh than
ar.y club owner in tho league. He likes
to suffer on his own property, however.

A Safe nn«l Com fortnMe Neat.

Col. Huston had been spending the
last two -weeks tostlng chairs for the
new grandstands. With the help of
Major Birmingham, engineer and chair
expert, ho has nt lsst selected a seat
ir which anybody will feel safe. The
eluilr was cut to tlui Colonel's personal
measure, so that It will accommodate
the average family. Col. Huston even
has challenged John Ringllng to let the
baby circus elephant sit in it.
Shovels *tid scrapers havo been at

work on the site in anticipation of "a
favorable decision from the city on the
matter of closing the streets. The
grounds have been leveled, so that the
sodding and preparation of the diamond
ma" proceed as the. stadium is being
erected. The stadium will be a three
decker, of a design unique In. stadiums.
The two Colonels believe that the park

can be put to good use in the off season

for baesball, and expect to let it out for
some of the big Interseetlonal baseball
games. Plans for freezing over the field
and using it for hockey tournaments are
under consideration.
