Likewise there were a
nJinber of rings, brooches and scarf-
uin«. Dioset is alleged to have said that
ho had been arrested in Hartford some
years ago for carrying a revolver, and
that he had served in the French navy
during the way. He is about 27 years
old. He was locked up in police head¬
quarters after being fingerprinted and
so on.
In the meantime crowds began con¬

gregating outside the Shattuek house.
Mr.*. Shattuek appeared on the stoop
carrying a pistol. She went Into the
Johnson house, where she said that she
had found the gun she carried on the
floor. She was rather hysterical.

Mr. Shattuek refused to discuss the
robbery at flrst. Later he made an an-

pointment with J.ieut. Funston. and the
latter spent the better part of the xilght
inspecting the house, taking fingerprints
and questioning the servants.

THRACIAN DEPUTIES
OBJECT TO TURK RXJLE

'Prefer to Die,' Says Cable¬
gram to Greek Legation.

Final disposition ofc Thrace la adding

new complications to the settlement of
the Near Eastern problem. The Greek
Legation here to-day made public a

cablegram received trom the Thraclan
Deputies to the Greek National Assem¬
bly, protesting against the recommend*-
tion by the allied Foreign Ministers to

turn the greater nart of Thrace over to
the Turks. *

This cablegram says the people of
Thrace would "die rather than be sub¬
jected again to slavery under the Turk¬
ish Empire."
To install the Turks in Thrace, the

petition stated further, "means to facili-
tnte the access to the Balkans, then
further to central Europe, to the in¬
cendiaries of Moscow and of the East;
also to establish the line from Ham¬
burg t<> Bagdad. The desire to give
a common frontier to the Bulgara and
Turks means to create a new furnace
of Intrigue from which will spring out
bloody conflicts and disorder, which, in¬
stead of bringing peace to the Orient,
prepares the way for further wars."

Hungarian Authorities
Will Seek to Avoid Coup
Embarrassing to Allies.

ALBRECHT IS FAVORED

Archduke for Three Years
Has Been Choice of a

Large Following.

ZITA MAY COME HOME I

Newspapers Warn, However,!
She May Upset Tranquil-' I

lity of Country.

The death of former Emperor Charles
Is considered important in diplomatic
circles here, as partially solving the
Hungarian problem and as certain to
hasten the election of the future Hun¬
garian ruler. But it is realized also
that there is a big issue about to de¬
velop over whethor the aspirations of
the Hungarians to have a member of
the Hapsburg dynasty as their politi¬
cal head shall center henceforth ubout
( harles's son Otto or about another
Archduke, Albrecht, for Instance, who
for the last three years has been the
choice of a large section of the Hun¬
garian public.
Those anxious to preserve the di¬

rect line, even if the formality of an

election Is gone through, naturally will
have the argument in their favor that
the Council of Ambassadors never has
exiled the youthful heir, the decreo
banishing Charles to his deathbed In
Madeira not including tlie other mem¬

bers of the family.
In fact, there is no official objection

as yet to the former Empress Zlta'?
taking up residence in Hungary with
her children, although a decision may
be forced at any time by the antl-Haps-
burg element.

In order to calm any excitement In
Hungary which may result from the
former Emperor's death, it will be nec¬

essary to exercise ejose supervision of
the family's movemenUtfn order to pre¬
vent the secret coronation of Otto with
the historic crown of St Stephen, an
act which would ha\£ the effect of con¬

fronting the Allies with a "fait accom¬

pli." and leave perpetual seed for dis¬
content over any eventual election.
On the other hand the fact that there

is no longer a Hapsburg who can claim
as Charles did that he had been
crowned under the ritual of the dynsstv,
increases the possibility of the nations)
choice falling on Albrecht rather than
on some candidate not connected with
the Hapsburg family.
The Tempt points out to-night that

the dilemma of the Hungarian mon¬
archists becomes easier of settlement.
"The dynasty has fallen, but it 1s un¬
extinguished, as Charles leaves sons.
The Hungarians are now able to choose
a king without renouncing one. Per¬
haps zealous hands ara alrettdy con¬

structing projects, but perhaps these
projects *illl turn out differently than
the authors expect It is usually the
rebuilders of the past who have as¬
sured its Irrevocable collapse."
With a skillful blotter like the former

Empress Zlta anxious to avenge her
husband's death most political writers
profess to see little hope of an^easy ex¬
tinction of the Hapsburg regime. Saint
Brlce in the Journal says: "Charles
leaves five children and Zlta living, the
latter a woman of great courage and
Intelligence, who Is all that Is necessary
for the education of the princes. That
is enough to reawaken apprehension.
All their plans checkmated, they thought
everything finished, but everything must
be recommenced now."
The Qauiois thinks the danger may be

averted by offering the former Empress
and ter family a new haven. The Echo,
recalling that the former Empress was
ambitious and the very »<yjl of Charles's
efforts to regain the throne. Is certain
that she will provide attacks of In¬
somnia for Hungary's Central European
neighbors. The same newspaper adds
that "the tranquilltty of Europe must
not be exposed again to new Hapsburg
plotting*."
The majority of the press here em-

phnftlze Chnrles's personal Insignificance
and express sympathy for his fate but
only one writer, Marccl nay, goes so far
as to implicate the Judgment of the
Allies, jjay insists that "Charles did
not have an.* part In the Initial crime
which unchained the war. He only found
himself the accomplice of the Hohen-i
zollerns as the result of his Inheritance.
For us he was an adversary rather than
an enemy, and yet for some reason he
was forced to submit to treatment
severer than that administered to the
former German Emperor."

HUNGARIANS WOULD PLACE
PRINCE OTTO ON THRONE

He Is Hereditary Monarch, View of Count Apponyi and
Other Legitimists.Parliament Will Be Asked to

Facilitate Return of Eldest Son of Charles.
Budapest. April 2 (Associated Press).

."Prince Otto Is the hereditary Klntt
of Hungary; this Is the only legal way
to view the situation," declar«d Count
Albert Apponyl, former Premier, to-day
commenting on the death of Knperor
Charles. Count Julius Andrassy and
Count Hunyady made similar state¬
ments, which seemingly confirms other
statements that the Legitimists are
rallying around the eldest son of Charles.
It Is said that Legitimist Deputies in-
Utid to move in Parliament a bill for
the immediate return to Hungary, of
Otto and ill-; education under Ifungarian
teachers.
"With the death df former Kin«

Charles, his son, Francis Joseph Otto,
undor the constitution automatically Is
King of Hungary." said Gustave Gratz,
former Minister of Foreign Affairs, to¬
day in the name of the Legitimists.
"The pragmatic sanction is only

partially invalid as tar as concerns the
unity of Austria and Hungary. Unless
tho will of Charles contains other pro¬
visions. Zita becomes the guardian of;
Francis Joseph Otto under tho Hun¬
garian constitution, and Parliament
must elect a Governor while the King
Is a minor."
fTho pragmatic sanction, or Imperial

decree, defines the will of a sovereign
in limiting his own power or in regulat-«
ing succession to the throne.]
While M. Banffy, Minister of Foreign

Affairs, stated to-day that the "political
situation. Would not be changed by the
death of Charles, various politicians hold
the view that a possible compromise be-
tween those favorable and unfavorable

to Charles has been facilitated by his
rteath. The monarchist# express the
hope that Francis Joseph Otto can be
rt stored to his former rank, with the
piesent regime continuing in power (lur¬
ing the minority of the one time heir
apparent to the throne. In all events
the death of Charles is expected to ex¬
ercise great influence in the elections, in
favor of the Hapsburgs.
The opening of the King's will is

awaited with the greatest of Interest,
the pedple being especially anxious to
obtain information as to the clause re¬

garding the guardianship of Francis
Joseph Otto. In monarchist circles the
belief was expressed to-day that the
guardian will bo Archduke 'Maximilian,
brother of Charles, until the bey. is ltJ
years of age, when under the rules of
the house of Hapsburg he becomes of
age. He to now 9 years old, ha\ving been
born November 20, 1912.
The leading adherents of Charles will

hold a big meeting to-morrow. They
havo <?'ent telegrams to the followers of
Charles throughout the country to at¬
tend. Most of the newspapers to-day
arc bl^pk bordered. Thr> Carlist organ
says the last resting place of Charles
must be on Hungarian soil, not in the
Vienna vaults, because it must become a
place of pilgrimage in Hungary.
As a precautionary move mounted

.police patrole-il the streets of Budapest
throughout Saturday night and to-day to
prevent any untoward incident by royal¬
ist supporters. The Government decreed
to-day a day of national mourning All
theaters and othef places of amusement
were ordered closed, flags were half
masted and music w as suppressed.

WHOLE WORLD BEHIND IT

Conference Will Not Take
Character of Permanent

Organization.

Rome, April 2 (Associated Press)..
"I nm sanguine of result* of the Genoa
conference because I believe that all its
delegates realise the great responsibility
they have undertaken. I believe also
that the public opinion of the entire
world is with the delegates In their
mission," Foreign Minister Schanrer $aid
to-day on the eve of his departure for
Genoa. "Of tills Italy is so convinced
that we approach the conference with a

complete confidence that its achieve¬
ments will ba satisfactory," he added.

"I do not mean that miracles can be
expected at Genoa, or that all "the great
international problems affecting the
world will b<; solved there. But, on the
other hand, it would be a great mistake
to look forward to It with doubt or scep¬
ticism. I feel that the importance of
the conference comes from Its special
makeup. .

"For the first time since the wai

Germane and Russians will tak« part In
a conference, the Importance of which is
undeniable. The first discussions will
lay the foundation for future work
which is intended t« give new Impulse to

t(ie economic life of Europe.
"The conference will at least clarify

the whole European situation. I assert
explicitly that the conference will not
assume the character of a permanent
organliation. but will represent an im¬
portant stage on the road over which
Europe must pass in order to reach the
needed equilibrium."

ARMS PARLEY COURSE
DEFENDED BY BRIAND

Denies Capital Ship Position
Was Weakened.

Paris. April - (Associated Press)..
Defending himself and his colleagues to
the Washington conference, former
Premier Briand in the chamber denied
that France's position with regard to
capital ships had been weakened by the
conference, saying that If the pre-
Washington programs had been carried
out France would have had a propor¬
tion of orib to six compared with the
United States and Great Britain, while
under the Washington agreement the
proportion wai one to two and a half.
According to the version of hie speech

given In to-day's official Journal, whose
reports are revised by speakers before
printing, he declared: *

"It Is easy to explain why we de¬
manded 350,000 tonnage In capital
ships; it was necessary for us to do eo.

When I left Washington, M. Vlvianl,
who was to replace me as head of the
delegation, had been charged to trans¬
mit to Secretary Hughes the theoretical
program of Admiral Bon.
"Why did we fix tills figure, which

surpassed our Intentions? I say dis¬
tinctly, and I've said It In America in
all Independence, It was because It had
been decided at the beginning that the
figure established for capital ship*
should be taken as a basis of estimate
for flxing the defense forces of which
I spoke fist now. When It was under¬
stood we were not to be bound by this
figure we entered at once on the path
of neoessary .concessions." 1

A Deputy then shouted: 'It was too
late." M. Briand replied: "Not so. Par¬
liament must ratify such agreements
and the American Senate amended cer¬

tain points when ratifying tho treaty."

MOSCOW SOVIET FRAMES
DEMANDS ON GENOA

Handing Ovr of All Russian
Ships Is Sought.

London, April 2..According to a dis¬
patch to the London Times from Riga,
dated Saturday, messages have been re-
ceived In the Latvian capital that the
Moscow Soviet will make the following
demands at the Genoa conference:

Recognition of the Soviet, merchant
flag, unrestricted use of foreign ports
and the handing over of all Russian
ships. It will be claimed that 60 per
cent, of Russia's prewar shipping was In
foreign ports, and if any of It has been
lost it shall be replaced.

In the event of the Dardanelles be¬
coming neutral the Soviet Government
will seek participation In the interna-
tlonal control of the waterway.

A proposed simultaneous revolution
in Russia and Germany instigated by
monarchists of both countries hss been
temporarily blocked by tho Investiga¬
tions following the attempt to assas¬
sinate Prof. Paul N. Milukoff. according
to Information which intimated that the
coup has been postponed until August.
The plan entails a veritable flood of

events In Germany beginning with the
Inspired Communist uprising In Prussia
followed by military dictatorship in East
Frussla under Royalist Relchswehr offi¬
cials. These were to be succeeded by
the establishment of a monarchy In Ba¬
varia and a royalist and military uprta-
ing In Silesia. In Russia at the same
time there was a conspiracy for the
royalist officers of the army to produce
a revolt and in collaboration with Gen.
Petlura to launch a movement to over¬
throw tho Soviet regime.
According to the plan the peasants

sre to be won over with pledges they
enn keep their land and at the same time
vill be promised support from western
Europe. Hungary, with a well knit
organisation of awakening Hungarians,
Is to begin simultaneously a rebellion
against Admiral Horthy's regency, and
the life is to be squeesed <>ut of Checho¬
slovakia between the collaborating Hun¬
garians. Bavarians and Germans. Aue-
tria also Is to be militarised to form s
link between Bnvarla and Hungary.
The names of Oen. Ludendorff and

Gen. Hoffmann are mentioned In these
reports, snd It Is even mentioned that
Gen. Hoffmann has been welcomed as a
regular visitor by the French Embassy
tn Berlin in recent montha Some of
these schemes have been ventilated pub¬
licly before, and K Is not to be doubted
that several German militarist leaders
have hopes of realising such plans.
Whether definite steps In this direc¬

tion were to have been taken cannot be
confirmed. Certain minor details might
be regarded as strengthening this sus¬
picion, for lnstnnee, the recent trip to
Berlin of the entire stuff of the Bast
Prussian Relchswehr. (The officers came
to obtain authority to declare martial
law Independent of Berlin, tho pretext
offered being there wns danger of a
Polljh fUtacl;. Berlin uutiiuiitlea arc
rcporUd to have refused the request.

Belfast. The shooting of thp men is
believed to have been in reprisal for the
killing Saturday of Constable George
Turner, who had been a regular police¬
man for fourteen years The assassin
flred at Turner from a vacant house and
made his escape. The news of the shoot¬
ing of the policeman spread rapidly.
Later heavy rifle and revolver firing,

punctuated with the schrieks of women
and children, were heard, and shortly
afterward the bodies of the four men
were taken to a hospital, where the
three wounded children also were con¬
veyed. The father of the children, Jo¬
seph Walsh, was one of the men who
was; shot and killed. All the killings
took place in the homes of the victims.
Walsh, who lived in Alton street, was

lying in bed with the two younger
children, and the bullet which killed him
wounded them. Two-year-old

Bridget

was shot through the head.
Frank Walsh, a son of Joseph Walsh,

was stopping with his grandmother, a
few doors distant from the Walsh home.
The grandmother's house also was
raided. The Intruders rushed upstairs,
seized Frank, who was -trying to make
his escape through a window, and
pitched him down stairs. His injuries
are not serious.
The grandmother said after the raid

that Joseph Walsh had served Ave years
In tho war on the western front, and
had returned home unscathed. She had
thirteen sons and nephews in the war,
only two of whom returped.

"And this is my reward on their re¬
turn," the old lady sobbed.
Orange Mall, near Newry and close

to the scene of the recent train burning,
was destroyed early this morning.
Armed men ordered out the woman care¬
taker and her four children, threw out
the furniture and set fire to the build¬
ing. The woman and lier children were
left in the darkness on the bleak moun¬
tainside until they were befriended by
neighbors.
At Waterford to-day Protestant
