WasHiNgroN, April T.—The bill tol
provide mote Federal Judges, advocated

The vote|
was 44 to 21, with party lines broken.
Twenty-three more Federal District

fudges distributed throughout the coun-
try and one more judge for the Fourth
Cireult are provided by the Senate bill,
BB @gainst twenty-two Distriet judges
under the original bill passed by the
House last December.

Bight Democrits—Senators Ashurst

The Democratic opponents were Sen-
atora Broussard {La.), Caraway (Ark.),
Dial (8. (.), Harris (Ga.), Harrison
(Miss ), Kenrlck (Wyo.), King (17tah),
Overman (N. (.), Sheppard (Tex.),
Shielda (Tenn.), Stanley (Ky.), Under-
wood (Ala,) and Willlams (Mlss,).

The ‘“‘pork barrel” and “log rolling”
charges made openly on the floor by
Democratic opponents of the bill and
denled as vehemently by its supporters
were followed by some open mansa-
vers and vote changing during the dozen |
roll ecalls on amendments, The bill
finally ceontained provisions for four
more District judges than recommended |
by the Senate Judiciary Committee.
These include one each for New Jer-
#ey, New Mexico, the Weatern Miszour!
district and the Southern Florida dls-
trict,

Outslde Compensation Harred.

An amandment by Senator Dial ( Dem.,
B. C.) requiring Judges to devots thelr
tima to the dutles of their oifice and
prohibiting their recelpt of outside com-
pensation was adopted without a record
vote. This was an ocho of Senator Dial's
criticism of former Federal Judge Landis
after the latter's acceptance of a large
salary as Commisioner of organized
baseball.

Efforts of Senators King and Shlelds
to reduce the number of Judges proposed
for Massechusctts, Penrsvivania, Mis-
sourl and Californla were defented over- |
whelmingly. The provision for asslgn-
ment of Judges to other than their own
districts was attacked particularly by
Senator Shislds, who m:rl it might re-
sult In transferring “dry” judges to
“wet” districts. He also charged that
pald lobbyists of the National Antl-
Haloon League wers working among
Fanutors in behalf of the bill. Wayne B,
Wheeler, general counsel for the Andl- |
Haloon League, befors the flnal vote on
the bill, issued a statement declaring
that lhn mensure would “greatly ald law
enforcament.”

Paris, April 7 (Assoclated Pr&u).—-ll
Word recelved here that Secretary of
States Hughea has requested an ap-
propriation of $300,000 for the purchase
of a buildlng to house the American
Embassy has revived hope that Amerl-
can diplomatic representatives In Parls
soon may have quarters adequate to
thelr needs,

Embassy officials, however, feel that
& suitable bullding and furnishings will
cost twice that amount. Holland the
other day gave $500,000 for a building
for Its legation in Paris and the present
Austrian  Embassy Is worth ubou!
§4.000,000,

“Our lack of appropriate bulldings,
the embassy is a standing reproath fo
our country,” sald Myron T. Herrick,
ths American Ambassador, to-day, “If
the United States cannot provide its
diplomatie officers with a bullding ln
lkeeping with the dignity and impertance |
of their country I am sure some sen-l
orous mlnded Amerlean cltizen s w|1IIn¢|
to do so.” |

The Ambassador alluded to what he
termed Rodman Wanamnker's patriotic
offer to help purchase an appropriate
building.

“As Jong ngo as 1816, Mr. Herrick
continued, “Albert Gallatin, our Minis-
ter, wrote: ‘The prospect seems good
that the United States will purchase o
bullding for ita embassy within a year.
For one hundred and slx years every
succeeding envoy has been hoping that
this prospect might become a reallty.'”

“Our Government,” sald the Ambas-
sador, “should take advantage of the
pressnt favorable rate of exchange and
of Parls real estate values. We have
been offered bulldings ranging In price
from 2,000,000 to 20,000,000 francs, but

needs both of the embassy and the
chancellery for 6,000,000 francs, which
represents the equlvalent of about 1,000
tons of serapped battleahips.'
