“We may blame Congress for some
things, the Veterans Hureau for very
much, the White committee for more
than much, but should we not hlame
ourscives? It is up to us, the citizens
of New York. to see that our ex-ssrvice
men get every tender comfort that
ean be given them. Let us visit the
hospitals and see for ourselves. Let
us Insist that our Senntors and Repre-
sentatlves know the metual, unexag-
gerated condition of our veterans and
act accordingly. Let us, men and
women, write strong letters to our Sen-
ators and Representatives, demanding
that this pitiful handful of tubercular
men be permitted to go to Liberty and
the Adirondacks, where they will have
a chance for life; to go to a dry, health-
ful elimate within reach of their homes,
and not to a charity inatitution in the
damp low climate of Staten Island.'
