].;iwrence, manager of Jim Tracy, as to
tlic latter holding the Australian title.
Corbett declares that Colin Bell is now
the champion of that country. A glance
r.t Tracy'* record shows that he lost to
Hell in 1917, but won the title from Al¬
bert Kloy«l in 1920. In the same year,
and following his victory over Floyd,
Tracy lost to the venerable Jimmy
flabby in a fifteen round bout. Tracy
also lost two fifteen round bouts in 1920
to an unknown naoied Tom O'Malley.
On that showing' both Clabby and
O'Malley were champions. Bell must
lmve defeated O'Malley. If Tracy's abil¬
ity Is accurately measured by his defeat
at the hands of a veteran middleweight
like flabby, then the Australian would
do well to steer clear of American sec¬
ond and third raters.

Heency Is said to be a good boxer and a
Knockout hitter, but he will have »o de¬
cisively defeat the \eteran Hell if he is
to be regarded as a champion.

THEY WERE CHAMPIONS
No. 9.Robert Fitzsimmons

Consider^ t the fact that Bob Fitz-
slmmons, winner of three titles.middle¬
weight, light heavyweight and heavy-
-Ight.never weighed more than 172

i, ids his record Is the most remark¬
able in tHe history of the ring. Although
he was by no rpeans a clever boxer, his
defense being penetrated by each oppo¬
nent of the first class, yet in the matter
of attack he was the master strategist
<ft the roped square.

Fitz devoted himself to feinting for
an opening round after round, mean¬
while taking unconcernedly all the jolts
his opponent had in stock. Once "Old
Freckles" got the desired opening the
victim lost all Interest in the proceedings
and usually consciousness.

Fltz's objective was the pit of the
stomach, in the region wherein is lo¬
cated the justly celebrated solar plexus.
Jim Corbett, Tom Sharkey, Gus Ruhlln,
Freight Car Dunkhorst and several
other victims of Fitz were subdued by-
body blows following his famous left
shift. The victor almost invariably fin¬
ished his man by bringing his formld-
able left to the chin with a jolting
uppercut. But Fitz was easily hit, and
it is surprising he managed to escapedefeat.

ProTed Hla Cvaragf.
Peter Maher had Fitz on the floor

in the second round of a bout at New
Orleans in 1892. It looked like curtains
for Lanky Bob but he recovered and
battered the champion of Ireland so
hard ho refused to come out of his cor¬
ner for the thirteenth round. Asked
why he quit Maher replied: "I can't
hit the dlvlL'

Corbett had Fitz on one knee taking
the count at Carson in the sixth round
but he got up and finished Gentleman
Jim In the fourteenth round. ChoynskI
had Fitz on the floor in the th'rc> round
of a bout in Boston In 1894 but Red
Bob arose and thumped Joseph terrific¬
ally. Fltz's left put ChoynskI on the
canvas In the fifth, and he would have
been counted out, as he was completely'
out. The police interfered and the ref¬
eree declared the bout a draw. In fact
Jeffries was the only man to put Fitz
down for tne full count.at Coney Island
June 9, 1899, and at San Francisco July
$!8, 1902.

It was noted that In their first meet-
lrg, when Jetf was practically a novice,
Fitz fulled to land with effect in eleven
rounds. But three years later, when the
bollermaker was an experienced fighter,
Fitz hit him when and where he pleased
and gave him a mauling he never for¬
got. Fltz's hands gave way under the
bombardment, and when Fitz could no
longer punch Jeff stepped In and fin¬
ished him.

Born la England.
Fitz was born in Cornwall, England,

moved to Australia when a youth and
clevoted his time to shoeing horses and
the perfection of the left shift. When

was so tall and big: boned that the back¬
ers of Jack Dempsey, the Nonpareil,
were deceived as to the newcomer's
weight. The middleweight limit at that
time was 154 pounds ringside, and
Dempsey's handlers did not believe Fltz
could make the weight and fight with
vigor. To their astonishment Fltz scaled
150% pounds ringside and was strong
as an ox. Dempsey, who weighed only
147 pounds, was slaughtered.

Fltz gave the date of his birth as 1862,
and if such was the fact the old battler
was in his fortieth year when he met
Jeff In their second battle in 1902.

Like all other heavyweight champions,
Fltz held the mirror up to nature in a

play entitled "The Honest Blacksmith."
