The fear of the Black Hand has
never yet been lifted from tle heart
of SBalvatore Varotta, although it has
been almost a year since his five-year-
old son,. Giuseppe, was kidnaped from
in front of his home at 354 East Thir-
teenth street and his body thrown into
the Hudson River at Plermont, near
Nyack, when tke police ,were hot on
thelr tradl.

But
the Black HMand agents give Varotia
their messages in meaningful phrases
of Itallan over the purchase of an
apple; they stop his otber children on
the street and glve them messages to
take home, and onceiin a while a let-
ter is found poked under the Varotta
door.
