«, Major Leon Fraser, director of (he
Veterans Bureau for the New York
district, toid reporters yesterday that

the hospital program of the bureau is

on the way to a satisfactory situa¬
tion.
The new director said he was confi-

dent the signing of the Langlty bill!
on Thursday by President Harding.'
providing *17.000.000 for the erecilon of
houpitals by the bureau, means that:
Xew York will have a tuberculosis hos-
pital for ex-service men in the city
and another In the mountains. There
are now fifty-eight patients at the new

Kingsbridge Hospital for the rare of
nervous cases, the Major said, and it
is expected that witiiln a month therel
will be 100. Within three months Major
Fraser plans to have 900 men quartered
thfre.

it is his intention to transfer patients
now in hospitals outside the district to

Kirigsbridgi> Hospital at the request -of
their relatives, provided the transfer
would not work harm to their physical
condition. Men are being taken there
from tho Marine Hospital and the
Na\al Hospital in Brooklyn
Ma'nr Fraser announced it had been

found necexsary to abandon the pro¬
posed sito three miles and a half from
Port Chester, on the Connecticut border.
Negotiations for the purchase were com¬

pleted by »h« Treasury Department
when property owners in the vicinity
offered «trnntf objections.
"The situation at Sea View."' said

Major Fr.ip»r, "has much improved.
Conditions there were nowhere nearly
f-o bad a* reported, to begin with. The
px-servlce men have a building of their
own Their only complaint was on the
score of food, and T think that objec¬
tion has been removed by the employ¬
ment of a chcf from a New York hotel,
who Is making a big improvement in
the* mean."

He said that in keeping with the

policy outlined by Col. E. C. Forbes,
director of the bureau, he had Issued
on order calling the attention of the
claim examiners and of the medical
iat»»rs to the fact that "it is my policy
nd desire that the ex-service men be

given the benefit of the doubt In every
instance arid that we prefer to err on

the side of liberality than on the sid«
1>f strictness."

C'apt. K. A. Macgulre. former assist-
f nt chief of the cooperation division,
has been appointed Its chief to suceced
Harry Burllngame, who will be as¬

signed to special duty.
Major Fraser said the bureau was

adhering strictly to Its policy of em¬

ploying ex-service men only, reports to
ihe contrary notwithstanding. Since
the eatablishment of the bureau, he
said, the number of ex-service men em-

ployed has risen from 2.500 to 8,500.

METHODISTS SEE CRIME
IN ATTACKING DRY LAW

Ask Government Inquiry of
Certain Newspapers.

Mkridcn. Conn.. Ap»11 21..The New
York East annual conference of the
Methodist Episcopal Church adopted a
resolution here to-day denouncing the
iittltu'de of certain newspapers "In New
York and elsewhere" In opposing the
prohibition amendment and the efforts
to enforce it, and asking the Govern¬
ment to make an Investigation.
The resolution declares that "It Is in¬

tolerable that the American doctrine of
freedom of speech and freedom of the
press should be stretched and perverted
Into covering open warfare upon the
¦overelgnty of the nation and conspiracy
in defeat the constitution to an extent
more aggravated nnd more serious In
potential nrenaec than the offenses for
which various publications were ordered
HU.xpended during the war."

Continuing, tin- resolution requests the
Government to ascertain whether "the
« fforts made by certain newspapers to
nullify the Eighteenth Amendment" and
their "Incitement to violence against
those who represent the churches In up¬
holding tha law of the land" do not
comrlitutti a punishable offense.

Mrs. Bowen's Attack on 'Grow¬
ing: Canker' Rouses the Pan-

American Conference.

SAYS 'TURN RASCALS OUT'

Speech of Mrs. Pankhurst
Divides Interest With a

'No Liquor' Sign.

Baltimore, April 21..The Pan-Ameri¬
can conference of women, which entered
upon Its second day's program to-day, is
adhering strictly to its policy of fairness
to all nations, and when Mrs. Emmellne
Pankhurst, who is an unofficial visitor,
requested n o->,5ortunlty to speak on

social hygiene .n Canada, Mrs. Maud
Wood Park, president ol the league,
held her to her allotted time. The ap¬
pearance of Mrs. Pankhurst was greeted
with great applause from' her militant
suffragist sympathizers and pro-British
friends, but the gavel descended sharply
and Anally despite what seemed almost
like an organized claquc. ;
Most of tha 2,000 women who packed

the Century Hoof (Jarden were enter¬
tained or niade indignant by a huge
sign over the entrance which read:). "It
is unlawful to bring Intoxicating llcjuora
into thia building." A few suggested
that the offending placard be removed,
but as the roof garden had bee«> ob¬
tained at the last minute and the
admonition is intended for persons visit¬
ing the cabaret, the objectors voiced no
official remonstrance. 'There is a s:gn
prohibiting smoking on the stage, where
the distinguished guests were seated.

At the close of the afternoon session
a large silk Mexican flag, presented to
the conference by the five delegates from
Mexico as a gift from President Obrc-
gon, was removed from its place oC
prominence over the stage where Ameri¬
can flags were the only other national
colors in evidence. It was whispered
that South American delegates had
frowned upon the presence of tho flag,
but the official explanation of Its disap¬
pearance was that It was to be photo¬
graphed.

pointed by President Harding as the
official delegate from this country, In
a api-ech thin afternoon. In which she
told the new voters hew to get rid of
offending and untractable city offkale.

Mrs. Bow en, looking very motherly and
serious, dlscuBtst-d the growing menace
of cabarets, where, she said, bad
liquor Is sold and men and women
dance all nlglit clasped In each other's
arms.
"The cabaret lias taken the place of

the rod light district," she averred.
"I'd like to sco all cabarets dotted with
red pins on a map of the country. You
women haVe tremendous power now
that you have the ballot, and you can
held put down this growing canker in
the nation. Don't you know that if
your Mayor and your Chief of Police
don't do as you want them to, all you
need to do la to go to the polls an.11
