Buns Good Race, birt Inter¬
ference Keeps Him bVom

Finishing First.

Bpt'dal Dinpatch to Tub New York Hciald
Baltimore, April 24..A succession

of accidents marred the program at
Havre do Grace to-day. Prible, the
star apprentice at the Havana meat-
in*? and Steeplechase Jockey Sims
wore sent to a Baltimore hospital suf¬
fering concussion of the brain as 3

result of their fall*, and Jockey Hunt
suffered a fractured ankle when he
was thrown during the running of the
second race. An accident to the bar¬
rier prohibited four of the favored
Juveniles from putting forth their best
in the first race. Rough riding con¬

tributed to the first defeat of the sea¬

son of the highly regarded My Play,
and two of the other races were un¬
truly run for the same reason. Six^
favorites fell In defeat during the cold
afternoon.
The feature event, the Newbury purse,

at one mile and seventy yards, proved
easy for Commander Ross's four-year-
old colt Registrar, ridden by Turner,
after a kaleidoscopic contest.
My Play was defeated but not dis¬

graced In the running of the Montana
purse, a six furlong event. The son of
Fair Play broke a bit slowly under Cliff
Robinson and was being sent up along
the rail into a contending posiUon when
Alex. H; and Caretaker bore over and
caused him to pull back sharply, per¬
mitting Harry Payne Whitney's Brain¬
storm to rush off to the lead, followed
by Bigheart.
My Play dropped back to sixth tie-

fr.re finally succeeding In falling into
race stride again. Robinson took to the
outside entering the stretch, and he
dosed four lengths on the leader. At
the end he was compelled to be content
with third honors, four lengths back of
Brainstorm and Bigheart in the order
named. Jockey J. Williams, who rode
Alex H., ono of the offenders, was sus¬

pended for the remainder of the meet¬
ing f^r rough riding.

Lew Brody Is Killed in
Lightweight Boxing Contest
Removed to Hospital With

Concussion of Brain.

I,ew Brody, a local lightweight, last
nlsht was removed from the Broadway
Exhibition Association Club to the Bush-
wick Hospital, Brooklyn, suffering from
concussion of tbo brain, and an hour
later he died.
Brody was engaged In a boxing con¬

test with Frankle Pitcher, another local
lad, when Pitcher sent his opponent to

the floor with a right hand punch in the
ninth round. In falling Brody struck
the back of his head on the hard ring
floor and had to be carried to his cor¬

ner after he was counted out by the
referee.

After his Seconds and manager failed
to revive the stricken boxer a call was

sent for a doctor. Dr. J. Cpen of the
Bushwlck Hospital responded, to which
institution Brody was removed. It wai
Mild at the hospital that nothing could
bo told of Brody's condition until
twenty-four hours had elapsed.

Epidemic of Coughing
Spreading at Local Tracks

Eighty Per Cent, of Two-Year-Olds and Fourth of
Older Horses at Belmont Park Ailing.Sinclair
String, Minus Playfellow, Here From Rancocas.

The cough which struck Belmont Park

last- week' is still rasing there. It Is
getting worsb Instead of better. Over
the week end It spread among the older
horses, with the result that a majority
of the trainers there are wondering
whether or not It will keep their charges
out of the races which begin at Ja¬
maica a week from to-morrow. There
are several tiundred horses at Belmont
Park, but because of the cough there
were not more than a score on the track
yesterday morning. Horsemen say that
80 per cent, of the two-year-olds are
on the ailing list and that a fourth of
the older horses are coughing. None,
however, has any fever.
Among the stables affected are those

belonging to W. R. Coe. Walter J.
Salmon ;ind Richard T. Wilson. Mrs.
Wilfrid Vlau, George D. Wldener. Jo¬
seph E. Wldener, Clcndenin Ryan, Mor¬
ton P. Schwartz, and Fred Johnson, P.
A. Clark, Gifford A. Cochran, Goorgo
W. Loft and Max Hirsch, Mrs. Payne
Whitney and Simon Henley, who trains
for Mrs. F.. Ambrose Clark; Mrs. E. B.
Cassatt, C. Oary Rumsoy. Mrs. Joseph
E. Davis. Mrs. Robert E. Gorry and
Mrs. R. Penn Smith.
And Belmont Park Is not 'the only

place the cough has hit. It has appeared
a-t Aqueduct. Yesterday morning every
horse in Charles A. Stoneham's stable
was suffering from it. There are#more
than a hundred other thoroughbreds at
that track, but up to date they have
escaped it.

Harry F. Sinclair's big string of thor¬
oughbred* arrived from Rancocas Farm
ip charge of Sam Hlldreth yesterday.
They are quartered at Belmont Park.
All of them looked exceptionally welt
and none of them was coughing. Play¬
fellow, the brother of Man o' War,
which Mr. Sinclair bought from James
Johnson for 1100,000 and caused th«
lawsuit last winter, which resulted In a
verdiet for Mr. Sinclair, was not among
the lot He and nine others were left at
Rancocas In charge of H. Brandt. Thirty
head were in the lot which arrived tat
Belmont Park.

Wind has been blowing a gale for sev¬
eral days at the local tracks, with the
result that horses have been working
exceptionally fast or exceptionally slow,
according to the way the wind blew
while they were on the track.' With the

wind, every horse at Aqueduct beat 48
seconds for a half mile, and at Belmont
the flrirt quarter of a half mile with the
wind has often been made In 22 and the
second quarter in 28. These works are

unsatisfactory to the trainers.
