
sion to-flay which (Harassed rhe pro¬
visions to be inserted in the Russian
document against propaganda. Th*
British and French texts of this arti¬
cle proved identic, bat the Little En¬
tente and Poland raised the question
whether Russia should be pledged to
abstain from propaganda only against
the social systems of other countries,
or against the political and territorial
status quo of other countries. It was

decided to have the article forbid
propaganda against political and terri¬
torial status quo, but with the reser¬

vation that this should commit no one

to admit as de Jure thr present de
facto boundaries in eastern Europe.
The effect of this, then, is that all

agitation over boundaries is to be
avoided until they can be settled
Anally.

Genoa, April 30 (Associated Press)..
/.fter completing the preamble of their
piagna charter for Russia the sub-
ftmmlsslon began consideration of the
grtlcles of the document, which, it Is
. xpected, will consume most of Sunday.
Meetings have been arranged for both
morning snd afternoon.
Two articles were agreed upon this

pfternoon and an understanding was
reached concerning the terms under
which the property of foreigners na¬
tionalised by the Bolshevik Government
will be restored to "the use" of the
former owners. This question caused
much tlscusslon and was finally referred
\to the legal committee, headed by M.
Fromageot of France, which supplied
the accepted dra.'t.

Get I'd* of Properyt.
An Important fact In connection with

this decision Is that France apparently
conceded the right of the Russian Gov¬
ernment to nationalize the property of
foreigners and agreed to a plan whereby
the mere use of nationalised property,
rather than actual title to the prop¬
erty; Is to be restored. The legal diffi¬
culties were many in framing the con¬
ditions under which this will be done,
as the different legal systems of the
several countHes hare such varied legal
termlnalogy that It was not easy to
arrive at a text conveying the same
meaning to all the countries.
Article two. which relates to Russia's

war' debts, provoked much discussion
and differences of opinion as to how
no devise a method whereby the debts
could be scaled down and what was
the authority which would finally pass
on the reductions. Great Britain sug¬
gested the League of Nations, the
Hague Tribunal and the American
Supremo Court, but no decision was
reached, and France, Italy, Great
Britain and Japan, to whom Russia
owes most of its war debts, were de¬
signed to devise a new text for the
article.

Differences developed between Eng¬
land and Franco on the question Of Rus-

T sia's war debts, France insisting that
Russia recognise them in their entirety,
though ready to scale them down later.
The question was left to a committee.

France Instate M Prtaelplo.
M. Barthou said France was willing

to grant facilities for payment, such as

a moratorium, and was even ready to
consent to reductions at a later date.
Meanwhile France demanded unqualified
recognition by the Soviet of the war

debts.
When his attention was called to the

fact that reductions had apparently been
promised in the note of April 15 to the
Soviet, M. Barthou pointed out that the
Soviet had subsequently changed its
position, and therefore the Powers had
the same right. M. Barthou was ready
to favor many different concessions, but
wished to call attention to the fa^t that
the Government could only recommend,
while Parliament must decide.

Mr. IJoyd George made reference to
the debt owed Great Britain. He satd It
had been understood that the Russian
debt would be rOtfuced, and the Powers
must stick to this. He then suggested
submitting the question to tho jurists. M.
Cattier .the Belgian expert, Will sit un¬

officially wlh the jurists of the four
other Powers.
The subcom mission adopted Article 1

of the document, which Is directed
against propaganda by the Bolshevlkl or

attempts to change the existing fron¬
tiers. This has chief reference to Bes¬
sarabia, now annexed by Rumania. An
arrangement was also reached on tho
momentous question of the nationaliza¬
tion of private property.

Says British 'Plaa "Won.
While an Italian spokesman said the

English preamble was practical iy
adopted with the insertion of a few
phrase* of the French preamble, French
spokesmen this afternoon insisted that
practically all the original draft of their
preamble was Incorporated In the final
draft, togther with the British sugges¬
tions for credit* to Russia. Including
funds available by the British trade
facilities act and the British overseas
trade a«t.

It was officially announced to-dny
that the next plenary session of the
conference would be held next Wednts-
day. It was first suggested that t.ils
meeting be held Monday, and the post¬
ponement was taken as an Indication
that the Russian question was taking
much rrfore time than had been antici¬
pated.

In addition to the French and British
drafts of the Russian proposals, the
drafting committee to-day aUo was con¬

sidering an Italian draft, which carries
the consortium Idea and provides that
long term credits shall be accorded to
Russia In order to pay skilled labor an.l
technical assistant* from abroad, as
well as for machinery necessary for the
resumpton of agriculture and Russian
Industries.

SMALL NATIONS QUIET
ON ATTITUDE ATGENOA

Support I$ Claimed by Both
BritUh and French.

Gsnoa, April 21 (Associated Press)..
The real attitude of the small countries
represented at the conference still forms
an unknown quantity. Both the Englfsh
and French delegation are claiming their
support.

The British declare they prefer the
British policy, which favors burying trfe
past and inaugurating a program of con¬
ciliation leading to the reconstruction of
Europe and Russia, while the French
maintain that the British policy will
only strengthen politically the Rusno-
Otrmnn compact, which would threaten
.11 their neighbors.

Brussels, April 21 (Associated
Presi).. The Belgian Government's
policy at Genoa Is one of close coopera¬
tion with France, It Is declared in politi¬
cal quarters here, and the same view Is
taken as in/ Tarts respecting the futility
of a meeting of the Suprem# Council at
present.

Foreign Minister Jnspar, wh is here
from Genoa to consult Premier Theunys,
declared before the Foreign Affairs
Commission of the Chamber of Deputies
to-day that the Russo-German treaty
had "polaoned the atmosphere" at
Genoa.

FEMININE BLOC STIRS
CONGRESS LEADERS

Tarty Chiefs Disturbed by
New Factor in Political

Situation.

EQUALITY IS KEYNOTE

Removal of Disabilities
Sought by Constitutional

Amendment.

Lady Astor'a Influence Felt in
Women's Demand for Full

Not the least disturbing of the blocs
that are worrying the leaders of the
two political parties Is that made up
of groups of the eternal feminine.
For more than two weeks In rapid

sequence organizations of representa¬
tives of the new voters created by the
Nineteenth Amendment have been
holding conventions in Washington
and Baltimore. The White House and
the Capitol, not only have felt their
presence but conceded their growing
influence in the political affairs of the
country.
Senators and Representatives, har¬

assed by the conflicting demands of
the agricultural bloc and the impor¬
tunities and threats of the promoters
of the bonus raid, to say nothing of
their own maneuvers for reelection,
have been compelled to pay a good
deal more attention to the views and
recommendations of 7,000 women In
the aggregate who have figured re-

cently in Washington events.

Fnctorw In Political Game.

While moat of the women represent¬
ing the Daughters of the American
Revolution, the Colonial Dames, the
National League of Women Voters,
the League of American Pen Women,
the District of Columbia Mcrthers and
the Nurses of New York City disclaim
partisan ambitions, the fact remains
that they have Ogured very promi¬
nently In the hectic game of politics
which infests every department of the
Government.
The inhibition of politic* In the gov¬

erning rules of tlirsje organizations
has not restrained them from express¬
ing positive views concerning Con¬
gressional undertakings and executive
policies of the Administration.
Government officials and members

of Congress have expressed surprise
after continued conferences with com¬
mittees representing the woman or¬
ganizations over the political knowl¬
edge displayed by them. That the new
voters rapidly are learning the technic
of the political game is pretty gener¬
ally conceded by the-hitherto male
masters of it.
Further than this It is admitted by

these hard boiled and seasoned ex¬
perts who were inclined to make light
of the Nineteenth Amendment that
the women with whom they came in
contact during the conferences of the
feminine bloc not only know what
they want but have a fairly clear idfea
of how to go about getting It The
theory of some of the old timers
among the men that the women would
be content with "a cozy corner, a tea
set and an Invitation to adopt harm¬
less resolutions" has not worked out
according to schedule.

Whether the new crusaders in poli¬
tics have taken a tip from Lady Astor
is a matter of opinion. Some of the
male leaders of the two major parties
are inclined to credit (or blame) the
distinguished American woman mem¬
ber of the British I'arllamcnt for in¬
jecting a lot of pep in woman's cause
here.
At any rate the initiative displayed

by Lady Astor is admitted by the men
leaders to have added to their com¬
plexities in handling the new voters
in this country. Polite pleasantries
and .fatuous sophistries have not
proved as effective In diverting the
feminine mind from its political and
legislative objective.

In their conferences with Govern¬
ment officials and members of Con¬
gress the representative women in the
organizations which have contributed
a colorful and/animated atmosphere to
the sordid and complex routine of the
Capitol have reflected a determination
to advance beyond the experimental
stage of the equal suffrage policy to
which the country is committed and to
come down to concrete and specific
undertakings.
Few of the Senators and Repre¬

sentatives who are devoting rather
more attention to their own respective
political ambitions than to the busi¬
ness of the nation now doub the pur-
ness of the nation now doubt the pur¬
pose of women to enter into active par-
for the substantial ns well as senti¬
mental emoluments of the newly ac¬
quired privilege.

Competitors In C*ngrfM Flatit.

Trobably a score of the Senators nnd
Representatives tfho are anxious to
hold their seats have the very best
reason In the world for anticipating
trouble from the new voters. They
admit the probability of a contest with
women aspirants for seats they now
hold. Eleven women throughout the
country have already announced them¬
selves as candidates for the House,
and at least two are even casting their
eyes toward the coveted seats in the
Senate.
The success of T^ady Astor in her

adopted country and her encourage¬
ment to women to seek a place and
voice in the national legislature In
her native country has provided a
slmulus to the Anwrlcop women who

i

believe the time has come for them
really to get Into the frame.
There is only one woman in the

present Congress.Miss Alice Robert-
won.who Is Indexed as a Republican
and represents an Oklahoma district.
Miss Robertson is almost certain to be
returned and some of the male leaders
of both parties admit that she will
probably have as associates two or
three members of her own sex as a

result of the coming elections.
Up to the present time the activities

of the new voters have been almost
entirely confined to prospecting the
political field, studying the political
technique and grounding themselves
in the fundamentals of organization
and parliamentary methods.

Pnrltnmentury Ability Show*.

In conducting their onferences the
women upon whom th»- d'r«>ction of
procedure devolved Indicated ability
of a very high parliamentary order,
superior in fact, to that which usually
characterizes the ordinary gatherings
of men.

Officially the women restricted their
activities to the discussion of recom¬
mendations relating to subjects of a

social character of general interest to
the sex. But In their conferences with
the men leaders of the two parties and
Senators and Representatives they
expressed very definite ideas regard¬
ing matters purely political.
They have indicated their opposi¬

tion to the bonus In no unmistakable
terms, demanded the recognition of
women in the construction of tariff
legislation *n the budget provisions
for Pedep«4 departments and several
other legislative enterprises in which
they have hitherto been denied a
voice.
They have not been at all reluctant

to express their entire disapproval of
the tendency on the part of the male
leaders of both parties to ignore their
claims for substantial recognition in
the way of offices. They are not
pleased with what they assert to be
"discrimination" against women appli¬
cants for office under the Harding Ad¬
ministration. They have pointed out
the disparity in this respect as com¬
pared with the fact that at least
9,000,000 women voted for the candi¬
dates for President in the 1920 elec¬
tion.

Prenldent Not Blamed.

They do not blame the President or
any other official of the Government in
particular for this "discrimination."
But it is quite evident that if the
women achieve their ambition to ob¬
tain a larger representation In the next
Congress they will demand a "fairer"
distribution of the offices.
Although not in complete accord as

to the value of the legislation provided
by the male legislators, the majority
of the women attending the confer¬
ences of the various organizations at
Washington and Baltimore seemed to
look with favor on the so-called ma¬

ternity bill, now a law. Their chief
criticism of it was that Congress made
"the most niggardly provision" in pro¬
viding only $1,500,000 to finance the
undertaking.
The subject of the most general in¬

terest on which women are centering
their attention is to amend the Consti¬
tution in order to guarantee unre¬
stricted political privileges, which a

great many of them do not believe
were granted by the nineteenth amend¬
ment
A tentative draft of a supplementary

addition to the Constitution and known
as the "twentieth amendment" has been
framed by the National Woman's Party
and alreidy Is a subject for discussion
by women throughout the country.

Draft of Propaird Amendment.

The draft, which probably will not
be introduced during the present Con¬
gress, reads as follows:

Section 1. No political, civil or
legal disabilities on account of sex
or on account of marriage, unless ap¬
plying to both sexes, shall exist
within the United States or any
place subject to their Jurisdiction.

Section 2. Congress shall have
power to enforce this article by ap¬
propriate legislation.
The National Woman's party, which

embraces women identified with all the
organizations recently assembled here,
Is political but non-partisan. The of¬
ficers of It admit that their purpose is
to help any candidate for Congres¬
sional office who supports the new
amendment and to defeat those who
oppose It. The aim of the amendment
Is to nullify State laws which discrim¬
inate against women. They cite nu¬
merous States where women do not
enjoy equal political rights with men,
despite the Nineteenth Amendment.

Specifically they name Virginia,
where fathers have complete control
over children; where a woman cannot
choose her home; where property Is
presumed to belong to a husband;
where Inheritance laws discriminate
against women; where the grounds
for divorce are unequal; where women
cannot serve on Juries and are not ad¬
mitted on equal terms to the State
university.
Other States which perpetuate laws

that "discriminate" against women are
Maryland, Mississippi, Alabama, Dela¬
ware, Louisiana and Maine.

In several States so-called "blanket"
bills removing the political disabilities
of women have been written Into tho
statute books. Some of these States
are Wisconsin, Mississippi, Louisiana
and ]>elaware.

Will Start CnmpulKn./

Promoters of the Twentieth Amend¬
ment admit there Is a great deal of
opposition to the project, but they are
preparing to Inaugurate a campaign
of education, which they believe will
effectively wear it down and convert
skeptics among their sex to the sup¬
port of It.
A good deal of opposition to the

scheme comes from women engaged In
industrial occupations. The basis for
this objection Is that women are now
exempt by State laws from exactions
required of men for which women are
not physically suited.

, Organized op¬
position to the plan to strike down nU
State barriers of this character comes
mainly from the Women's Consumers
League, the membership of which is
largely made up of girls and women
employed in manufacturing establish¬
ments.
Two proposals advanced by repre¬

sentatives of some of the woman or¬
ganizations to members of Congress
were for a more definite policy toward
the promotion of peace and for con¬
serving to women married to foreign
subjects full possession of their po¬
litical privilege in their native country.

PARIS HEARS REASONS

Cabinet Insufficiently In-

^ formed of American Opin¬
ion by Its Envoy.

ABSENT DURING PARLEY
9

State Department and French
Embassy Here Without

News of Change.

Paris, April 29 (Associated Press)..
Count Peretti de la Rocca, political
director of the Foreign Office, is likely
to succeed Jean Jules Jusserand as

Ambassador to the United States as
soon as the former can be spared by
Premier Polncare, It was stated to-
day. The retirement of M. Jusserand,
according to present plans, will be ar¬

ranged during his usual summer visit
to Paris.
Count Peretti de la Rocca now holds

a position corresponding to that of
Permanent Under Secretary of 8tate
for foreign Affairs, and is next in
charge under the Foreign Minister.
No official action has us yet been

taken, and the selection of a new dlplo-
matic representative would, of course, be
dependent upon the approval of the State
Department In Washington when the
time came to make an appointment. An
Intimation of Count Peretti de la Rocca's
desire to go to Washington and the Gov¬
ernment's Intention to send him there,
however, appear already to have reached
the Washington authorities.

I'sefulaess Doubted.
The French Government desires to do

nothing of a precipitate nature in view
of M. Jusserand's long and admirable
services In Washington, his Intimate
friendships with previous Presidents and
his entirely correct relations with the
present Administration. It appears, how¬
ever, that doubts as to whether he
should remain in Washington arose at
the Foreign Office in positive form when
R^ne Vlvlanl returned from his visit to
America In May, 1921.
The observations made by M. Brianri

at the Washington armaments confer¬
ence last fail appear to have confirmed
the feelinK in the Foreign Office that
it had not been kept fully Informed re¬
specting current American opinion. It
was also felt that the Ambassador had
not sufficiently understood American
psychology Just before and during the
Washington conference.
There had been much comment In of¬

ficial quarters since the return of the
French delegation on M. Jusserand's re¬
moteness from the American press and
his almost complete absence of contact,
it is declared, with the principal corre¬

spondents in Washington. It has also
Veen remarked in these quarters that
during the six days of the conference
during which the dlscuMton of the
French naval demands were In their
most difficult stage the Ambassador
was absent, addressing a historical asso¬
ciation at St. Louis.

Blamed far Mtimdrentare.
M. Jusserand has been made to bear

by press and public a considerable part
of the responsibility ever the French
showing at the armament conference,
which caused such disappointment here,
and the disposition seems to exist to
sacrifice him on the Government's be¬
half for the misadventure at the con¬
ference and what are regarded here
as the distressing signs of estrange¬
ment between France nnd America.
Count Perettl de la Rocca, who is 52

years old, entered the Foreign Service
In the Consular Department in 1893.
He was First Secretary of the Lega¬
tion in Mexico City, 1907-09, when he
was transferred as Counselor of th<
embassy In Washington, where he re¬
mained until 191t.
Count Perettl has always taken a

deep Interest in American affairs. Mme.
Perettl is a Mexican hy birth.

If Jules M. Jusserand Is to retire from
the post of French Ambassador to
Washington, as reported from Paris, no
official notice to that effect has been re¬
ceived by the TTnlted States Government,
according to State Department officials,
nor has the French Embassy received
any official advices.
One of the embassy attaches pointed

out this afternoon thdt there had been
several apparently authentic reports
heretofore of a similar nature, but that
they had not proved to be well fnvnded.
Ambassador Jusserand has been the

diplomatic representative of his country
in the United States for nearly two de¬
cades and for som«> years past he
has been dean of the Diplomatic Corps.
He presented his credential an Am¬
bassador Extraordinary and Plenipo¬
tentiary on Februry 7, 1903. The Am¬
bassador was a close personal frend of
the late Theodore Roosevelt, a frequent
visitor to the White House and a mem¬
ber of the "tennis cabinet" and he also
used to join Roosevelt frequently on his
strenuous "hikes" around the country.
Literary likes drew the two men to¬
gether also. Ambassador Jusserand
having contributed a number of Inter¬
esting volumes to the history of Eng¬
lish literature. His wife is an American,
having been Miss Richards of Boston.

TRY TO KILL BOLSHEVIKI

to the enrichment of various parts
of Russia can resume the activity
of their establishments as soon as
they receive the necessary guaran¬
ties. And they doubtless will be
able to find in France or abroad the
necessary capital and technical per¬
sonnel needed.

Italy, which underwrites 20 p
cent, of the capital of the intei
tional corporation. Intends to pi
considerable financial cooperatio in I
all concerns and to the present scope
of this organization and its futyre
development. Italy, besides, is r idy
to .support every enterprise fount d
with the object of reestablishing
watpr and railway transit and for
organizing the sale of products. She
is equally ready to help with her
own agricultural organizations and
experience In the revival of agricul¬
ture, and to cooperate with Russia
in the industrial and agricultural
reconstruction of Russia.
Offers of assistance also have been

made by Japan, whose Government,
with the object of encouraging com¬
merce with Russia, granted a credit
of 8,000.000 yen to the Russo-Jap¬
anese Corporation. The Japanese
Government ^leo intends to effectu¬
ate other projects as far as neces¬

sary to facilitate commercial rela¬
tions between the two countries.
The Belgian Government has de¬

cided to submit to Its Parliament a
bill designed to permit Belgian
finance to participate In the crea¬
tion of an international consortium
to the proportion of 20 per cent, of
the total capital. Finally, if the
modifications of the present regime
In Russia are of such a nature as to
give confidence to workers, engineers
and capitalists it Is certain that pri¬
vate initiative will find In Belgium
the enormous sums necessary to re¬
construct and set going a£aln Bel¬
gian mines and factories In Russia.

It has been estimated that a total
sum of 1,000,000,000 francs will be
necessary for this. Time Is an in¬
dispensable factor In the reconstruc¬
tion of Russia, and the important
thing is to make a start. As soon as
the first impulse is given, as soon as
the first pioneers are able to estab¬
lish themselves In Ruasla and are
able to make It known that they
have succeeded, as soon as they can
tell their fellow nationals that the
way Is free and safe, ethers will fol¬
low in numbers all the greater be¬
cause of the fact that the road has
been closed for such a long time.

RUSSIANS THREATEN
TO WITHDRAW NOTE

Object to Delay of Allies? Re¬
ply to Proposals.

Genoa, April 29 (Associated Pre**)..
Foreign Minister Tchltoherln of Russia
to-day sent Premier Facta of Italy, as

president of the economic conference, a

notl expressing the dissatisfaction of the
Russian delegation with the delay in re¬

plying to Its note of April 20 and saying
the note would be withdrawn and the
Russians would rejumt their Initial po¬
sition unless they were assured that the
credits necessary to restore Russia would
be granted.
"Five days have elapsed since the

sitting of the commission of experts to
which the Russian proposals were pre¬
sented developing and extending the
brief resume contained In my letter of
April 20 to the Prime Minister of Great
Britain," says M. Tchltcherln's note to
Premier Facta.
"The Russian delegation will be grate¬

ful If you will Inform It of the reasons
why the political commission and sub-
commlsslon have not been convoked,
and also when they will be called to¬
gether. The rumors according to which
one of these commissions was convoked
without Russia's participation cannot
evidently be truthful, considering that
Russia participates In these commis¬
sions on a basts of equality.
"The convocation of the political com¬

mission Is all the more desirable as
the methods observed up to this time
by the conference In dealing with the
Russian question are Incapable of
achieving useful results and are not In
accordance with the Cannes resolutions,
which put In the first place the defin¬
ite object* of reconstruction and
financial aid to weaker countries.
"I regr?t profoundly to emphasise

that no precise reply has been received
by the Russian delegation concerning
the amount of credit necessary to th*
reconstruction of Russia which has been
Indicated by the Russian delegation as
the first and Indispensable condition for
the agreement, the outlines of which
were sketched In my letter of the 20th
to Mr. Uoyd George.
"If the absence of an answer on this

subject and th> Interruption of the work
of the conference mean a retreat on the
part of the Inviting Powers In accepting
my letter of the 20th as the basis of
discussion.certain fundamentals ex¬
pressed In that letter having been set
forth in the proposition of the Russian
experts last Monday.then the Ruaslen
delegation will not consider lt«?lf longer
bound by my letter of the 20th.
"Tn this case the Russian delegation

will resume the attitude expressed In
th* Russian memorandum, nnd which
remains the expression of the principles
which It considers as Just. Although for
love of conciliation It has consented to
the concessions contained In my letter
of the 20th, then? concessions were
granted under certain conditions, with¬
out which the concessions do not hold
good.
"In view of this eventuality I take the

liberty to transmit to the conference th>
Uusalan memorandum, copies of which
arf\ gent to the conferenr® secretariat."
