Harold M. Richards, mine superintendent
of Blair, who quoted Blizzard as sayinghe had not "slept or eaten for
thlrty-slx hours" while he was "trying to
w»w» Che guns for some of the men.*"
Richards also told of having heard Bllzaardencourage the miners at the temporaryheadquarters of the men at
Blair to "hold out until the Federal
forces arrive and then surrender."

"At this time and for a few days
thereafter the fighting continued,'
Richards declared.
An agreement was made between the

lighting forces at Blair and a commit- '

lee of union miners, Richards testified. 1

whereby the general store of his com- 1
pany was to furnleh supplies to the
men. the locals standing good for the
hill and subsequently paying It. Ques-
tions brought out the fact that this i

agreement was entered into only after i

the miners, all armed, had threatened ]
to take the supplies by force.

Richards said he regarded the miners
as rebelling against the State of West
Virginia, and his answer to a question
from the defense whether he, by giving
supplies to them, might not be consideredas aiding and abetting, was he did
It to save his company's property.

Army Officer Menaced.

Two witnesses testltied to the serious
ituatlon In which Major Charles

Thompson. U. 8. A., was piaced on his
official trip of Inspection after the first
march to Blair. The miners drew their
guns and commanded the officer to board
his special train without delay. Major
Thompson demurred and explained it
was a Federal train and he was a
Federal officer, but It seemed to make
little difference to the miners. One wit-
ness testified that he drew his gun, to be
used In case a belligerent miner took a

hot at the Major, but his aid was not
needed. *

The usual stories of commandeered
automobiles, robbed stores, the use of:
arms In compelling men to join the
marchers, the alleged speech of President
Keeney at Danville, which turned back

V the first march, but which is alleged to
have been regarded by the miners as for
public consumption only, were recorded
to-day.
The defense made another effort to

bring out the details of the killing of
two union miners at Beech Creek on
August 27. Dr. L. F. Mllllkan, a physicianin Blair during the period of the
march, testified he was Informed that
the fight occurred when State troopers
under Capt. J. R. Brockus. with Logan
deputies, visited Beech Creek late at
night to serve papers on miners who
were charged with having disarmed .

State officers. The State officers were
fired upon and returned the shot, two
miners being killed and three wounded.
Dr. Mllllkan said he saw the dead and
dressed injuries of the others. The

trom the Committee on Labor.
The measure embodies some of the

suggestions made by The New York
Herald to end coal wars, high prices
ind reestablish the coal industry on an
innual instead of a seasonal basis of
production.

The bill makes it possible for the
"Jovernment to step Into any controversy
setween the miners and operators by
flvlng to the Interstate Commerce Com-
nission authority to deny interstate car

lageto coal shipments unless operators |!
ire willing to disclose facts concerning
.heir business activities.tI!

In this respect the proposed law will
iave "teeth" and will compel conformity
to it by both miners and operators. It
Is in -this section that the Federal Governmentreceives Its power of regulation
aver the production of coal by authorizinga coal Investigation agency composedof ten commissioners.
The bill provides that six of the ten

commissioners shall be representative
of the coal industry and the public,
while the Government itself will be representedby the Director of the GeologicalSurvey, the Director of the Bureauof Mines, the Director of the Bureauof the Census and the Commissionerof Labor Statistics. Two of the
:ommissloners are to be selected by the
President from the miners' organlza-
tions of the bituminous and anthracite
lelds, two from the operators and two 1
representative of the public. It is pro-
tided that the agency shall cease to
sxist two years after passage of the 1
ict. <

CANADA FACES WAR
WITH SIX NATIONS

Threatens to Invade Land UnlessIndicms Evict Man.
Hamilton. Ont., May 5..Canada has

been brought face to face with the
possibility of warfare against the Six
Nations Indians by a squabble over an

alleged "squatter," George Vise, on the
Tuscarora Reservation. An ultimatum
threatening Invasion by Government
troops has been sent by the Canadian
Department of Indian Affairs to Chief
Deskaheh of the Six Nations tribe.
The presence of Vise on the reserve,

according to Federal officials, has
caused an "Incipient rebellion," hinging
upon the contention of the Six Nations
tribe that they are allies of Great Brl-
tain arid not subjects of Canada.
The land now held by Vise near Osweken,the capital of the Six Nations,

originally had been taken up by a returnedsoldier, an Indian, under provisionsof the Soldiers Settlement act.
Falling to keep up hi" payments, ho
was evicted and Vise moved onto the
property.'

Chief Dcskaheh says: "Vise ts going
to stay on his homestead. We located
him there and we alone have authorify
to remove him."
To which the Department of Indian

Affairs replied:
"We take it that all parties must

admit the sovereignty of the Canadian
Government over the Indians of the
Tusearora reserve and the Canadian
Government intends to maintain that
position If necessary by force of arms."

Sir Arthur Spoke Sharply Once
to Persistent Shade in a

Haunted House.

SHOWS SPIRIT PICTURES

Li tile Boy Is Shown in Lord
Fauntleroy Suit Like He

Wore 011 Earth.

Sir Arthur Conan Doyle showed his
spirit photographs again last night to an

audience that filled Carnegie Hall completely.He announced that ho will give
the lecture again to-morrow afternoon,
and that half of the pictures he will
show will be new. Last night there were
three new photographs, two of which
were taken In New York.
He had several new conjectures to of-

fer concerning ectoplasm and the life of
the spirit world. He sees as one of the
developments of a wider interest and
belief in spiritualism the formation of
what he described as "rescue circles,"
which will have for their object the encouragementof spirits of a lower type,
the ghosts. They are much more earthbound.fiir Arthur said, than the spirits
of a higher plane, and the rescue circle,
which already exists In England, will
try to direct the thoughts of the ghosts
away from material things.

Sir Arthur was of the opinion that the
sarthbound spirits will accept this guidancewith better grace from those on

jarth than they will from the higher
spirits. He said he had himself spoken
sharply to a ghost who haunted an Englishhouse persistently and caused the
occupants great annoyance.

Sir Arthur Helps Ghost.

This particular ghost returned time
md again to search for some papers
which he believed to be In the attic. Sir
Arthur made a careful search and assuredhim they were no longer there.
Many of the spirits with whom we

may establish contact, Sir Arthur de-
Mared, are not upon our own level of
Intelligence, and allowance must be
made for them accordingly. They may
(lave belonged to a generation wnoae

knowledge was much more circumscribed
than our own.
He believes there may be some similaritybetween the method which is

employed to transmit photographs by
telegraph and cable and the means

employed by those on the other side
to register on the plates used In this
world. And in connection with what
he said Thursday about the possibilities
of radio for spirit communication, he
added that the results which may be
obtained in that way will be better
than ever before, "because when we

start using radio we will be getting
Into the ethcric and away from matter."

One Sew English Picture.

The only new picture he showed of
those taken by William Hope, the spirit
photographer of Crewe. England, was

one of a boy 9 years old at the time of
his death, standing beside a table at
which hlo father sat for the photograph.
The boy Is dressed In what appears to
be a little Lord Fauntlcroy suit, and Sir
Arthur explained that one must notsupposochildren dress that way all the
time on the other side.
"They probably have clothes suitable

for play," he said, "but this boy appearedIn a dress In which his family
liked to see him. Spirits have reasons
for the things they do, and It Is natural
for them to record themselves on a

picture In a way which makes recognitioneasier."
The two photographs taken In .New

York were made. Sir Arthur said, by a
Miss Sanders, In connection with the
work of the Psychical Research Society.
J3oth of them were rather vague comparedwith the Hope photographs. One,
In which the medium could be made out.
s'tttng with a bandage about her head,
showed large masses of what Sir Arthur
said was ectoplasm. The other was

even less clear, although Sir Arthur said
he had been able to distinguish in uie

print the profile of a spirit touching the
face of the medium.
