two miles In length, the northerly boundarieslying along the highway. Thif
land was granted by the Crown to th<
early settlers and to-day after nearly
two centuries the name still persists.
When Mr. Blssell was called in t<

make the alterations the Enoch Burt
house, as It has more familiarly beer
known In recent years, presented much
the same appearance It did when firs
built. The principal change noted wainthe absence of the great centra
chimney around which the house wai

built. When the house was moved tc
its present site the chimney was torr
out and the native stone of- which 11
was built made up, it is said, something
like 130 loads.
And while this worked a hardship ir

one way, depriving the house of its
quaintest aspect, in another It proved
a desirable change. It provided whal
the owner most desired, a central hall
running through the house from front
to rear. Mr. Bissell then supplied this
lack by building two sturdy chimneys,
ono on either side the cervter.
