French delegation they could not stand
by and see France break the Entente
upon which the entire European policy
rests.

Twice Xear Rupture.
The first time It was over the Russianterms, when Russia took upon Its

own broad shoulders the burden of
smashing the conference.the burden
which, upon French shoulders, would
have smashed th» Entente. The second
time. It was over tho Hague conference.In tills instance, it was not only
her European friends, but. according
to unquestionable Information, It was
American representation, too. that convincedFrance she could not afford to
smash the conference purely upon a
negative basis, but must agree to some
constructive course,

(Would Attend Conference
Dealing Only With Russia's

Economic Situation.

MAKES TWO CONDITIONS

No Recognition of Soviet andj
Withdrawal of Russian

Memorandum.

Secretary of State Hughes has ad-

dressed a note to Richard Washburn
Child, Ambassador to Italy, and ob-
flerver nt thp H^nnn onnfernnpe #>Y-

plaining the posit'on of the United
States relative^ to the proposed continuationof the conference at The
Hague. It Is an amplification of the
one sent earlier, in which the United
States expressed its inability to ae-

cept the Invitation to participate, and
asserts, that the United States regards
a decision on economic matters in re-

Iatlon to Russia as a necessary pre-
liminary to any discussion of political
affairs.
The text of the note was not made

public, but its purport was explained
by a high official of the Government
to-day who dwelt on the Importance
of getting down to hard practical
facts In dealing with the Russian
situation nnd of recognizing the ob-
stacles that arc in the way of a prac-
tical settlement.

According to the resume of flip memorandumsent to Ambassador Child the
United States is willing to participate in
a conference to discuss the economic
situation as It affects Russia, but on
two conditions. These are:
First.That political questions be

eliminated entirely and that no qaestlon
of the recognition of the Soviet Governmentbe raised.
Second.That if the Russians are to

be represented it shall be done only
after they have withdrawn their
memorandum of May IT. which this
Government believes precludes the pos|nihility of dealing with the Soviet Gov-
ernmenc m any way.

[The Russian memorandum of May 11
was a refusal to restore nationalized
property to Its former owners, claiming
that the question whs n political on;

and. as such, barred by the Cannet
agreement. It denied the Soviet coul I
prevent Bolshevist propaganda In other;
States and adhered to repudiation of the
Czarist debts. It suggested mutual can-

collation of claims while expatiating on
Russia's need of a foreign loan.]
The note of explanation, which dwells

on the American friendship for the Russianpeople, expresses the belief that
the proceedings at Genoa, which have
permitted the Soviet leaders to exploit
their propaganda and to make absurd
claims and demands, leads nowhere,
The advantages to be gained by an
economic conference, the Government of
the United States believes, are Involved
In a common acceptance of facts which
will enable'all of the Powers represented
to sturt from a 'given point with
acknowledged premises. It Is con-
sldered doubtful If such an inquiry will
develop any facto not already known,
but It will bring about a common under-
standing concerning them.

Wltlle expressing the keenest desire
for looperatlon with world Powers In
dealing with the Russian problem, the
note is frank and is notable for Its
plain speaking. The inescapable facta
which the Administration professes to
see In the situation and which it believesnppeae to have been overlooked
at Ocnoa are described.

Transit In Westchester.

There was some comment last evenin
when William L. Ward, Republlca;
leader of Westchester, did not attend th
Chamber of Commerce dinner, but i
was explained the occasion carried n
political significance. The Governo
talked at length on the subject of re

modeling the Westchester county gov
ernment, and It was in that connectioi
he expressed his views on county am
other forms of government.

Westchester's transit problem Is be
coming acute and must be reckoned wit]
soon, the Governor said, and he sug
gested that it might be necessary t
establish a separate system, as rilstlnc
from the trunk lines, to provide for com
muters, with a central station and on
line through the county and branches t<
all parts. I^ong Island, he said, has th
same problem.
"We have outgrown some of our ol<

methods of town and county govern
iiK iii, uic uw ciimi nam. »v e nav
sav<ed your county $1,250,000 in Stat
tuxes in two years, as we have savei
other counties large sums, but I hav
found that the saving in State taxes wa
offset by the increase in local govern
ments.

"It is quite true that the cost of loce
government necessarily has and neces
sarlly will continue to increase, be
cause wit It the expanding needs and de
mands of society the localities hav
constantly to take on new and addl
tional work. 1 am impressed with til
belief that our town and county gov
crnment systems need revision ; that w
are continuing some unnecessary worl
and that there is much overlapping worlIam not suggesting that there sha!
be any diminution In the powers o
local government, because local self
government Is absolutely indispensabl
to the maintenance of our representatlv
institutions.

American Legion's Political

The walkover of Senator Pepper in

The first is that the Republican

voters in the Keystone State have
overwhelmingly indorsed the position
of President Harding that the bonus
business should be dropped unless it is
financed by the sales tax.
Of equal Importance is the decisive

rebuke administered by Pennsylvania
voters to American i.egion officials for
attempting to use the patriotic power
of that organization to loot the Treasuryand dictate the political opinions
of its members.
The effect of the Pennsylvania judg!ment on the bonus raid has been projnounced and instantaneous. The most

ardent bonus Senators who clamored
for immediate action for purposes
purely political admit the blow deliveredby Pennsylvania is the most
serious yet suffered.

Voters Against Scheme.

The figures of the contest between
Senator Pepper and his competitor,
Representative William J. Burke, providesuch convincing evidence of the
public attitude toward the bonus that
the Senatorial advocates of it are compelledto admit there is but one explanation.the.voting population of
the country, regardless of the claims
of the officials of the American Legion,
are against the whole scheme.
