bringing about a saving worth while In
the general expense.
Chairmen of green committees and

their assistants have been vying one
with the other to see how closely they
can follow the advice of the men who
are responsible for the national green
section. To those who wish to secure
this economy to the Nth power we recommendthe article published In the most
recent Issue of the green section bulletin
on the distribution of maintenanco costs.

In the past, the article says In part,
the labor costs on the golf course have
been kept In a crude way under general
heads, such as new work, labor, maintenance,&c., with little effort made to
break up the maintenance costs so as to
get at the actual facts concerning the
cost of each Hem, such as Is done in a
well regulated factory. With this
thought li> mind Mr. Heubert of the In-
vernoss uiud, wnere mis goit costs distributionhas been worked out most
successfully, drafted a scheme which,
whllo if at first it appears cumbersome
and needful of much attention and care
ti> detail, has, nevertheless, proved its
worth.
The work Is divided, or rather subdivided,as follows.with a time distributionblu et assigned to each part:

The clubs which are trying out the
scheme which we have outlined are few

Clubs Should Cooperate.

Cooperative buying may be forced

We have
In mind but a single instance, but it
is worth repeating. In one of the
local districts there are three firms
which contract to deliver sand to the
various clubs. Up to two years ag >

there was some rivalry among them
and It was possible for a club to ask
for blda on a hundred yards of bench
sand and get. different figures. But
of lnte every bid lias been the same
and they have been high enough. Vet
these same concerns, we are told, havs
sold the sand to those not connected
with golf clubs at a lower figure.
If fifteen or more clubs which need

sand will get together there Isn't a bit
of doubt tlint a real bidding for the
business will take place, for there
are concerns on Uong fsland and elsewherewho are not banded together
which would like the business in the
quantity order st a fair rate of profit.
