Bailings in the Panama Railroad

were canceled yesterday. This marked
the third casualty to result from the
unprofitable operating conditions ere- 1
atod in the Caribbean trade by the 1

rate war in progress between the United
Fruit Company and the Clyde Steum-
ship Company, operating for the Ship-
pring Board.
Previously the Oriental Navigation

Company and the Caribbean Steamship i

Company had canceled sailings, and this

tho filing of a petition in bankruptcy
against tho Caribbean company. With
the suspension of sailings by the
Panama Line tho field is left to the
two principal contestants, except for in-
frequent sailings by the Grace Lines.
Tho Panama Lire has been operating

a transshipment service to Caribbean
ports, the steamer Advance having had
a ten day schedule, connecting with the
service from New York to Cristobal. !
The Advance will make calls at Haiti
and nearby points and then proceed to
New York to await further orders. AI-
though tho slashes In rates to Colombia
effected by tho United Fruit Company
wero directed primarily against Ship-
ping Board competition, the first companyand other private organizations
have protested from time to time
against the competition of tho Panama
Line, which was started by the War <

Department to carry men and supplies
for tho building of the canal. The ex-
tension of the line's activities to purely
commercial operations in the West
Indies and west coast of South Americahas been sfl-ongly opposed, so much
satisfaction was expressed at the news
of the canceled sailings.
A meeting was held yesterday of the

West Coast conference to consider the
differential of 10 per cent, under con-
fercnce rates established by the Panama
T.lne despite the protests of tho other
members. It was decided to defer
notion, as no appreciable effect on
freight movement had resulted from
the lower rates declared by the War
Department service.

gineers and to which Congress would
give Its approval. Funds for tho work <

would be carried In subsequent measures.
DEYDOCK ON 1,700 MILE TRIP.
Leaves Todd Yards To-day to Be

Toned to Mobile.
One of the big floating drydocks of

the Todd Shipyards Corporation will
leave Krie Basin to-day on a voyage of
nearly 3,700 miles. The dock will be
towed In four separate seotlons, each
120 feet long, 90 wide and 42 deep, by
four seagoing tugs.
A speed of not more tbnn three knots

will be maintained and It Is estimated
that the journey from Krie Basin to the
new Todd yard at Mobile, Ala., will take
from twenty-five to thirty cays. htops
will bo made at Fcrnandina and Key
West for coal and supplies.

After its installation at Mobile the
dock will have a lifting capacity of
10.000 tons and will be one of the largest
floating docks on the Gulf.
