of western Europe to the aid of the
Russian democracy. Nevertheless, moat
of the Powers present at Genoa con-
sldered It their duty to act on the pro-
posal contained at the end of the Russianreply .and accept a reunion of a

with a commission 'with a view to examiningagain the divergencies existing
between the Soviet Government and the
other Governments.'
"The questions to be treated by these

commissions were to include all those
concerning debts, private properties and
credits, according to the clauses adopted
on the 19th day of May at Genoa.

"Moreover, It was intended that 'the
Powers represented at Genoa, other than
Russia and Germany, be invited by the
President of the Genoa conference to
send representatives to The Hague on
the 15th of June this year, to examine
the conditions under which the commissionof experts shall act vis-a-vis with
the Russians.' '

"The President was to be asked to tyd-'
dress a similar invitation to the United!
States of America, if he was assured
that they were disposed to accept. It
was added that 'the representatives at
The Hague will decide the composition
of a commission to bo charged with the
conduct of negotiations with the Russiancommission'

What France Understood.
"The French delegation understood

that no one was to be sent to The Hague
except experts, but the text preceding
the recommendations allows the suppositionthat the reunion of experts shall
be preceded by a reunion of representatives.and It is not precisely stnte'd if
these representatives are to be political
or diplomatic. Also. It is not indicated
whether they shall continue to sit with
the experts whom they name and If they
shall meet with tho diplomatic or politicaldelegates of the Soviet.
"The exchange of views which is to

precede the reunion of the commission

mum which can be renounces witnout
rendering: Impossible any political and
commercial relation.
"However. It Is Juat these principles

whlab are definitely rejected by the
Russian reply of May 11. This reply

"It is therefore within five days that

the represntatlves of the Powers invitedby" the president of tho. Genoa
conference must have formulated their
conclusions regarding the conditions under"which they must act vis-a-vis with
the Russians; that they will have to
decide the composition of the commission.and tfcat the Governments representedat the preliminary exchange of
views must make known whether or not
they intbnd to participate-" in the work
of the commission.
"In the. course at the reunions at the

Genoa conference, the Italian Minister of
Foreign Affairs Justly remarked how
short wm the time allowed by the Genoa
conference.about six weeks.for the
regulation of affairs so important, as
well as so new, as those concerning the
relations of the European Powers with
the Russian Soviet Government.

"It is therefore indispensable, if resultsare to be achieved, to know in advancethe points to be involved In the
exchange of views by the Powers at The
Hague or they will not have time" in five
days to do what the Genoa conference
could not do. namelv. to reach an accord
on the plan and method concerning ne-

gotiatlona with the Russian*.
"It Is equally. If not more indispensable.to effect this, 'inasmuch as it was

shown clearly during the Genoa discus-
sisns in which Russlgn aides mqmolres
were exchanged, that the Russian tlelega-
tlon had not accepted any of the prin-
ciples which had been presented to it.
Inasmuch as it Is now proposed to chdnge
this njethpd completely, it is necessary- to
establish a method before commencing

The first depends on the will of par- .

liaments, that is to say, the entire country;the other on the will of individuals, p
It is therefore a fact that capital is free G,
to go where it wishes. f(
"Points 2. 3 and 4 of the Cannes con- p

ditlons onlv indicate the general prin- rp
clples according to which capital can be
easier directed towards the countries ft
which have need of it. If (point 2) for- p
eigners who are furnishing funds have
no certainty mat tneir property «mu =,rightsshall be respected and that the
profit from their enterprises shall be assuredthem they will not lend their
money, which -will go to the ountries
where they can find these certainties.
If, moreover, the holders of securities
do not have a guaranty that the country,in which they are going to invest
their capital, 'will freely undertake to
recognize all public obligations, past and
future and to recognize equally the obligationto restore the properties confiscatedor sequestrated, or in default of
this to Indemnify their proprietors' they
wfll understand that there Is no more

Limits of Dlscosslon.

trovisional Russian Government, contactedvis-a-vis foreign investors, this
ocognition applying to all provincial
ind local authorities In Russia as well
i-a those public utility corporations in
Ftussia This concerns a debt vis-a-vis
ndividtials who had confidence in Russia.It is impossible that this confidence
s to be''betrayed, and that the Russian
soviet Government is not to take the
Pleasures necessary to meet Its obligationsin the fullest measure compatible
ivith its ability for payment. If not,
Russia would not find a single person In
my country of the world to lend her
money.

Arbitration Snggeited.
'

"Therefore It seems that the best
method to envisage an arrangement of
this kind would be a direct agreement
tftween the holders of securities and
esponsible Russian authorities. This
svas the solution considered at Genoa
ind it should be understood that in case
:nis accord cannot be oDtaineo an armrationtribunal should be allowed to
function and the Soviet Government
igree-to accept Its decisions.
"The Hague commission, secondarily,

s to examine all questions affecting
iroperty, these questions having been
it Genoa the object of numerous dlsusslonswithout arriving at any accord
>n any text satisfactory to all. "

"It must not be forgotten that Russia
vill be developed and revived by the
abor of foreigners.

Restoration of Property.
"The Cannes resolution in this connectionmentioned 'the obligation to returnor to restore in default of indemnityall foreign interests for losses

or damage caused them toy reason of
confiscation or sequestration of prAperty."It clearly follows that this propertymust, above all. be returned and
restored, and that tho claimant has the
right to demand this restitution and
this restoration of his properties, rights
and Interests.

"It may be Impossible after the revolutionswhich have crossed Russia dur-
lug several years to identify property in
certain cases. This may have been destroyedor been subjected to a transformationso great that it is no longer
possible to return It as It was. As far
as cultivated lands are concerned, for
example, they may have been turned
over in small holdings in such a fashion
that In order to restore them to their
original owners it would be necessary
