where men meet to buy and sell stocks
and money rights, an organization
which sets flnanpe to jazz music, and
ghost dances around the respectable
figure of Credit, baa been a year Indoors,in its own fine building In
Trinity place, and the experiment, so

dubiously regarded by some of the
ultra conservatives, seems to have
worked well.
The Curb has lost none of Its life

from forsaking the ozone of outdoors
and the ample elbow room on Broad
street. It continues to trade in mil- c
lions and plague its cub members. It
still concentrates on a thundering big
operation, perhaps to tear the control
of a gold mine or a mill from some
luckless speculator, only to turn to
auctioning off a ysppy dog or saluting
a visiting aatvtss with a shower of
roses.hastily bought for the oocaslon.
Even indoors its irrepressible vitality

which for years produced such antics
and such horseplay in the great money
^canyon of Broad street that visitors

from3,000 ihiles away came eagsrly to
gawp, continue to snap and sparkle.

Charitable and Close.
The Curb still runs amuck over the

leaping or the fast sagging quotations
of a lunatic stock, but will drop everythingto hare the latest bridegroom on

the floor. It still hates pesos and by
the same token. lov,es a row. It dotes
nil a RAnMHnn w«trAtn»i mltai/vniriM c

opens Its pockets to every appealing
charity and pursues a bargain down to
the squeezed eighth of a point with the
avidity of SHylock. It remains, in all
the worthwhile and picturesque, essentials,the same old Curb.
True, it is something like a man who.

improving his station in life, has
changed his garb, leaving off cutaway
and derby for morning coat and top
hat. It haa a homo of its own now
and certain naaponslblltes that did not
lay on its frisky soul in the old sad.
bad, glad, mad days of open street
trading in wind and weather, snow and
sunshine.
It is, perhaps, a shade more respectable.or,rather dignified; but the dignityof the Curtis not us Ilka the digityof a stick of dynamite. If it Is

fooled with it it Is apt to go off re- j
gardless, bang! right in youi* face. The 1
reason for this is that the Curb is I
youth. It is made up largely of young *
men, some of them scarce out of their '
t»na Tho craw hxil. a

among them are scarce Indeed. Merely t
moving a flock of skylarking klda from c
the out of doors to the Inside of a
building doesn't go a great way toward
changing the temperament of the same.

"Bigger and Better Than Erer."
Speaking by and large and straight

acroea the middle the Curb has not lost
its interesting and attractive qualities
merely by getting In out of the rain.
It is bigger than ever, does more businessthan ever and, to tell the troth, is
in hetter odor than ever with the big
grim banks that hold the purse strings
and that release or retard the flow of
cash that makes business boom or back
up.

In that sense the Curb has lost a
little of the swagger of the vagabond-r
from the banker's standpoint.and has
taken on more of the sober, straighlacedpersonality of the responsible
citizen.Just by having a roof over Its
head.

First Market Under a Tree.

Tradition has it that before there was

"few York there was open air trading
inderneabh a buttonwood tree in Wall
treet. From this organization of tradrs.with operations limited largely to
he first bonds authorised by Congress,
ind to shares in the United States Bank
ind in uie Ban a or isorin America,
wne the Stock Market, which had its
irst Indoor home In the Tontine CofeeHouse and which, after a number
>f interesting changes and migrations,
lecame the New Tork Stock Exchange
if the present day.
While removal to various sheltered

luarters were going on an an ever presntminority of brokers kept up open air
rading. During the civil war it was

istimated that there was a greater volimeof business done In the open street
han in the exchange Itself. Then the
Jurb Market transacted business in
VillUun street, between Exchange place
md Reaver street. In 1869 thete was
mother merging of outdoor brokers with
he Stock Exchange, but, as before, a

ninorlty continued to trade in the open,
'art of these brokers organized the New
fork Mining Exchange an* the PetroeumConsolidated Stock Exchange, and
n 1885 these were consolidated into the
Consolidated Exchange.
From 1880 to 1900 the Curb Market

vas conducted in front of the Mills
luildlng in Broad street, and from 1900
intil its move indoors Into its own handtornebuilding in Trinity place it did
tuslness in front of 25 Broad street. i.
it was in that locale that countless

ipectacular scenes were staged, a

Nobody ever found cause to charge

:hat Mendels had favored a dishonest
mterprise, but hia authority, of course,
n-as limited legally and outlaws often
vorked among the legitimate traders,
:alling themselves curb brokers. Menlelsaccomplished an extraordinary
imount of good. He put the curb on
ts feet and set It going. The old curb
nanual was his work, and this docunentwas the basis of the new rules
md (regulations of the association.
When Mendels died In 1911 there was
ieen sorrow among the men who had
'ollowed and benefited from his ex>erienceand advice.
