On reaching manhood the youngaer
Kapp entered politles and becams a con-
servative member of the Relchstag and
Inter general director of the German
Agricultural Soclety., He was a no-
torious Pan German in the war dave
and a firm supporter of the fatherland's
militaristic policies, He was also a
champlon of ruthless submarine warfare
and when Ame-ican troops began arriv-
ing overseas In sufficlent numbers to
become a mennce he urged the bullding
of more submarines so as to launch n
more vigorous campalgn against the
transports. He was at that time presi-
dent of the Germun Fatherland party.
After the collapse of the empire the in-
dependent sociatlsts elamored for his ar-
rest on the ground that he had helped
to prolong the wam

Al the time of his death Dr, Kapp was
awalting trial before the Leipzig High
Court, having voluntarily returned from
Sweden, whence he had fled after the
ecollapse of his Government. But the
present German authoritles apparently
were not eager to hold the trial, as they
were not anxious to have the secrets of
the Kapp revolt brought to light at thia
time by its leader.
