The natural rivalry which has ex-

isted between the National League and
American T onP-no r\f r*lLlhs

will culminate some time this season
in one of the most unique eventB in
the history of sports.

National League began to circulate talk
to the effect that Mr. Stoneham could
outmarch Col. Huston any day of the 1

week. This Idle gossip reached the ears ;
of the Colonel and rather annoyed him.
though he managed to preserve his
equanimity.

"Mr. Stoneham Is a very good march-
or, (jol xtuston saia graceruiiy. i
have no doubt that he Is the best
marcher in the National League. But
I would hardly call him a fancy
marcher. Just a good, sturdy every day
marcher. Ah yes, considering his pedal
limitations I should say that Mr. Stonehammarches very well indcod for a
National Leaguer."
When Mr. Stoneham heard that Col.

Huston had spoken of his marching in
a rather patronizing tone, his sporting
blood boiled.

"I challenge Col. Huston to an exhibitionmarch at any time and any place,"
said Mr. Stoneham. "I will show them
