Bizarre Attraction Spun by
Michio Itow at the Earl

Carroll Theater.

Toward the middle of Raymond Hitchcock's"Pin Wheel Revel." presented by
Richard G. Herndon at the Earl Carroll
Theater last night. a group of tramps
gambolled about in a travesty of a
claaNiral Haviea.nf anv one dancft that
had preceded the number, in fact.and
this newest and odd ait revue had
achieved distinction, after starting its
audience off puzzled but determined
to be hopeful. They were aesthetic
vagabonds, tattered but immaculately
white in garb, an aesthetic group of
hoboes. They danced and capered with
inspired seriousness and the spectators
stormed applause of their absurd imila|tion ot' the lilies the field, tolling not,
neither spinning.
For the rest, tho entertainment was

as bizarre a bird of passage as ever
came to roost on Broadway. This beingthe season of things that are different,of "Chauve Souria" and transformationcostumes, it had evidently
been decided by Mr. Hitchcock to prejsent one -of those different things, but
pep it up like a Broadway revue. The
result may be conceived as a cross beItween a Neighborhood Playhouse bit of
uestheticism and "The Perfect Fool"
breed.
The patrons were treated to an act

of thp Mheerlv tvrwv fetich
as the "Faun and Nymph" dance by
Felicia Sorel and Senia Gluck, and then
on would come Mr. Hitchcock and Frank
Fay, eating ice cream and interpreting
it to the extent of advertising the drug
store that donated the cream nightly.
Spanish dances were mingled with remarksby Hitchcock on the comedian's
godsend, prohibition. Perhaps the curiousmixture can be best conceived from
the fact that Miss Rosalind Fuller had
the asstatance of a Japanese tenor, Yujl
I tow, In singing a Scotch ballad.
And over all art was rampant. WheneverHitohcock couldn't think of any|thing else he would bring on a pretty

young woman and have her klsa him.
Miss Eva Clark's tones do not seem
ciuite so smoothly sonorous as when she
first appeared here In "Sunkist," but
when It somes to kissing she Is in splendidvoice.
Hitchcock's own voice, which used to

be an asset because it was as bad as a
liability, is more of an asset than ever.
But he has reached the stage where he
seems to believe that anything he docs
is funny. As a matter of fact, when
ho spoke his piece on prohibition and
sang "The Sons of Jesse James".evidentlyintended originally for the "Follies."which opened with it.the audiencewas principally engrossed in
watching an amusing but unnamed
comedian who might easily fall into
the hands of Mack Sennett, who was
in the audience.

It was bought by Glebert
of Ixmdon for Arthur Hind of New York,
who also secured a sheet of four 10
cent carmine Philippines of 1854-55 for
a little more than 31,000 francs and a

real blue of the same Issue for 17,500
francs.

TELLS RUTGERS CLASS
TO STUDY ECONOMICS

Prof. Smith of Bayonne AddressesGraduates.
Special Dispatch to Tub Nbw York llntAi.a
New Brunswick, N. J., June 15..

The 1922 graduating class of the RutgersPreparatory School at tho 156th
commencement exercises of the school,
held this morning at Kirk Patrick Chapel,
was urged by Prof. Preston H. Smith,
superintendent of Bayonne public,
schools, to make a thorough study of
economics upon entering college. The
speaker held that sound economics wero
needed in this country to-day more than
*r»ci uciurv.

"Tho ignorance of the average Americanon matters of taxation and finances
is simply appalling1," he said. "The
people of the country do not know the
value of a dollar. They fall to comprehendtaxation and pay little attention
to the management of the country, for
they do not know anything about taxation."

PLAY PRODUGERSTO
HAYE SUPREME HEAD
But Leader Must Bo From

Within the Theatrical
Business.

28 VOTES FOR IT

Onlv Savaii Mnrfi Ya»r

to Call Biggest Mind to
Rule Business.

The Theatrical Producing Managers
Association is to have a supreme head
like Will Haya is to the producers and
exhibitors of motion pictures, and Judge
Kenesaw M, Land is ia for organized
baseball.

This was decided to be a practical certaintywhen a meeting was held yesterdayat the offices of the assoolatlon and
twenty-eight managers voted unanimouslyfor the Innovation. Twenty-five
managers were present and every one

voted to call to their aid one great mind
whose word would be the law and the
whole of it in the matter of the conduct
of the producing end of the great businessof presenting plays on the stage.
Three others voted aye by mail. There
were no dissenting voices heard.
This leaves the association only seven

votes short of the necessary thirty-five,
or two-thirds of the membership of the
body, whose consent is necessary to
amfnu ine uymwa, 10 prritui lilt tucvtionof a single head of this artistic Industry.
The revolutionary proposal was made

several weeks ago that the bylaws be
changed. As originally presented the
resolution read that the great mind
might come either from Inside or outside
the play producing business. There was
a feeling among some of the managers
opposed to the idea of bringing an outsiderknowing nothing of the mighty
technical business to rule over the destiniesof the managers. .~

This crystallized until It was decidedto amend the resolution to the
effect that the high leader come with
a full knowledge of the play producing
business. He must be a man experiencedin all lines of the enterprise. It
is 3aid that Abraham I.. Krlangcr and
associates stood firmly against calling
to be a leader one who was not versed
In all the intricacies of the game, great
as he might be In other lines of endeavor.
But when the resolution as offered

was amended to read that an experiencedman be called to lead them Mr.
Erlanger and bis allied managers were
unanimously for the proposition. This
does not mean that the supreme head
of the managers must be from their
own ranks. He may be outside their
fold. But It is likely that when the
man is picked. If he Is r.ot In the Pro-
tiucing Managers Association he wlU
quickly be elected to that organization.
