SYracusE, July 7.—Democratio or-
eanizations of twenty-seven up-State
countles went on record to-day in their
unofficial party conference as favoring
the nomination of Alfred E. Bmith for
Governor. Mayor Lunn of Schenectady
is recond cholce.

William R. Hearst's candidacy was
denounced and given a 'hard knock,
but was not killed. It still has life
enpough left to cause a lot of trouble
for Tammany and the Démocratic
party.

Smith for Governor and Lunn for
United States Senator may be the
ticket in the fl¢ld next autumn, but
there is a long, hard fight ahead for
ithe party. It was by no means the
unanimous action expected by the
managers who got up the conference
to sidetrack Hearst.

Seventeen counties were not repre-
sented. Several presented favorite sons,
the most popular being Judge Frank
Irvine, who made such a big run on a
wet ticket In the Ithaca district a few
weeks ago.

After trying all day to steer clear of
all mentlon of Hearst's name, Willlam
Church Osborn wound up the proceed-
Ings by denouncing Hearst, i
that he was trying to commit political
burglary %M & resolution au
follows : X

Resolpad, That in the opinfon of this
conference the coming State conven-
tion should nominats enly Democrats
of proven standing for the high office
of Governor &nd Senator.

Few Scattered Noea.

It was adopted by an over ]
vote. Neo record was taken, but prob-
ably 100 at least of the 200 delegates
voted for It. There were & few scat-
tered nees. Then on top of that the
conference flopped all the way back the
next minute by adopting a resclution
declaring that the sense of the gather-
ing wis that it would support any can-
didates named by the party conventlon
in September, “whoever they may be.”

This second resolution was sprung on
the conference at the last moment by
BE. 8. 8laughter of Ithaca, and when
many of the delegates were leaving
thelr seals, but It was passed with only
a faint no against It and it furnished
the Hearst backers on the sidelines with
great consolation.

Although none had a good word to say
for Mr. Hearst, and it was perfectly
obvious that the great majority of the
up-State Democrats are against him, his
supporters gathered just enough encour-
agement from the conference to admit
of a fighting chance and they tried to
work up & celebration to-night at thelr
smoker ut the Democratic Club. The
thing they make the most of |s that
geventeen counties were not represented
and they wero contending that the rep-
resentatives of the countles were not
wuthorized spokesmen and did not voice
the true sentiment of thelr sections.
That churge was made by Mayor Fitz-
gibbons of Oswego before the confer-
ence.

False Comfort Seen.

But to political observers it seamad
that it was false comfort the Hearst
people found. There may be some Hearst
spots In the State, as was indicated, but
in the roll of the nearly thirty countles
recorded for Smith are Erie, Monroe
find Onondaga and most of the important
municipalities in the Stite. And the
spokesmen for those countles were the
organization chpirmen. The vote of the
Smith countles would swamp that of the
counties mot represented or doubtful.

SENATE VOTES DOWN
CLOTURE AS TARIFF
REVOLT INCREASES

Action Makes Passage of
the Bill Uncertain at
This Session.

Prospect for the passage of the
Fordney-McCumber tariff bill at the
present seaslon of Congress was les-
sened materially to-day by the de-
cislve defeat of the cloture rule to
limit debate and by the spreading of
the tariff revolt among Republican
Benators.

Only 45 Senators voted in favor of
the gag rule, while 35 voted agalnst
it. The vote consequently fell far
short of the two-thirds necessary to
put the cloture rule into effect.

Senator La Follétte (Rep., Wis.),
who has been opposing the high and
unscieptific rates from the astart, be-
gan a dramatlc attack on the bill,
warning the Republicans that if it was
passed the party would be defeated
next November and in 1824. The de-
livery of this speech, in the course of
which Senator La Follette tore his
hair and paraded through the alsles
pushing chairs right and left, was one
of the most striking scenes in the
Senate in many weeks. T

Senator Norrls (Rep., Neb.) joined
the forces opposed to the bill and aw=

vote against It.. He condemned the
‘messure as economically unwound, be-
ing based on the difference in the sell-
ing prices of articles at home and
abroad rather than on the cost of pro-
duction, the result of which would be
a “freezing” of the present high prices
in America.

Farmers Oppose Bill,

On top of all this, It developed, thers
ias an undercurrent of opposition to the
bill among the farmers, evidence of
which s seen in the attitude of the
Amerlean Farm Bureau Federation, the
president of which Is J. R. Howard, He
ia critical of those features of the bill
that place aditional burdens on the far-
mers and thosa that seem to help the
farmers but do not—so-called “paper"
tariffs, devised by the agricultural tar-
ift bloc for political purposes,

The addition of Senator Norris to the list
of Republicans in open revolt againat the
bill and the shifting attitude of the farm-
ers has precipitated a situation which
the passage of 'the bill Is by no means
certain. The two other Republicans
opposed to the measure are Senators La
Folletta and Lenroot (Wis.). All three
are from agricultural States and in-
fluenced politically to a large extent by
the farmers themselves. That other
Republican Senators from agricultural
States will joln forces with the revolt-
Ing trin was predicted In some quarters

Their attitude is that the Senators
who still attach importance to the po-
litical Influence of the honus promoters
in the American Legion will continue
to Inalst that the Prealdent will sign

the McCumber bill unless they have

direct and convincing  Information to
the contrary.

Although the majority of the Senate
leaders absolutely are convineed that
the McCumber bill will be vetoed jf
sent to the White House, they have
not up to diate been given the au-
thority of the President to say so.
Hence the declslon of the conference
of Republican Senators held at the
residence of Mr. Lodge on Wednesday
night to appeal directly to the Presi-
dent for a cleancut statement of his
wishes immediately on his return.

Other Measures Included.

That the German Government s
threatened wi‘k collapse and the Re-
public is itself in danger, owing to
the struggle for supremacy between
Monarchists and Republicans, is the
gist of a report to the Department of
Commerce by C. E. Herring, com-
mercial attache at Berlin.

Reporix to State Department.

Further depreciation of the mark,
greater currency {inflation and in-
ternal political disorders of a very
serions nature are feared.

It is known that the State Depart-
ment has confidential reports which
have not been made public indicating
that the monarchists are becoming
increasingly aggressive., State De-
partment officials are prepared for
news within the next few days of
a revolutionary movement of greater
proportions than anything that has
yet occurred since the passing of the
German Empire.

The German Embassy officials hera
profess to be in ignorance of the
exact condition of affairs but admit
the situation in many parts of Ger-
many {8 menacing to the republie
and say privately that they are fear-
ful of serious trouble, The Repub-
licans, they say, are determined to
uphold the present form of govern=
ment by force of arms.

Worse Conditions Feared.

Mr. Herring, after stating that the
failure of the forelgn negotiations,
aggravated by the political crisis re
sulting from the murder of Forelgn
Minister Rathenau, has inaugurated
a new period in German currency de-
preciation, says:

“The feeling is now general that
Germany facesa a further fall of ex-
change and a further inflation, to-
gether with grave political complica=
tlons.
