Failure to agreee on some nationwide
uniform legislation Is cited by many
who have given long study to the sub-
J&¢t as the only reason why this mod-
ern form of plracy can continue to the
§ibint - where it i& estimated that a
bundred thousand automobiles, valued
at upward of $100,000,000, are lost an-
npally. ‘nlle the rumber stolen goes
Up each year officials continue de-
bating this and that proposal.

Congress, Legislatures, State motor
wehicle bureaus, automobile organiza-
tlons and manufacturers are suggesting
all kinds of remedies, generally allke!
ip principle, but appear to be far froam
agrecment on any =ingle blll. The mo-
tor thief takes ndvantage of this divigion|
of upinion and of the inconsistent State
Jewes and goos on his prosperous way,

Ldn this series of five articles, Tnuse
New Yorx Hemarp has presented in
definite form for the first time all the
dala and statisticpr available In this
country showing Lhe extent of the
autemoblle,stealing business and how it
is ¢arried on. It has been shown that
neariy 38,000 cars were stolen in twenty-
elght  leading citles dast  year, that
10,000 were stolen In this State and
8,808 in this eity. This s the fourth
article of the series and deals with the
subject of remedial legislation needed.

Police Redouhle Efforts.

Police are becoming more active In
thelr efforts to stop thefts, and private
detoctive agencles are belng formed by
fnsurance companies to recover stolen
cars and try to hold down the mouwating
insurnnce rates. While all agres on the
necessity for united action and uniform
liws, conflicting Interests prevent an
agrecment.  After all the discussion,
expert opinlon has been reduced to two
well defined proposals. These are:

.- A Federal law of standardization
#nd regulation which will make steal-

g motors mora diffioult.

Uniform Stats laws, adopted by the
eommonwealths, so that bordering
Btutes have the e regulations.
*This would be in effect much the same
@5 0 Federal law, "

Federal and State officlnls generally,
Including the Stute Assoclation of Dis-
tritt Attorneys, favor the Mills bill now
tefore Congress, or a simllar measure.
Muany automoblle associations favor
Etate regulation and feag a Federal law.

“The subject of thefis is being watched
vigorously by the Natlonal Automoblie
Diealers’ "Association,” states a bulletin
of that organization, “because of the
theft insurance rates now having become
& high as to prove a bilg tacior in the
resistance to sales of automobilea Tt 1
reptized that untll thefts are checked
mnterially little progress can be made in
tlie matter of insurance reductions.

The New York State Associition of
Distrlet Attorneys, which includes all
prosecuting ofMclals, has taken up the
matter of automoblle thefts as one of
the most important crime factors in the
Blute, This organtention drafted and
backed the Mills bill now before Con-

toss. Hiram C, Todd, United States

ttorney for the Northern New York
district, and chairman of the committes
wihich drafted the blll, declured uniform
Qmu- laws are Impractionl,

Thisves' Second Beat Tools.

“The consensua of opinion of membears
of our assoclation is that, next to the
revolver, the sutomoblie is one of the
most useful tools of the criminal in the
perpotration of all kinde of eﬂnqm_!fmm
& holdup on a cmtry road to & mirder
ih n big city,' District Attorney Todd
#ald, "It la therefore one of the prob-
loms of our association to find some
method of checking, first the theft of
automoblies ; and, secondly, thelr use in
other criminal erllocprises.

“The proposition of checking such use
of nutomobiles and their theft by State
legislation has been conwidered by our
mapociation, and ® was decided that It
eould not be done because an automaobile
can get across a State lne from any-
where inalde of any State In this Unlon
%ithin & few hours. An automobile in
stolen to-might In New York, Washing-
ton, New Haven or any other city or
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town, and 1t s sold to-morrow In Phila-
delphia, Boston, Hartford or any one of
a thowsand citiea The schemnes of reg-
Istration in the different States of the
Union are all different. They have sép-
arete number plates and those numbers
are changed easily

“We huve studied thls question care-
fully and we have concluded the only
conslructive solution Is a Federal law
branding every car with 4 permanent
number to be recorded in offices of
United States court clerks. An absolute
cheéck can then be kept on every car in
the country, and when one is stolon it
can be easily run down., Such a law
would be the greatest possible deterrét
e the stealing of automobiles.”

Some State Laws Good.

Mr, Todd sald some States now have
excellent laws for discoursging automo-
bile thieves by r1eguiring the recording
of all sales and trunsiers of cars, but
they are not effective because all States
do not have the same laws.

“Experience has taught us you cannot
get a uniform State law,” he
“There are too many conflicting inter-
ests and ldeas, We have had a commis-
slon on uniform laws for thirty years
and so for as I know they have suc-
ceeded in getting only two uniform
laws, one on nogotiable instruments and
the other on bills of lading."

Scores of bills aimed at automoblle
thieves have been introfiuced in the New
York Legislature, but about the only
one thiat ever got on the statute books s
that which makea It a crime to remove
or deface any identification mark on an
automobile,. There s practically no
way, however, of checking up whether
such n mark has been removed.

*“Even theugh & State now has an ef-
fective law," sald Mr Todd, “there 1s
nothing to prevent a practical automo-
Lile thief from stealing a ecar there,
running into the next State, securing
number plates for it and selling it with
little danger of detection. In this State
there {5 nothing to prevent a thief from
golng to an automobile bureau, describ-
ing o car and securing automobile plates
for it. He can then steal-the kind of a
car be described, put the numbeg on it
that he gave to the bureau and sell {t.
Thieves rarely steal a car with a dis-
tinctive coloring or marks on it but
when they do they ocan drive it to a
near by machine shop in collusion and
have It complately changed in appear-
ance.”

In spite of the inadeguacy of the
present State laws State troopers have
had some guecess in running down au-
tomobile ieves. Major George T.
Chandler, head of the State polce, sald
that during the ﬂmtmmdthhi
year his troopers recovered 138 stolen |
cars in addition to others which they
got with the ald of local police officers.

Gangs Broken Up.

“Severa] organized gangs” the Major
said, “have been broken up, one through
the efforts of & trooper who worked as
& chauffeur with them for about six
months, Through his work one of the
leaders confeased thefts of fourteen cars,
the last of which he stole in Syracuse
and drove to Albany with the trooper-
chauffeur In the car. The arrest took
place the next morning, when the gang
leador was sbout to sell the car. The
trooper in the meantime did not show
up. In spite of numerous efforts to se-
cure & confession from the thiet he|
swore he was absolutely alons in his
work and did not ‘squeal’ on his “pal’
The head of this ring is believed to have
been found outside the. State of New
York, but up to the present time its
headquarters have no.t been detearmined.

“The trooper also 'shared In the re-
ceipts from the sala of several cars to
the selling of which he was supposed to
be a party, However, he did not suc-
eceed in meeting the ringleaders of this
gang, as the ax fell before he got that
far in their confidence. Two blocks dis-
tance In New York city was the nearest
he came to the one who delivered the
cars to the subagents.

“Another gang waa located through
the recovery of six speedsiars by our
Batavia mopA By the information se-
curgd in this case the Cleveland polive,
found a band of awtomobile thieves who
operated in that city with the ald of a
beautifully dressed woman and child, who
would walk along one of the prominent
boulovards afterncons, step into a
parked car and drive offl. The woman
would then deliver the gar to one of the

gang outslde the clty, o 4n turmn drove
it Into this State. Reports of stolen cars
are recelved dclly from police depart-
ments and bulletined to troopers through-
nut the State, Garages are Inspected
frequently to see if they contaln stolen
cars and everything possible is done to
overcame this evil.”
