I.-om"ox, July 21.—Limerick fell to
the Free State forces this morning
after a powerful nilitary assault,
which led to complete surrender by
the rebel garrison and the retreat of
the remaining rebels from the forti-
flad positions inte the surrounding
country, according to the Press Asso-
clation ecorrespondent with the PFree
State forces, who sent an account of
what took place by courler to Nenagh.
Thirty prisoners were captured in the
surrenderad garrison.

Waterford also was captured after
hours of fighting by the Free Btate
forces,

Both the rebels and Fres Staters {n
Limerick, it is reported in storles sup-
plled by an authoritative military
source, held a number of strong posi-
tions, mostly military, and police bar-
racks. The earller operations con-
sisted of sniping, which resulted In a
number of casualties. National artil-
lery arrived at 2 o'clock Thursday
morning, taking up positions com-
manding the front and rear of the
Strand barracke, the rebels’ strongest
position.

Take Barracks hy Storm.

Vessels Could Bring Two Mil-|
lion Tons Monthly—Price
Is 87.40 at Dock.

The first big step here to break the
strike of the miners through the im-
portation of European coal was taken
yesterday when thirteen ships now
ahroad were chartered to bring back
cargoes of coal amounnting to more
than G00,000 tena and dellver them to
this city between August 1 and 15
This hecame known when Albert D.
Lasker, chalrman, said yesterday that
in the event of serious shortage the |
vessels of the Shipping Board and |
Emergency Fleet Corporation will be
in a position to transport more than
2,000,000 tons of coal A month from
England.

That the coal Importations will con-
tinue at regular Intervals as long as
the demand is heavy was indicated
when it waa stated In shipping circles |
that purchasea in England }enterdav|
of 500,000 tons of coal were reported. |
The buyers mentioned wera the Dela- |
ware, Lackawnnna and Western Rall-
road, the Central Rallroad of Mew Jer-
sey, the Interborough Rapld Transit
Company and several sugar reflneries
with plants hereabout.

Tha coal, arriving ahout August 1,
will sell for $7.40 at the dockside, and
there will ba plenty available at the
same price or even lower should the
Shipping Board go on with tha plans
for reconditioning and putting Into sar.
vice some of the 400 additional vessels
which it has at {ts disposal.

Seven Shillings for Freight.

The Shipping Board alse announced
yesterday that it had made a charter
rate of seven shillings a ton for tha
transportation of Britlsh coal to this
country. Under the present conditlons,
