The rain was not unpopular with the

Giants, whose pitchers have not been
going quite so well of late. Two of them
were knocked for a row of raspberry
bushes on the previous day and Shuf-
flin' Phil Douglas has only just been
rescucd from the perils of Coney Island.

It seems that the latest shuffling of
Shuffling Phil was caused by loneliness.
He has been broodtng since that other
pachyderm, Fred Toney, left the bull
pen. He and Toney used to occupy ad¬
joining stalls in the pen and In the
dugout. While traveling with thb
Giants they occupied berths Just across
the aisle from each other In order to
keep the Pullman car on an even keel.

Bruins with seven hits. His arm had
come back after all!
Can you Imagine the howl which will

come ffom the direction of Cincinnati
If 8co<t goes out against the Reds to¬
morrow and hands them the same dose
ho gave to the Cubs? Get ready for
shouts of a McGraw plot, for another
g-»od right hander would make alt the
difference In the world to the Reds.
Scott may prove the salvation of the
Giants, and another demonstration that
Dame Fortune sometimes has a peculiar
way of dealing with McGraw on the dia¬
mond. but rarely leavss John flat.

McHrnrr Lmt <o Cnrds.
Austin McHenry. the hard hitting left

fielder of the Cardinals, will play no
more ball this season, and the Giants,
ugalnst whom he always has been at
his best, are not likely to" shed tears
thereover.

Only
five of the drives were made off left
handers and Hornsby, let it be remem¬
bered, Is a right handed hitter. Twelve
homers wero made with men on bases,
but never were there more than two on.
