that such acceptance involves no surrender of the principles with respect
to senlority adeopted hy the c¢arrlers August 1, 1922, but recognizes that

5 the proposal of the President invokes the jurisdiction of the labor board
under the transportation agt to pass upon the relative seniority of those
loyal employees who have remained at work and those new employees who
have sinee accepted service (the rights of both of which classes to senlority
we feel bound in justice to defend bhefore the labor poard) with the sgtrikers
who may enter the service under the proposal of the President,

“"Therefore, be it further resolved:

“(a) All former employees who have not been gullty of proven violence
against the employees or property of the railroad shall be assigned to
their former positions where vacancies exist,

“{b) Where the positions they formerdy held have been filled other om-
ployment of the same class will be found for such employees as have com-
mitted no acts of proven viclence agalnst the employees or the property
of the rallroad. ¢

“{e) I, after these men have been assigned, questions of senlority
arise with them- which cannot be settled locally they will ba referred to
the United States Rallroad Labor Board for review,

“Further resolved, that the strike |s to be called off with the under-
standing und agreement by all parties that no intimidations nor oppres-
slong shall be practiced or permitted as against any of the employees who
have remained or have taken service, or against those who may return
to serviee under the proposal of the President.”

The following minority report was supported by roads having a
mileage of 57,222 miles:

“"Resolyed, that the chalrman be authorized to reply to the President’s
telegram of August 7 that the raflroads represented at this meeting are
willing that:

“{a) All former emgployees who have not been gullty of violence
against the employees or the property of the rallrouds shall be assigned
