Tha lively controversy over the sale

ot Intoxicants aboard American shipe:
togather with the serfous industrial
situation, led President Harding to agree
to-day to o postponement of ship sub-

sldy legislation untll the December
sesalon of Congress. Mr. Harding's
action in view of his previous repeated
assertions that nothing (n the legisia-
tive programme was so lmportant came
as a surprise.

It does, however, avert n  tht fully
as bitter as those over the .ariff and
bonus isaues, and paves the way for an
early adjournment of the Senate and
House so that the members can get
back to their districts in time for the
campalign. .

Mr. Harding consented to the delay In
& letter to Hepresentative Mondell (Rep.
Wyo.)., the majority floor leader. The
decision to let the measure go for the
present  simplifies the Congressional
program materially, leaving only the
tariff and bonus |ssues in a state of
anlmated rampennlon. and those meas-
ures_relatilig’ to the coal and rallroad
strikés, ujon which actlon is expected
soon. Hera |s Mr., Harding's letter to
Mr. Mondell:

“My Dear Mr, Mondell:

“{ have your note conveying the re-
luetance of vourself and your ussls-
fants favorable to the bill to ald Amer-
ican merchant shipping to bring the
measure up for a vote in the prevall-
ing situation in the House. 1 am frank-
ly disappointed that the clrcumstances
have combined to make It difficult, due
on the one hund to the diminlshed at-
tendance in the House, and chargeable,
on the other hand, to the new com-
plications which have arisen. It would
be folly to ignore the development of
the prohibitlon lssue which came up so
unexpectedly and we must face the fact
that the friends of the billl must har-
monize their views to accord with both
the constitutional amendment and pub-
lie opinion on thls subject. Moreover,
the same friends of the measurs must
reach a concord In the matter of the
favoring provision earrled in the tax
exemption sectlon which was designed
to provide an indirect aid to American
shipping enterprises.

“I need not tell you that hut for the
engrossment in the Industrial situation
I should have long since Invited con-
ferences looking to an agreement on
the problems. I am so earnest about
the passage of this measure, 1 think
it 8o important In furthering our com-
mereial good fortunes and so essential
to our self dependence and our nattonal
dofense that I had much rather the
bill should awalt consideration until we
can rivet the attention of Congress with
a full attendance than jeopardize ita
success by pressing for an Immediate
decislon. I venture lo express to you
in this way the hope which I have pre-
viously uttered that the Administration
may find a way to deal with these
new difficulties with Yhe approval of
all supporters of an American merchant
marine and that we then may have
favorable action hefore the Congress
gets too deeply engaged In the preas-
ing leglslation which must be considered
in the short sesslon.
