Cork, Aug. 24 (Associated Press)..
Tom Hales, who led and accepted the
responsibility for the ambush which
killed Michael Collins, repudiated to¬
day, threw down his arms and offered
to join the National forces. Tom
Ilales is tho brother of Sean Hales,
a pro-treaty member of the Dail
Kireann and has been a fierce op¬
ponent of the treaty.
His present change of front is re¬

garded as significant and as giving
point to the prevailing belief that the
death of Michael Collins may not have
been In vain, as his action may ani¬
mate his comrades to do likewise.
He and his sister on last St. Pat¬

rick's Day set fire to the platform at
Bandon where a demonstration in
favor of the treaty was being held
under the auspices of his brother and
Canon Cohalan, parish priest of
Bandon.

Dublin-, Aug. 24 (Associated Press)..
The Irish Government will be continued
on tlie lines marlcjd out by Arthur Grif¬
fith and Michael'",'Collins, whose views,
freely exchanged with their Cabinet col¬
leagues, anticipated the necessities of
the whole situation. No new lines of
policy are contemplated.
The appointment of Richard Muleshy

as commander-in-chief of tho national
army is universally approved.
Tho Dail Elreann. Ij Is officially an¬

nounced, will not meet on Saturday as
was expected, but has been called for
September 7.

I^ittle Change in Cabinet.
Schemes for Irish developments await

the definite establishment of the Free
State, and all the efforts of the Irish
Government will be directed to estab¬
lishing the new state firmly in accord¬
ance with tho terms to which the adher¬
ence of William Cosgraye.and Richard
Mulcahy will be as strict as that of the
two dead leaders.

TJic Ministry needs little reconstruc¬
tion: Arthur Grlttlth held no i ortfolio,,
and Michael Collins had been obliged to
lay aside his duties as Finance Minister
owing to his more urgent task as com¬
mander-in-chief. Any pressing financial
matter was attended by other officials.
Mr. Colllna having organized a very
competent financial staff.

It Is assumed that Mr. Cosgrove will
be head of the ministry, but it is not
known whether lie will take over the
financial portfolio or remain In charge
of local government. An Important
personage on the civil side is Prof.
John MacNeill. who was speaker of
tho Dail. He Is a man of great knowl¬
edge and experience and his counsel
is considered especially valuable and
judicious in a difficult situation. He
provokes -no antagonisms and has
friends on all sides.
Kamon J. Duggan. the Home Secre¬

tary, has had a successful ndmlnlstra¬
tion of his department, which includes
law and police, and Is likely to retain
office. Joseph McQrath, formerly an
official of the Trunspoi t Workers
Vnlon, has as Minister of Labor ar-
slsted In the settlement of several trade
disputes.

Other Departments Fall.
The great Hepartment of Agriculture

has been capably handled hy the Min¬
ister, Patrick Horan, a young solicitor.
Kevin O'lllgglns, Minister of Economics,
has made many visits to London and
was one of the most vnlued colleagues
of Griffith and Collins. Temporarily he
Is acting us Assistant Adjutant-General
of the Army. He is the nephew of Tim¬
othy Healy.

General Bensley, who visited the
United States In hehnlf of the treaty, is
at* present In charge at the military
censorship, but In tho future Irish Oo\--
crnment he Is likely to he Identified with
cducmtlolk A probnble new name for the
Ministry Is iwrrell Figgis, who was one
of the committee which drafted the Free
State constitution and who enjoyed Mr.
Griffith's confidence.
The death of Michael Collins is Indirect¬

TREASURY DEFICIT GROWING;
$500,000,000 IS THE ESTIMATE

WITH the time approaching for a vote on the 15,000,000,000

bonus bill in the Senate, Secretary of the Treasury Mellon
announced to-day that the deficit for the current fiscal

year is going to be considerably greater than the original estimates
of fiscal experts of the Government.

The deficit for the current fiscal year, the Secretary said, would
probably run into $500,000,000. The largest deficit hitherto estimated
was only $100,000,000, so that there is in sight now just as the bonus
advocates are rushing through the final stages of the "raid" a shoratge
of $100,000,000 more than Secretary Mellon expected when he warned
Congress from time to time of the crime of running into new expendi¬
tures.

The realization that the deficit for the year is to be greater,
together with the growing belief that there Is little prospect of this
country realizing anything in the near future on the foreign loans, has
confirmed the belief of the head of the Treasury that the bonus legis¬
lation is not only unwise but may overturn the delicately poised
Ftructure of national finance and make impossible the carrying out
of the program of retrenchment which has been planned.

FAILURE SEEMS CERTAIN

trench Delegate Sees No Hope
.Moratorium Again

Deferred.

Berlin-, Aug. 24 (Associated Press).
The continual rise in foreign cur¬

rency, provoked by fears of a failure
of the negotiations between Sir John
Bradbury, British member of the
Reparations Commission, and M. Mau-
clere, chairman of the Allied Com¬
mittee on Guaranties, with German
officials, in regard to Germany's finan¬
cial obligations, caused a panic on the
Bourse to-day.

Sir John and M. Mauclere have1
concluded formal discussions with the
German Government, but will hold a

final session with Chancellor Wirth
and Dr. Hermes, the Finance Minis¬
ter, to-morrow. While the German
Government remains silent and Sir
John hopes that the situation is not

entirely hopeless, M. Mauclere Is con¬

vinced that the deliberations have
failed to produce any tangible results
and sees no hope of arriving at a basis
of settlement which would be mutually
acceptable. Such an outcome would
not only leave the moratorium issue
in abeyance temporarily, but again
refer it to the Reparations Commis¬
sion in Paris.
The dollar, which hitherto had ad¬

vanced from 30 to 40 points dally,
showed hourly rises of more than 100

points. At one moment it stood at 2,000
marks. Foreign eurrencles were almost,

unobtainable, nobody being willing to

sell then). The pound sterling reached
8,600 marks.
Commercial bargains between pro¬

ducers, wholesalers and consumers, ac¬

cording to the Berliner Taycblatt, are

being Increasingly transacted on the
basis of the dollar quotation. The news¬

papers say that a number of the small
banking Arms and some brokers aro in

difficulties owing to their obligations in

foreign currencies. The issue of money
orders for foreign countries has been

suspended.

ALLIED DEBTS TO U. S.
DECLARED SEPARATE
Mellon Issues Statement That

Britain Is Not Guarantor
For All.

HE CITES MEMORANDA

Treasury Deemed It Cardinal
Principle Borrowers Were

Bound Individually.

Washington. I). C., Aug. 34. [
Every European Power that bor¬

rowed money from the United States
to meet the cost of the world war will
be held separately and Individually
responsible to the exact extent of Its
own commitments to this Govern¬
ment. Neither England nor any
other Power negotiated loans from
the American Government on the
understanding of joint responsibility.
This is, in effect, the answer of

the United States Government to the
recent note of Earl Balfour, British
acting Minister of b'oreign Af-
fairs, in which It was intimated that
the British debt was contracted in the
interest of the allies, that Great
Britain undertook to guarantee the
loans to tho other Powers and that
Britain's ability to pay was therefore
contingent on the payment of large
sums due her.
Th# American answer to the British

Foreign Office came in the form of an

official statement from Secretary of the
Treasury Mellon to-day. In which he
produced documents hitherto unpub¬
lished to show that not only did this
country insist on individual responsl-
blllty for commitment but in which it
was specifically stated that no Power
undertook to guarantee the debts con-

.racted by other Powers.

Proposlt Ion* Outlined.

Secretary Mellon declared that the
reason for the statement was the mis-

apprehension as to the exact status of
the obligations of foreign governments,
with particular reference to the 14,135,-
nOO.OOd debt of England. In substance
tho Treasury statement aet forth the
following propositions:
First.England did not guarantee the

loans made to the other European Pow¬
ers. no guaranty of this kind having
been ever demunded and the exact re¬
verse being shown by the official mem¬
oranda bearing on the question.
Second.British - American financial

transactions growing out of the wur
are absolutely Independent of British
loans to othfr Powers and of financial,
exigencies of reparations payments.
Third.Each and every Power will be

held accountable by this country for
its own obligations, consisting largely
of borrowings made during the war to
cover purehases mudc In this country
by the Allies.
After rubmittlng official documents

bearing out the position of the Treas¬
ury and completely outflanking the Bal¬
four maneuver Secretary Mellon said:
"It appears to be quite clear that the

respective borrowing nations each gave
their own obligations for the money ad¬
vanced by the United States and that
no guarantee of the obligations of one
borrowing nation was asked from any
other nation. This Is the understand¬
ing of the Treasury as to the status
of the foreign obligations growing out
of the war now held by the United
States."

BOTH SIDES TO URGE

Friends and Foes Believe
Definite Word W7ould

End Deadlock.

FIGHT GETS LUKEWARM

Less Than Half of Bill's One
Time Supporters Are

at Session.

VOTE DATE IS INDEFINITE

At Rate of Progress Weeks
Would Be Needed for

Elaborate Speeches.

The Senate devoted less tl\an one-

third of Its six hour session to-day to
the irritating $5,000,000,000 bonus raid
and made little progress toward a vote
on it.'

Despite the pledge of bonus Sena¬
tors to keep the? measure before the
Senate "to the exclusion of all other
business" many extraneous subjects
were dragged into the discussion of
the proposition.
The coal crisis was one and a num¬

ber of Senators who for weeks have
been clamoring for action on the bonus
admitted during the course of the de¬
bate over this topic that it was of even
greater importance than the proposal
to pay Government cash to able
bodied ex-service men.
More than one-half of the Senators

who insisted two months ago that the
bonus should bo immediately passed
regardless of the objections urged by
the ITesldent and Secretary Mellon
were absent when the second day's
battle over it began. There was little
or no enthusiasm dispayed by the
bonus Senators who remained to take
a hand In the fray. Their chief con¬
cern is now to negotiate an agreement
with Senators opposing the bonus to
fix a date, for a vote. How soon such
an agreement can be reached is a mat¬
ter of conjecture.

AiixIoun to tin Home.

The most important element in th
situation in this respect hinges on th
ultimate attitude of President Hardir.i
on the bonus proposal rather than oi
the plans of the opposing forces in th<
Senate. Most of the Senators of botl
camps are anxious to obtain a speed:
recess or adjournment In order to fll
personally important political engage¬
ments at homo.
The Senators in both parties epposet

to the bonus are ready to procc-d wit!
their original plan to obstruct th
progress of the bonus through th
H« nate at every turn and to carry oi
the fight as long a*f there remains
prospect of defeating it In that body
They realize, however, that the ma
Jority of Republican Senators, aide*
and abetted by a greater number o
Democrats inspired by political mo
tives, intend tc put the bonus bil
through regardless of the attitude o
the President and members of hi
Cabinet and, the opponents believe, th
vast majority of taxpayers of th
country. There Is little question tha
the Senators supporting the bonus am
attaching unwarranted Importance t<
the political Influence of the Amcricai
le gion can put the bill through a
soon as a vote is reached if presen
conditions continue.
The most vital point In the honu

controversy at this stage concerns tlv
intentions of the President regardlni
it. Mr. MrCumber and the other Re
publican leader* favoring the bonu
assert the President will approve o
the modified version of the Mil passe<
by the House and now In the f-'enitr
The opposition bases its contrary opin
Ion to the statement made by th
President In his letter to Mr. Fordne;
and subsequently repeated to member
of the Senate.

Seek Definite Statement.

Confronted with this direct conflict
of views, the leaders on both sides of
the fight are naturally anxious to pro¬
duce a definite statement of the Presi¬
dent in order that the deadlock over
the Itonus controversy may be brought
to an end. Senators representing both
sides will make an appeal within the
next day or two to the President to
reaffirm the position he is known to
have held or to Indicate his satisfac¬
tion with the comparatively minor
chunges made in the House bill.
Whether he will consent to lend hla

aid In clearing up the situation l« a
matter of speculation. If he decides to
permit the Senate battle to proceed to
a logical finish the debate Is likely to
continue for some time. Both sides
wear an air of grim determination to
fight it out. But It la also true that
the leader* of the opposing forces

EAST SIDE SUBWAY
TIED UP 3 HOURS IN

Forty Passenger Cars Are!
Stalled Under River for

4-7 Minutes.

WRONG SIGNALS GIVEN

All Trains Stop in Rush
Hour as 'Danger' Warn¬

ing Is Flashed.

CROWDS NOW USED TO IT

Turn to B. R. T. and Bridges
in Latest Breakdown of

I. R. T. Service.

By an extraordinary sequence of
mishaps Interborough East Side sub¬
way traffic between Manhattan and
Brooklyn was completely demoralized
yesterday at the peak of the afternoon
homeward rush period Travel be¬
tween the two boroughs was seriously
impeded from 3 o'clock until after 6,
and it was an hour later before the
train movement had resumed approxi¬
mately its normal aspect.
Again the East River bridges were

taxed to capacity and a tremendous
burden was thrust upon the subway
express system of the B. R. T. lines.
The primary trouble this time was

due neither to short circuiting nor to
power house nor third rail difficulties.
It was caused by break downs In car
and signaling equipment. At no time
was the third rail power turned off.
No passengers were compelled to walk
through the tubes. There was much
inconvenience and Impatience, but no

disorder approaching panic.
Though four express trains were

stalled under the river in the Joralemon
street tunnel for periods lasting from
half an hour to forty-five minutes the
lights in cars arid tube remained bright,
the electric fans continued In operation
and the passengers, thcrfrh oppressed by
the heat, deported themselves in almost
every Instance circumspectly.

The Bt( Path FbIIi.
It was eight mlnutea before 8 o'clock

when a Lexington avenue subway ex¬
press bound for Manhattan encountered
electrical trouble near the Iloyt street
station in Brooklyn. All Its passengers
were unloaded at Borough Hall and the
disabled train limped along empty until
ir hit the upward grade under the river
approaching the Bowling Green station
There It blew out all Its fuses and be¬
came stalled. This was at 3 :0o P. M
A second express train came up behind

It, this one well filled with passengers
Its motortrmn and crew made an effort
to push the disabled express ahead of It
through the under river tunnel to
Bowling Green, but failed. Apparc tlv
the grade was too steep and the load too
heavy
When a third express came up behind

the second there was an attempt mad«
at team work The Idea was to push
forward the obstructing train by the
ccncerted effort of the live power of the
two others.
But the effort was not well synchron¬

ized. The two live trains were not
coupled together for the push. The re¬

sult was that train No. 3 was driving
forward Just as train No. 2 was back¬
ing up slowly for another effort to ram

the dead cars Into motion. The ensuing
Impact tore out four of the drawbars
from the couplings of the second train
and two from those of the third. The
drawbars are an essential part of the
coupling equipment between the ca-s
Now there were three dead trains under
the river Instead of one.

Coupled Curs Cruel Out.

Finally the smashed drawbars were

removed, eight carx of the second train
were coupled up with the ten cars of the
first disabled express. the damaged
couplings were reenforc'-d with chains,
all passengers were kept well back from
the car platforms as a precaution, and,
moving slowly under tl ' power of the
eight cars of train 2, th« entire etgh-
teen cars made the station platform at
Bowling Green and there discharged
their passengers.
The expresses that wer< stalled be¬

hind moved forward and their passengers
also were discharged at Bowling Green.
There were Just two men.one of them
elderly.who refused to leave their train
They said they preferred to stick to

their seats, although they had been In
the tunnel forty minutes The tleup
at this point had lasted now forty-seven
minutes, from 8 i05 to 3 t52 o clock, and
had Involved a total of forty passenger
cars, of which six were crippled.
Train No. 1. which bad blown out

Its fus s, replaced them and proceeded
northward from Bowling Green under
Its own power, but without taking on:

passengers. It was six minutes past
r> o'clock and the rush hour movement
was well developed before the six
crippled cars Which had buckled or

smashed drawbars were ready lo ha

pushed forward on their way toward
the yard at 138th street.

AH at "llnngsr."
These had advanced as far as the

Brooklyn Bridge station when, at 5:19
P. M a break in an air tube ret the
entire pneumatic signaling system auto¬
matically at "danger." This second
traffic Interruption lasted for twenty
minutes. Until 5:39 o'clock, at the very
peak of the rush hour, everything, ex¬

press and local, was tied up completely
until the signal aystcm muddle was

strnIghtened out.
Manhattan loeal service with that

except Ion continued Itt operation, pass
Ing around the City Hall loop. During
the <leup under the river, except'for the

delay of twenty minutes caused by the
disarranged signal system at the Bridge
station, the JntaPboroUgh dispatched!
express trains eastward. Only one-half
of them, however, passed through the
Joralemon street tunnel Into Brooklyn.
Every alternate eastbound express was

sent around the Battery loop and thence
northward again through Manhattan.
The service to Brooklyn, therefore, which
at this hour operates normally on a

headway of five minutes, was cut to a

ten minute Interval between expresses.

They
discussed various plans at the Yale
Club from 10 A. M. to 7 P. M. yester¬
day, but got nowhere..
"We're like bats. We can't see our

way out,' one of the brotherhood
leaders said last night.

N'o official statement will be made
until the conference ends. If the men
agree to go back to work they must
forfeit their seniority rights, which Is
something they have declared they will
never do. If they retus< the strike
probably will go on until attrition
ends It.

Killing Strikers' Job*.

Each rtay the Eastern roads report
more strikers' jobs have boen Ailed. All
the official* ask Is to be let alone and
their mecn&nlca) department presentl"
will be back to normal, they say.
The strikers say they will redouble

their efforts to win, but unless they can

get some of the other railroad unions
to Join them there seems to be little
they can do.

The request of District Attorney
Ruston of Kings county for a 'Teal
Investigation'' Into the administration
of public markets seemed doomed
through the refusal yesterday of Com¬

missioner of Accounts Hlrshfteld to

act upon the suggestion that the books
and records of the Department of
Markets be impounded to avoid ma¬

nipulation of possible incriminating
data.

Neither did there seem to be any
prospect of Independent action by Dis¬
trict Attorney Banton or any of the
authorities of New York county. Mr.
Banton said ho had received no evi¬
dence of any crime having been com¬

mitted, but he added that he felt sure

the Mayor would order a thorough In¬
vestigation If ho felt the situation war¬

ranted action.
Commissioner Hlrshfleld accused Dis¬

trict Attorney Ruston of "passing the
buck." His Idea was tlwii the Kings
county Investigation had not panned out

to the satisfaction of the District Attor¬
ney And that his letter to \he Mayor
was nothing mora than a clumsily veiled
attempt to shift the responsibility to the
city administration and ease out of an

unpleasant situation.

showed a balam- of J800 of which no

Account had been k'pt. The same super-
visor reported the expenditure of ISO1'
for "incidentals," fdr which no vouchers
were filed nnd no account turned In, ac¬
cording to Mr Rttrton.

Ask* for Heal Investigation.

CALDER SEES PERIL

Walsh (Mass.) Offers
Measure as N.Y. Mem¬
ber Draws Picture

of Disorders.

FIND UNREST GROWS

Other Senators Warn Gov¬
ernment Against Delay

in Strike Crisis.

THREE BILLS UP TO-DAY

Action Duo on Borah's and
Cnmmins's Proposals for

. Industrial Relief.

Aroused to-day by a picture drawn
by Senator Calder (N. V.) of suffer¬
ing, disease, famine and probably
bloodshed in New York and other cities
next winter unless the coal and rail¬
road strikes were settled, the Senato
engaged In a scramble to give the
President immediately all the power
necessary to avert what was des ribed
as an Impending disaster.
Members of the Senate showed a

surprising unanimity in the convic¬
tion that dire distress faced the na¬
tion unless the coal strikes. In par¬
ticular, were Immediately settled. Ef¬
forts to fix the blame engendered a

heated debate, which resolved itself
Into a contest for leadership In get¬
ting action.

Senator Walsh (Mass.), who had
criticized the President and congress
tor failure to sa\e the people from In¬
escapable suffering, brought the de¬
bate to an abrupt close when be, to

escape any accusation against him¬
self of Inaction, Introduced a bill au¬

thorizing the President to take over
and operate the coal mines of the
country within forty-eight hours.
The Senate wis in agreement that

the situation was far worse than it
has appeared and that the American
people are In for a great deal of hard¬
ship.

BUI to Com* I p Tn-iln;.
As a net result of the stampede there

Is an understanding that the Senate will
take up to-morrow tor immediate conslu-
eratlon the Walsh Joint resolution au¬

thorizing Immediate seizure of the coal
mines, ilie Borah bill providing for a ooal
fart finding agency, and then a bill in¬
troduced to-day by Senator Cummins
(Iowa), chairman of the Interstate Com¬
merce Committee, providing for enlarged
powers for the Interstate Commerca
Commission to check profiteering In fuel.

During the Senate debate the Ho'ua*
Committee on Interstate and Foreign
Commerce held an Informal meeting, ar

which legislation to provide for a Gov¬
ernment coal purchasing agency to pre.
vent profiteering In coal was agreed
upon. It will be framed by the commit¬
tee and presented to the House next
Monday morning, probably under a spe¬
cial rule calling for Immediate action.
