Engine Halts as Raln Stnrts,

His troubles Wegan late Weilneaday
afternoon. Englne trouble developed and

he was not able to make repalra In time |
to get the boat golng agaln before |
dark. He tried to work at the engine
during the night, but a heavy, cold ram
began falling, adding greatly to his|
troubles. Water leaked Into the engin=
pit and put the Ignition out of commlis- |
slon, He was unable to Improvise a scd
anchor, |

Batchellor was sleepy for a fow hours |
Wednexday night. and awakened to find |
himself out of sight of land, without
food and with np other ships In sight.
He flew signals of distress all dav
Tuesday, but no ships cams near. and
he never got near enough to shore fo
peaple along the beach to see him or for
the Coast Guard to learn that he wis
in trouble. There was notining at all
that he could do. 8o he tried to sleep
in the hoat's cabin, but he got so hungry
that he could pot sleep, But there was
nothing to eat on the boat, and there
was very lttle water.

Power Falla to Return.

Thursday and Friday and Saturday
parsed In. much the same manner
Batchellor was beginning o feel weak
from lack of food: he was drenched to
the skin from the lmeavy ralns that fell
nnd the heavy seas that swept over
the little craft, and he began to believe
thnt he was drifting away from shore
rather than toward it. But many times
during the day, every time he left strong
enough, he went to work on the engine, |
He took the engine apart two or three |
times and put ft back sgain, and then
tried hopefully to start It. But he nnx—.-:-i

Shop in Pittsburgh.

TW0 MEN IN CUSTODY

Reseners Pelted With Stones—
Building Believed to IHave
Been Saturated With Oil.

FrrrascacH, Sept. 8. —Eight men were

verely injured to-day in what probably
was an incendiary fire which destroyed
the large car repair shop and commis-

i'l‘hirl,v.thlrd satreet, which since the be-

ginning of the railroad shopmen's
Lntrik_o on July 1 has been used as a
Charvacks for strikebreakers, many of
‘.whum had been brought heére from
other cities.

Two men were taken into custody hy
Eclty detectives this afternoon and
questioned concerning  the flre, and
have been lodged in central police sta-
tion where they are being detained in-
communieando. No charge has yet been
placed agninst them on pollee records.
Pollee officials refuse to disclose what,
if any, evidence they have against the
men.
