After making the trip In seventy-five

minutes the seaplanes circled the city,
then over the ocean, and dropped five
bombs as salutes. A large banner was

New York."

Miss Hughes, who represents Rocka¬
way in the beauty contest, gave news-

paper men a shock on her arrival here
when sho declared that she had seen

Thomas Brer, who has at least one

clever novel of theater life to his credit,
ic the adaptor of "The Plot Thickens,"
which Brock Pemberton presented last
rdght at the Booth Theater. The work
Is by Luigt Barfzinl and Arnaldo Erac-
carol! and is said to have met with long
continued success In Italy, where it
vas, of course, acted under its Italian
name of "Quello ohe nont' Aspettl,"
vhleh means in the vernacular some¬
thing that no Italian Interviewed by the
reporter for The New York Herald
could translate.or would.

This Is said to be the forerunner of a
number of new Italian works which Mr.
Pemberton has brought from abroad.
They are specimens of the latest mood
of the Italian playwrights, which has:
found most famous expression in the
satiric dramas of Pirandello.
The play, however, was adapted to

native conditions and came to the audi¬
ence robbed of some of its original tang.
The action of its three acts passed in¬
deed on Long Island and in New York.
It could not, moreover, be included
among any work typical of the most
modern spirit of any land. It is a free
fantasia in farce, altogether foreign in
spirit and seemed rather incompre¬
hensible to the spectators.
Mr. Beer could not make it seem

native to Long Island or East Nine¬
teenth Btreet although it was to his ad¬
mirable adaptation rather than to any
humor inherent in the work that the
audience was indebted for an occasional
opportunity to smile. He Inserted some
vivacious verbal humor in the text from
time to time for wjhich the listeners
were grateful. The work of the two
Italian authors has some rather bab¬
bling moments.
No figure in the farce was more alien

to American comprehension than the
blase hero who was so exhausted by the
conventionalities of life that he con¬

stantly longed for some Unexpected
sensation. Wealthy and Idle he finally
hit on the Idea of hiring a cinema di¬
rector to supply for him constant sur¬

prises.
Great as the capacity of the movie

director may bo to use up money, the

Equity Revives
Fifty Cent and
Two Bits Seats

Effort to Brins; Back tho Gal¬
lery When Cooperative Play¬

ers Start Production.

Equity Players, Inc., announce that
they intend to restore the 60 cent gal¬
lery for their series of plays at the
Forty-eighth Street Theater beginning
In October. Miss Katherlne Emmet,
business manager of the organization,
stated that the executive board has de¬
cided to charge this sum for every per¬
formance, including Saturday evenings,
and t>hat for Tuesday matinees the scale
of the entire second balcony will be 26
cents. This, it is pointed out. will make
the price of admission cheaper than that
of the better class motion picture houses
along Broadway.

This reduction in price is in line with
recent utterances by Frank Glllmore,
secretary of the Actors Equity Associa¬
tion, who urged managers to bring buck
the old fifty cent gallery, since many
playgoers who otherwise might be regu¬
lar patrons were being discouraged by
the high prices charged for the topmost
seats, which were all they could af¬
ford.
The statement from the cooperative

organization added: "The decision to
reestablish the popular price balcony is
in no sense a philanthropic one, as in
recent years the upper sections of most
Broadway theaters have been the least
well patronized. It Is believed by the
executive board that well filled bal¬
conies at popular prices will yield better
financial returns thgn partially filled
balconies at the prices which have pre¬
vailed in recent years."

SPANISH STAGE TROUBLES.
Managers Oppose Actors and Au¬

thors on Salaries.

Madrid, Sept. 5..A controversy has
again risen between the theatrical man¬
agers on the one hand and the authors
and actors on the other, which threatens
serious results during the coming season
throughout Spain. The managers de¬
clare that the authors' fees and actors'
salaries have attained such a figure that
they have been forced to raisejhe ad
mission prices to their theatffs, thus
preventing the public from attending.
The authors and actors decline to ac¬

cept a reduction, and consequently tho
managers decline to enter into contracts.
