the pesky Itudy Knepper of Sioux City live to light Wnother day after having
him li down at the end of the morning round. To-day Knepper eliminated
Tollcy by 2 up, the identical margin by which the lowan triumphed over

Torranc*.
The Bostonians are parting with

their tokens after saving for weeks
against this eventful week. What
saddens them is that they haven't a

representative left. Francis Oulmet
vent out yesterday and to-day the

pride of Clyde street and the Hub gen¬
erally w;ts followed by big Jesse Gull-
ford, the Boston siege gun, which
spouted Are and flame so ezeetuall
last year at St. Louis, but which to¬

day in the Ahird round was knoeked
out of commlsison by New York's own

goiflng Jesse, to wit. Jesse Sweetser of

Siwanoy, holder of the. Metropolitan
amateur championship. The margin
of this match was 4 and 3.

Unit Elimination Completed.
And then as if the defeat of the siege

gun Joss were not enougli for one day,
W. F. MePhall. another son of the Bay
State, hailing from Norfolk, Mass.. was
eliminated by Bobby Jones. Bill's de¬
feat was looked for. however. He has
been one of the -surprise* of the tourna¬
ment and a fellow with the sticking
qualities of ante-bellum mucilage. He
was beaten In the long run Jones. 4
and 3, but he gava Robert an awful
chase. .IneUentally 4 and 3 was the
popular margin, for it was at the fif¬
teenth that Charles Evanp. Jr.. stamped
the passports of Frank Godchaus and
left the Southern runner up free to de¬
part for that far away port of New Or¬
leans whenever he feels like it.

For the semi-finals, then, it will bo
Sweetser against Jones In the upper/half
and Evans versus Knepper in the lower
bracket. In passing It might be re¬
marked that Evans defeated knepper In
the final of last year's Western cham¬
pionship.

But Boston isn't worrying to-night
about what happened In the West a year
ago. Boston has found plenty to worry
about right at home this week. More¬
over, Boston has about decided that the
"chip is mlrhtler than the putt" and
that the conqueror of their own favorite.
Guilford, is the. beat little chtpper-ln in
captivity.

Yesterday against Willie Hunter
Sweetser chipped In from bunkers and
rough. Again to-day New York Jesse was
at It, and as the golden haired young
giant from Slwanoy turned his dally
trick one could hear a thousand or two
of perfectly active Boston hearts flop
like a thousand or two of saturated
sponges. That happened at the fifth
hole In the afternoon and it nailed the
tall of the sacred rod to the woll known
mast beyond any peradventure of doubt
To grasp the threads of this romance

it Is necessary to turn first to the
rooming round during part of which
Sweetser patted petulantly with putter.
and other clubs, of course.against the
palpitating earth. When Sweetser pats
petulantly, which is occasionally, things
are not going well. And It Is betravlng
no secrets to say that for a spell In
this morning round now under review
matters for Jess were not bending to his
will.

Gnllford !¦ Erratic.

The metropolitan champion might
very easily have been several holes
ahead at the turn. Instead the match
was all square here, and all because
Guilford performed some prodigies of
recovery after some golf that would
have made a nine handicap blush.
At the first Guilford went right under

his ball and whiffed It up and out to
the race track. He was still short of
the green on his third, but he laid the
next one dead and somewhat In the
way of his opponent, who. although
weak himself on his second, neverthe¬
less was a stroke to the good on the
third at 5. A half was the best that
Sweetser got out of this mess.
He won the next when Guilford used

an extra putt, but the third was almost
an exact duplicate of the first with an¬
other of these half stymies at the end
to keep Sweetser from winning the
bole. At the fourth Guilford dropped a
six foot putt for a 3. Then came some
more mangling by the Boston steam
roller, a hashing afield and a missed
putt.
Playing the last, hole on the outward

Journey after both Wad been short Gull-
ford chipped close enough to get down
for one putt. This left it all even again,
and when Guilford galloped off with the
eleventh and twelfth It looked as If the
Bostonian had found his touch and had
started out to mnke mincemeat of this
rival, Jess, who dares to leave the final
"K" out of his name.

Kwretwr Gets a Break.
The break in that round cams when at

the thirteenth Guilford missed a two
foot putt and allowed his opponent to
halve. Sweetser was the closer of the
two to the hole on the approach, and
yet his ball finished off the green. He
chipped strong down hill and missed
the putt coming bock for his 4. Gull-
ford very kindly missed the two footer.

(Iweetaer had two fine wooden shots
down close to the fourteenth green.
Guilford sliced his second and lay on
the rough at the edge of a bunker. The
next Incident of note was Sweetser**
swinging his chip Ave feet wide aa.j rte-
yond so that he missed his 4 and allowed
Gull fond to get a half.

This was where Sweetser once more
tapped petulantly. Jess looked so mad
about It that one felt glad to think that
golfers cannot at thslr will substitute
Queensberry for Ht. Andrews.
There Is no denying that Just about

here Sweetser was not availing himself
of opportunities hurled at him by the
frowsy play of a near off dsy by the
national champion. He realised this
much, hence the tapping. The trouble
about It, too. Is that he was allowing
tluilford to settle. Already the Bos-
tonlan had two holes of a lead.

But a change, and a big one. was on
the way. It did not seem possible, but
Sweetser actually won three of the last
four hob s, so that he left off with s.n ad.
vantage of one. On these last four holes.
and, (n fact, all throughout the day.
Sweetser was a very businesslike young
man. He strode along between as If the
very result depended on the time made
from Shot to shot. One could almost
hear Jees saying: "Jesse," with the finalhear Jesi

Guilford has made a name for himself
as a great putter. The name was all he
had to work on this time. He mlssedji
putt to give Sweetser a half at the first
In the afternoon, and then Sweeteer took
charge.

Guilford, in addition to putting badly,
was a very wild man from the tee. Also
he was not always^ as accurate as he
might have been with his irons. They
halved the second, but Sweetser out¬
played the champion at the thtrd, laying
his approach on nicely afier the longer
drive and running up dead for a 4.

Guilford was caught In the trap short
and to the right of the green. His third
was just out and his foijrth was wide.
He picked up.

At the third Sweeteer laid hla ap¬
proach within three feet of the cup and
sank the putt. Then came the mem¬
orable fourth, which left golfing Boston
sorrowing.

Guilford with a heave of his shoul¬
ders slashed to the right of the course
from the fifth tec and. had his second
been longer, it would have been In the
bunker. However. Guilford didn't feel
like taking undue advantages. Chival¬
rously he flunked his third Into a trap.

Sweetser had a fine drive and what
had the makings of a grand second.
However, the ball came around to the
left and dropped Into the trap. Guilford
on his fourth made a magnificent recov¬
ery to within half a dosen feet of the
cup. Sweetser on his third fluffed from
the sand.to the rough. His friends saw
a Rift hole being thrown away.

failed a friend. The chip flew.that is,
down wont that hall to the bottom of the
oup, a shot of sixty or seventy feet.

Sweetser approached
d-tthln six feet of the cup and Guilford
beat him by the margin of aljnost four
feet. Then the putting. Sweetser missed
and, yes. Guilford missed that two footer.
The cup must have moved.

He had his Apawamls drive with him.
not always, but too often. Also he was
spasmodic on the greens.
Sweetser, though, was playing golf and

that is how the Slwanoy man came to
be b up on the mighty Guilford at the
turn and d up at the eleventh.

Jesse Clips Jess's Rail.

Both had a putt for a 2 and missed
it at the seventh. The eighth was halved
in 4s In about the same fashion. At the
ninth Sweetser laid Guilford a stymie
and Jesse in Jockeying for an opening
knocked Swectser's ball into the hole.
It looked as If at this point Guilford
aroused himself from his lethargy suf¬
ficiently long to remark. "Dash It."
The tenth was halved and at the

eleventh Guilford hammered his second
to the brow of the hunker on the hill,
Sweetser won with a 5. Guilford took
the thirteenth. Sweetser being wide on
the green to the right. Also tihe four¬
teenth went to Guilford In a fine 4.

it may have been observed fhat all
this time from the twelfth Sweetser
was dormie. A half now was all that
he required. There was a very sad
affair at the fifteenth for here Sweetser
again stymied Guilford. Jesse probably
would have had a half here but for
this.
Stymies were prominent throughout

the day In the afternoon Swecrsee
1akl Guilford bad ones at the ninth and
st the fifteenth. Both hurt. At the
thirteenth Guilford stymied Sweetser
although It is doubtful if the Metro¬
politan champion wpuld have made his
long putt for a half In any event. Then
In the morning half stymies kept
Sweetser Out at the first and third.
About the only thing that can be

said Is that Guilford was soundly
beaten. He did not play nearly as
well as he can taking it by and large,
hut then Sweetser cannot he blamed
for hltttng and hitting hard while his
opponent was groggy At that It took
him quite awhile to find his punch. Of
the efficacy of that sock there remains
not a shadow of doubt, not In sorrow¬
ing Boston.

Knepper vs. Telle j .

Next in Importance to the Sweetser-
Guilford match, or it may even be
transcending It In Importance, was the
affair of*'R©odle" Knepper. The pun
la a had one, but then, Rudy has eradi¬
cated the danger spots from overseas.
Torrance and Tolley working Into the
semi-Anal, much as did Bernard Dar¬
win at Hoylake two years dgo when
he eliminated first Paul Punter and
then, in the last eight. Fred Wright.
To'.ley is another who ilke Guilford

had wild oats substituted for his dally
meal. Tolley this morning was wilder
than a floel. of hawks and as high in
the r.ir as the champion soarer of the
flock.

However, Knepper
laid his second to the home green within
eight feet of the cup and sank the putt
for a winning J. leaving off 3 up.
Another wild start was made by Tol¬

ley In the afternoon, the wildest o fthe
tournament so far. His first shot was
slloek over the fence to the race track,
and his second, a wooden club shot,
ricocheted from the fence. On the third,
an Iron, Tolley got back to the golf
links, but he didn't have a chance on
the hole. Theiyhe was bunkered at the
second, and there he was again 4 down.
At the sixth he was 3 down, but he
c.leared this latter loss away with a
brilliant shot at the seventh that almost
yielded the first hole In 1 of the tourna¬
ment. The hall passed the cup and
lay only two Inches beyond.
No one could have told by Tolley s

demeanor that he was hanging on the
verge of defeat. All golf matches look
allko to this player. He was 4 down
with # to play, but Knepper had not
won yet. Tolley took the tenth, clip¬
ping dead from the back of the green,
while his opponent, from almost the same

spot, ran out of dead and missed his
putt:

Tolley was on the Iff yard eleventh
with two magnificent swipes and almost
scored an eagle 3. Knepper halved With
him one under par by poling a twenty
foot putt.

Brooki.iwe, Maxn., Sept. 7..Two of
the mighty fell at Brookline to-day.
Mr. Qullford and Mr. Tolley arc gone.
Whether for British or American vend¬
ors, there is but one match to describe,
and that is the one in which Mr. Tolley.
after being 5 down, with thirteen to
play, lost to Mr. Knepper at the last
hole, it was a truly wonderful match.
The early holes must be lightly dis-

Hiiaaed. Mr. Tolley seemed at first
rather jaded and unwell, and played
some weak, erratic shots. It t^s\s the
"heel of Achilles." That wild, crooked
driving was his undoing. He took 4 4
to reach the turn, and with twelve holes
played. Mr. Knepper, by keeping rea¬
sonably steady, was A up. Then came
the first thrill.

Tolley Poor at Start.

At the thirteenth Mr. Knepper was on
the green In 2. Mr. Tolley played a

poor second and was in the rough. He
played a beautiful little pitch which
broke perfectly on a bank and trickled
on and went In. Thus a likely 5 be¬
came an actual 3 and a. likely 5 down
became only 3 down. Moreover, he won

the next two holes as well, playing
them superbly, and was J down with 2
to go.

But Mr. Knepper came at him again,
hslvrd the seventeenth and holed a

great putt to win the eighteenth in 3,
and so went in to lunch 2 up.

At the beginning of the second round
Mr. Tolley seemed, out of the hunt. He
made some very erooked shots and Mr.
Knepper was as steady as a roek. The
result was that Mr. Knepper tvas 5 up
at the sixth hole. The seventh is a

one shot, hole of about 190 yards. Mr.
Knepper played a beauty to within six
yards, but Mr. Tolley went one better
and was literally within six inches.
Four down.
Two halves followed and at the tenth

Mr. Knepper took three putts on green.
Three down with eigfct to go. The elev¬
enth is well over 500 yards long. Mr.
Tolley slashed himself right home In
two glorious shots. Mr. Knepper was
bunkered well short itf the green, hut
got out and holed a ten yard putt for
a eruel half in 4. The twelfth was
halved.

Thirteen Crnrlnl Hole.

Once again the thirteenth was crucial.
Mr. Tolloy was badly bunkered off the
tec and could only just get out. Mr
Knepper, straight as a Hue. was home
in 2. It seemed thu.t he must be 4 up
with 5 to play and the match as good
as over. But golf is incalculable. Mr.
Toliey played a magnificent third and
holed a three yard putt. Mr. Knepper
missed his short one and was only 2 uo
after all.

up again during'thc matches at Forest
Hills a few days ago. "Isn't it a pity,"
soms of the tennis fans were heard to
say, "that so sterling a player may not
be available for the American Davis
Cup team, attain?"
Before leaving for Philadelphia yes¬

terday for the national title event
Johnston was ashed abodf the truth of
the rumor and about his future tennis
plans In general, and his answer ought
to set all rumors aside for somo time
to come.
"Of course," replied Bill, "it would

bo foolish for me to say positively that
I shall be here next year to play for
Hie championship, hut so far as I can
determine my plans for the future, I
certainly expect to keep on playing
tennis. Something might happen next
year, or any year for that matter, to
prevent my making the trip, hut it is
my intention to stay in the game Just
as long as I can piny it. There is no
reason why I should stop playing so
long as I can do It reasonably well
and I look forward to several years
more of tennis activity. It Is a long
way from San Francisco to New York
and it may not always be easy to make
the trip, but so far as my own Inten¬
tions arc concerned, 1 like the game
and hope to have an active part in it
for nonie time to come."
