Park Music Hall
Becomes Uptown
Burlesque House

Minsk} Brotkera Reopen Thea¬
ter at Columbus Circle With

Livelv Entertainment.

The Minskv Brothers, who have hith¬
erto given the burlesque field its due
at the National Winter Garden on the
East Side, moved up to Broadway and
reopened the Park Music Hall, formerly
tho Majestic and the Park Theaters,
last night. A visit to this house, which
they have redecorated and made over

into a home for travesties, is time well
spent if only for the sake of perusing
the programme foreword of William
Mlnsky in which he discusses his
triflings with the classic Greek dramas,
tells of the fun he had in reading Ter¬
ence's comedy, "Phorme," and refers
to George Jean Nathan. His excursions
into Attic literature can hardly be said
to have resulted in a Greek masterpiece
at the Park, but the production does
make a sturdy effort to have more
moments that are skits on current
themes than docs the average burlesque,
and it has much more real humor, some
of It very skittish.

There was a travesty on the Bowery,
a burlesque holdup and one of those
chronic sketches in which the pseud*.
King of the Sandwich Islands meets a

supposed society matron who is wild
about royalty, and has heaps of fun
with a French menu, ordering something
\#itch in the end turns out to be the
beans he abhors.
Tom Howard, a very attenuated come¬

dian, .played an amusing real estate op¬
erator and was the chief figure in sev-
eral other of the comedy scenes he
wrote, reminding one of Jamese Barton
on a very strict diet. His humor was
more robust than his appearance, as Mr.
Mlnsky might say. Hamtree Harrington,
negro comic, made a ludicrous second,
giving an imitation of Bert Williams and
his card pantomime when not busy
flourishing a razor.

Miss SnllJifields made a hit whenever
she sang, principally gesturing with her
elbows. The Creighton Sisters were
much In evidence in songs and dances,
seeming to enjoy the occasion as much
as the audience. Miss Elsa Maawn anil
William i-auld overcame a poor start
when they sang by taking to dancing,
and there was a little chorus girl in
an elaborate circus episode wno shook
herself and made the house shake with
applause.
The girls are uncommonly pretty for

this style of entertainment, while their
voices are up to burlesque standard,
The scenery, by John Wenger, is quite
effective, which is more than can be"
said for the lyrics, which rime "mind"
with "time." Fot-naro has put bizarre
decorations in the lobby for the best
production the Mlnskys have made, and
possibly it may add to the traffic con-
gestion already so heavy around
Columbus Circle.

7ISHERMEN ARE SEEKING
RIGHT TO SHOOT GULLS

Contend Scavengers Take Soft
Clam Bait.

Cavk Mat, Sept. 15..Fishermen along

the New Jersey coast will ask the
lawmakers at Trer.ton this winter for
legislation to make it lawful to shoot
seagulls.

Fishermen complain that the gulls
have become so numerous that It is al¬
most impossible to {rick up soft clams
for bait along the whore. The gulls take
the clams up In the air and let them
drop on the hard sands and then cat
them.

In the inland waterways where soft
crabs were formerly plentiful, gulls have
almost exhausted the supply until soft
crabs on the Jersey coast have become
a delicacy. Sportsmen in southern New
Jersey will ask the lawmakers to repeal
the law that makes It unlawful to shoot
curlew.

JAPAN IS TRYING
TO RECOVER LOANS

Credits Were Extended to
China in 1918.

Tokio., Sept. 15..The Government and
banks of Japun are trying to devise
some scheme whereby what are known
as the N'tjthihara loans to China, total¬
ing 100,000,000 yen. may be recovered
or at least the interest of 7,500,000 yen
a year, which has not been paid since
the loans were negotiated In 1818, may
be secured.
When the loans were made by the

Industrial Bank and the banks of Korea
and Formosa it was expected that China
would give the banks certain conces¬

sions, but these have not been forth¬
coming. The banks have had to pay
the interest to the Investors who bought
the bonds, and there seems no prospect
of China being able to repay the Interest
much less the capital, which was to have
been spent on railways in Manchuria
and Mongolia and In the development
of mines in the 'Amur and Kirln prov¬
inces.
Of the total 50,000,000 yen was to be

refunded In July. 1923, and the balance
In 1081. At a meeting of representatives
of the banks and Government three
plans were suggested, but no definite
conclusion was reaohed. The plans
were; New loans to be raised for the
readjustment of the old loan ; the old
loans to be readjusted by means of re¬

newals; a fundamental readjustment to
be effected by raising China's customs
tariff.
The first plan was rejected as con¬

trary to the retrenchment policy of the
Government; the second was well nigh
Impracticable, since China Is unable even
to pay Interest on the existing loans;
the third plan held too many difficulties
before It could be made practicable.

Mrs. Wheelwright refused to divulge

the birthplace of her son, although she
admitted that as a boy ho lived within
a stone's throw of the Christian
Brothers' College, which he later at¬
tended.

Mrs. Wheelwright reiterated her stand
of some time ago, when she announced
she would give no more information con¬
cerning De Valera.
