
SHIPPING NEWS FROM ALL PARTS OF THE WORLD
CARGO BY PANAMA

DOUBLES IN YEAR
Number of Sailings Increases
From 322 to 555, Report

Shows.

The constantly Increasing extent to
which the Panama Canal route Is being
used for the transportation of freight
Is strikingly illustrated in a report In
the Panama Canal Record, giving fig¬
ures for the fiscal year ended June 30,
1523. Cargo moving over this route from
coast to coast of the United States was
nearly doubled, tho figure for 1920-1921
being 1,372,388 tons, as compared with
2,562,527 tons In 1931-1922. tho number
of sailings Increased from 323 to 635.
Cargo tonnage on the intercoasta!

route was about equally divided be¬
tween eastbound and westbound sail¬
ings. Leading commodities carried from
the Atlantic were Iron and steel, coal,
sulphur and manufactured articles.
From the Pacific came lumber, canned
goods and dried fruit, oil and metals.
The comparisons of cargo tonnage for
1922 and 1921 were as follows:

July of this year recorded a slight

increase over the previous month's
traffic, which was taken to indicate
that the effects of the intercoastal
rate war, which broke out late In June,
were beginning to show. Jn Julv 303,421
ions of cargo transited the canal In
domestic trade, as compared with 295,343
tons tho previous month.
Second In volume of traffic through

the canal only to intercoastal trade was
the movement to the Far Fast, which
also registered a big increase. Cargo
from the Atlantic and Gulf coasts of
the United States to China. Tapan and
the Philippines amounted to 2,031,487
tons for the last fiscal year, as com¬
pared with 1,641,950 tons the previous
year. Cargo to the United states
through the Panama Canal from the
Far East was less In 1922 than in 1921,
und. In fact, was virtually negi'giblo.
as many vessels return from tho Orient
by way of Sues, this route affording
better opportunity for picking up a
homeward cargo than the trip across
the Pacific.

FRENCH SEAMEN END
STRIKE FOR 8 HOUR DAY

But Will Continue Protest by
Enforcing Technicalities.

ranis, Sept. 17..The twenty-three
hour protest strike of the seamen in
various French ports ended at 7 o'clock
this morning. At all porta where the
strike was effective the men returned
to work -without disorder.
Union leaders said that the efforts of

the men to force the Government to re¬

consider a modification of the eight hour
law would not take the form of a gen¬
eral strike, but would consist chietty In
compelling the strictest observance of
every technicality In the shipping rules,
causing many delays In the departure
of vessels. The seamen also will de¬
mand increased wages and possibly In¬
sist upon payment In pounds sterling.
