
YANKS DOWN TIGERS, 6-5.INCREASE LEAD OVER BROWNS TO 3 1-2 GAMES
Meuseis Homer in Ninth

Decides See-Saw Tussle
Drive Over Left Field Fence Breaks Tie.Pipp's

Double Scores Three With Detroit Four Run
Leader.Cobb and Schang Near Blows.

Detroit, Mich., Sept. 20..Banky Bob Mcusol won the second skirmish of

this battle in the ninth with a home run that looped gracefully over tlie left
field fence into Cherry street. Detroit, which thoroughfare has hitherto been
¦without any particular notoriety. When the ball dropped into the bitumen
tho score for the Yanks became 6 to 5. Shortly afterward the news reached
this convention cluttered city that the Washington Senators had beaten the
Browns by 5 to 0, .

The thud of tho ball against the
paveme&t means this mucin If the
Yauks win four out of the eight re¬

maining games the Browns will have
to win all of their remaining seven

games to tie the Yanks. To-night the
Yanks have a lead of three and a half
games. Consequently the prospects
arc such that the members of the
Yankee expeditionary forces cannot be
blamed foY feeling fairly optimistic.
The mathematical certainty, which
was the ultimate objective of tho ex-

pedition, has not yet been attained, hut
it Is somewhere on this side of the
horizon-

It was a truculent baseball game
throughout. As a matter of fact the
Yanks met quite as much opposition
fiofn the Tigers as they met ."torn the
I rowns at St. Louis. The only differ-,
er.ee was thai tho populace, biing quite
as much interested In the current con¬
ventions as in the national pastime, did
not feel it incumbent ttfion themce'vcs
to hurl anything at the athletes or the
camp followers.

When the Tigers accumulated four
mm in the fourth inning at the ex-
pense of Robert tShawkoy of the flam¬
ing flannel shirt, the prospects for the
mathematical certainty seemed to he
mdeh more remote than they are this
ev(-ping. When the Yanks ca:nc light
back with four runs in the fifth the
final result seemed assured.

You can't make those foolish Pirates

believe that the pennant already is out
of their reach. "Hey Barney" Dreyfusa
and Bill McKechnle have been reading
copybook mottoes to their more or less
agile pay roll, and have steamed up
their athletes with a staggering ambi¬
tion. In the opening battle of their
"erooclal" series with the Giants at the
Polo Grounds yesterday afternoon the
Corsairs. fighting desperately and bril¬
liantly in support of the cool and finely
controlling pitching of Wilbur Cooper,
triumphed by 4 to 1. While MeKechnie.
the canny Scot, kept howling mottoes
from the coaching lines, the Buccaneers
whittled the lead of our Giants to four
and a half games.
Cooper, the southpaw, with a lot of

stuff and the ability to throw the hall
wherever he wanted to. not only held the
'.Yew York sluggers to five hits, three of
which were crowded in succession into
the fourth for the lone local tally, but
rammed a home run Into the celebrated
right field stand. However, this smash,
which punctured the ninth, was an un¬

necessary slap at our gallant ball eltth.
It was another home run, also prodded
into that right field pavilion, which beat
the Giants, in the seventh inning, wdth
two out.

"Skeeter" Bigbee was the bird who
delivered the goods in the stretching
round. With "Greyhound"' Carey on

first.McKechnle had his entire menag¬
erie on parade.the Skeeter crashed in
two runs, broke the 1 to 1 tie which bad
existed since the fourth, and seemed to

shoot greater power still into the puis¬
sant pitching of Cooper. When Bigbee
trotted to the plntc McKechnle. turning
hastily to page ::Ci of the dogeared eop.v-
hook from which he kept quoting till
through the game, howled: "A sock in
the Stand Is worth two on the ground I"
Then the Skeeter socked.

McQuillan Attain Withdrawn.
