
'The Exciters' Has
Skillful Hokum and
Satire on the Same

Entertaining Coinedv by Mar¬
tin Brown With Miss Bank-
head and Allan Dinehart.

Theatergoers who will enjoy "The Ex-
cjters," the new Selwyn production dis-
clewed last night at the Times Square
Theater, will probably be of two classes,
and both can luxuriate in this entertain-
itigr tsomedy simultaneously without sus¬

pecting the appreciation of tho other.
They will be those who like skillful
hokum and those who like a skillful
satire of hokum. For Martin Brown, the
author, shrewdly presents most of the
ingredient.* that have carried other plays
to success, and then slyly pokes the
spectator in the ribs for relishing them.
He mixes both iwocesses almost from

the start, with a set of society debu¬
tantes on Long Island thirsting for ex¬
citement, who lutnd themselves together
under the name of the "Exciters" and
who are similar to the late ami unla-
mented "Shifters," except that the badge
of their sorority is a dainty pistol, worn

on a diamond garter, with the stimulat¬
ing knowledge that if they are caught
jail and a new experience awaits them.
Just how detectives might discover these
concealed weapons Is a matter not gone
into.
The chief of these most up to date

elder sisters of the flappers speeds too
swiftly, overturns her car in the ditch
and gets the new thrill of facing death
when she's carried out, injured. Fear¬
ful that she will die and her father will
lose the use of a large legacy that was

to come to her upon her marriage and
help him out of a financial hole Miss
Jtufus Rand marries off hand a very
convenient burglar who happens to he on

the premises. Then the author blithely
drags the crook element into tills ro¬

mance, principally to show how well he
can Juggle all the dramatic elements
¦without smashing one.

Rnrglar'n KA'ort* Finished.

Some time previously the burglar has
finished his efforts to live up to his
bargain of a temporary marital rela¬
tionship and has involved the girl and
himself in a clique of' high class crim¬
inals. his true Identity lias been guessed
by the patron practiced in reading the
gns of the theatrical zodiac. But it

.isn't quite so clear at the moment Just
how the crook's Jealous woman ac¬

complice guessed his identity and why
she" should lock him in the room, ex¬

cept that it seems dramatically impera¬
tive right then that the pair should be
imperilled by the rest of the desperate
clan and do some fancy shooting. The
explanation comes later, but by then
the smoke of battle has died away.
The first act at the country home,

starting slowly, but getting into a real
dramatic swing despite the somewhat
familiar, "marriage in name only"; a

delightful second act, in which a cave¬
man crook tries to fend off tlie woman

pursuing him with some bromidic ad¬
vice, and a fairly thrilling third in the
crooks' headquarters, are, on the whple,
cannily handled, while a hackneyed
fourth act turns into a delicious travesty
of the standard Hopwood comedy.

Through it all the deft digs at the
girls who would give anything hut their
good lodks for a thrill, and the men
who apply the latest methods of business
« fflciency to a criminal syndicate. All
the latter need is a motto. "Better
Burglary."

Gentlemanly t rook Appears.
Allan Dinehart. costarred with Miss

Tailulan Bankhead. took premier honors
in a role in which William Courtenay
¦would bask. He Is a gentleman crook,
although he wears a flannel shirt and
a cap and musses his hair, for lie keeps
his shoes in, good order. It Is a fat
par?, new to Dinehart. and he takes on
dramatic weight visibly. Whether han-
diing a woman roughly or a gun neatly,
lie Is always provocatively dangerous.

Miss Bankhead, In a character reml-
nisce^t of "Nice People." looked ex¬

quisite and shaded the variations of
the willful, sophisticated Miss Rand
adroitly, though the author seemed to
make the heedless girl try the uplift
stuff on her burglar pal too abruptly,
Miss Knld Markey, Miss Thais Lawton,
Miss Florence Flinn, Kclilln flayer and.
in fact, the whole rast. acquit themselves
admirably, and "The Exciters" ought
to last much longer than the "Shifters."

Treasure for Smyrna

CONSTANTINOPLE. Sept. 22
(Associated Press).'.The Su¬
preme Ecumenical Council of

the Greek Orthodox Church has di¬
rected the sale of all unessential
church property, including ikons,
chalices, candelabra und silver oil
lamps, the proceeds from which will
be devoted to the relief of the vic¬
tims of the Smyrna Are.

Instructions also have been sent
to the Greek churches in Constanti¬
nople and Thrace to send all the
gold and silver articles and val¬
uable Jewels which can be spared
to London, where they will he sold.
This extreme measure was dic¬
tated by the precarious condition
of the Greek church's finances.

H«\ tag an its sole object the advance¬
ment of better interior decoration In
this country the Art-ln-Trades Club to¬
day will open Its first annual exhibition
at the Waldorf-Astoria, with an inter¬
esting display of home furnishings set
in their natural surroundings. The ex-
hibitlon will be open until October 22
from 10 to 6 and from 8 to 10:30. Sun¬
days from 1 to 6 P. M. The press view
held yesterday disclosed unusual and
absorbing art. Breakfast rooms in old
English oak. quaint .Colonial drawing
room in unfinished pine and boudoirs
in soft 'hangings of old rose arc some
of the features
That the exhibition is given in much

.sincerity by the exhibitors rather than
from business purposes Is manifest by
the fact that no printed advertising mat¬
ter is given away by any of the ex¬

hibitors and that no effort will be made
to sell any of the material on display.
A number of exhibitors who planned
their display with a view of ignoring j
this regulation were Hsked to withdraw
their exhibition.
The most valuable single object in the

exhibition Is the breakfast room from
Hamilton Palace which is being shown
by P. W. French & Co. It was removed
from the Duke of Hamilton's castle at
Lanarkshire, Scotland, the last year,
and Is a masterpiece of oak done In
the late seventeenth century. Walls
hung with sixteenth century red velvet
and Renaissance tapestries add to the
luxury and enhance the richness of the
time stained onk.
A drawing room taken from an old

Colonial house, done in ptno nnd fur¬
nished with mahogany Is the decidedly
valuable contribution of W. A- -T. Slosne.
A Queen Anne room also In finished

pine and an English mush' room with
French influence are show n hy E. A.
Belmont of Philadelphia. Another In¬
teresting bit with Us English casement
windows and aged plaster is tne mantel
exhibition of Arthur Todhunter.

Three rooms of old oak and tapestry
are shown hy the Herter Looms. Neigh¬
bor to these Is a room hung In antique
embossed and decorated leather loaned
by Charles R. Yandell. The Erskine-
Danforth Company Is represented by a

bedroom furnished with the work of
their craftsmen.
An exhibit quite different from the

others is a rustic shrine made hy Will¬
iam laurel Harris as a memorial to the
Rev. Faflier Jacques, who was n martyr
at the hands of the Indians in 16315.
Mr. Harris's studio on the shores ot
Lake George Is near the spot where In¬
dians tortured this pioneer missionary.
The oak brackets which support his
painting wore hewed from neighborhood
trees.

In the making of this shrine Mr. Har¬
ris had the assistance of Edward F.
Caldwell for fixtures and metal work,
the Orlnoke Mills for homespun hang¬
ings. the American Eneausing Tiling
Company for tiles and the Kensington
Manufacturing Company for furniture.

Several Pastors Recently Re-'
turned From Europe to Tell

of Observations.

Church*# of all* communions through¬
out N'ew York city will respond to the
call of the Federal Council of Churches
for the observance of to-morrow as a

day of prayer for the peoples of the
Near Hast, according to reports at the
council headquarters. In the afternoon
at 3 o'clock the churches will join in a

mass meeting at I he Cathedral of St.
John the Divine. Amsterdam avenue and
113th street. The purpose of this meet¬
ing is to Join in asking the Government
to act to prevent further atrocities.

Dr. John H. Flnley will preside. Dr.
James L.. Barton of Boston, chairman of
the Near East Relief; Dr. Robert E.
gpeer, president of the Federal Council
of Churches, who has recently returned
frorh the Near East, and Dr. Harry Em-
erson Fosdick, pastor of the First I'res-
byterian Church, will be the speakers.

International crises and European pol-
ltics have inspired, the themes which

pastors will use In eermons In several
thurches of the city. Old World condi¬
tions and America's responsibilities will
he dealt with from first hand obser¬
vation, as many of the ministers have
just\returned from trips abroad.
The Rev. John Haynes ffolmea, who

l.as Just returned from a trip to Eng*
lavid, France^ Oermany, Austria and
Russia, wilt have as his subject, "What
Must the World Do to Be Saved?" at
the Community Church, In the Nations/
Theater. Forty-first street, west of
Broadway. He will give a series of ad¬
dresses on his observations in Europe at
the Sunday evening meetings of the
Community Forum In October.
The Turkish problem will be discussed

by the Rev. Charles F. Potter, pastor of
the West Side Unitarian Church, 244
Cathedral Parkway. His subject will
be "The Unspeakable Turk and the
Silent Christian."

To Discus* Austrian Conditions.

Dr. Christian F. Reisner, who re¬
cently returned from a detailed study of
conditions in Austria, will discuss the
plight of that nation at the Chelsea
Methodist Episcopal Church, 178th
street, west of Broadway, to-morrow
night. Dr. Reisoer brought back 1,000
one kronen pieces which will he dis¬
tributed as souvenirs to the worshippers.
He will enter a protest on the way the
Allies partitioned Austria.
