IN EXHIBITION PLAY

Heads Group Present to Boost
Met. Associations' Public

Courts Plans.

WINNER OVER RICHARDS

Washburn, Davis and Misses

The Metropolitan Lawn Tennis As-

sociatioy> plans to interest the sport
public in lawn tennis were realized
beyond fondest hopes yesterday when
u crowd of about 10,000 people re-1
sponded to the Invitation to see some
of the game's greatest exponents In
action on the Xorth Meadow jourts
at Central Park. The matches were
the first of a series of exhibitions
carded.

William T. Tllden, 2d. national sin¬
gles champion. and his partner in win¬
ning the national doubles champion¬
ship. Vincent Richards; Watson M.
Washburn, member of the 1921 Davis
cup team Willis Davis, Pacific Coast
star: Miss Leslie Bancroft. I^ongwood
Cricket Club of Boston: Miss Florence
Ballin. Pennsylvania chamnlon: Miss
Marie Wagner, former Metropolitan
title hold' r, and Miss Martha Bayard of
Short Hills, N. J., delighted the gallery
with a program which called for exhi¬
bitions In men's singles and douMes
and women's singles and mixed doubles.
The gallery would have done credit

to the national championships or the
Davis cup matches, both in size and
appreciation of the fine points of the
game. The enthusiasts stood five and
six deep around a space in which were
situated six courts, while the slopes
rising from two sides of the courts were
solid masses of humanity. Though many
did not know the names of all of the
strokes exhibited, they could appreciate
a point well made, and their applause
throughout hours of play was generous.
Tennis Body Picks Committee.

The Metropolitan Association had
been working on the plan for these ex¬
hibitions some time. At'the annual con¬
vention of the body last year a com¬
mittee was appointed to stimulate gen¬
eral interest in the sport and to interest
city officials in it as a game for the
youngsters.
That there were more than 6.000 ap¬

plications for courts and STHy twenty-
nine public courts in Manhattan was
one Item that the tennis organization
wished to have corrected. With this
point In mind the committee, composed
of C. S. Landers, president of the M. L
T. A.: Jones W. Merstreau, secretary;
Louis B. Dailey. Al J. Ostendorf. Ed¬
ward C. Conlln, Winfleld S. Rice and
Franklin P. Adams co-operated with J.
V. Mv.lholland, supervisor of recreation
lr. the Borough of Manhattan, and
Emanuel Swartz, assistant suiervlsor In
charge of tennis. In securing the promise
of the stars to play In yesterday's ex¬
hibitions.
The dramatic touch which would have-

been present In a tournament with a
tftle at stake was missing, perhaps."but
the tennis displayed could hardly have
been improved upon much. And the
players enjoyed the occasion as hugely
as did the spectators. Between singles,
doubles, and mixed doubles matches
Tllden presented to all of the winners
of the public courts tournament recently
completed on the same courts the med¬
als awarded by the Bureau of Recrea¬
tion.
One lad, I. B. Cohen, a student of th>*

High School of Commerce, who won

the Junior division of the tournament,
Is now the proud possessor of one of
Tllden's racquets.

Beat Van Deventer Brothers in
Final of Westehester-Bilt-

inore Tennis.

The first annual Invitation doubles
lawn tennis tournament of the Weat-
chester-Biltmore Country Club at Rye,
N. Y.( was captured by Zenzo Shimlzu,
Japanese Davis cud player, and S. How¬
ard Voshell of New York, the former
national title holder Indoors, yesterday
afternoon, from a field of thirty-two
teams of the leading metropolitan play¬
ers, who started th.» first round Satur-
day. In the final round of the tourna¬
ment, their fourth match of the day, the
winning pair defeated Ludlow \ an 1 'e-
venter and I'hilip Van Deventer. broth-
ers. erstwhile New Jersey doubles title
holders, 6.1, 8.8, 7.5.
The tourney was the first played on

the new clay courts, which may be the
scene of ono. or more of the Importaeft
lawn tennis fixtures next year, ac-

cording to the plans of the Westchester-
Blltmore Club. A gallery of 3,000 men
and women witnessed the event yester-

day.
, A1_In gaining the final honors and the

cups the victors were compelled to
eliminate four teams yesterday, as they
started in the third round and swept
through the fourth and semi-final
rounds before meeting the ^ an Deven¬
ter brothers in the cup round. In the
four matches Shimlzu and Voshell
plaved a total of 84 games. Seventeen
games were finished in the forenoon
match and after a halt for luncheon 67
games wore completed In the afternoon.

Experience Dig Factor.

The Van Deventers fought hard after
dropping the first sot, with only one
rame to their credit, but at the crucial
points the wider experience and court
craft of Shimlzu and Voshell proved the
deciding factors. The physical strain
was fast telling on Voshell toward the
end of the match and hts stroking he-
came erratic for short Intervals.
On his own service In the last se

the New York lefthander had the op¬
portunity to settle the session at 6.4.
His side was leading at 5.4. and 40.
15. with one point needed to clinch the
victory. Voshell served his usually
severe halt, and followed it in the net
to "kill" the weak return of his op¬
ponents. He cut the apgle too sharply
and the ball smashed into the net.
One mere opportunity to settle the

match remained, but Voshell lost it with
a double fault, weariness and anxiety to
score the point qulck'y resulting in the.
error. The point went to deuce twice
after that, and the Van Deventers took
the game and squared the match with
fast sessions of short volleying.

Shlmizn Concludes Match. /
Shlmizu and Voshell returned to the

attack with determination, and carried
otl the next two games. -Shimizu played
a fine, steady game, and teamed wel
with hts partner. He won the final
point for his team by a placement ace.
which dropped squarely between the
brothers. On a former occasion this
season when Shlmizu and Voshell paired
in doubles they were Just as successful,
winning the Queens title at Kew
Gardens.

Owing to the fact that the huntmg season

for several varieties of game will open on

Sunday this year the Conservation Commis¬
sion is receiving many inquiries from hunters
to know If It will be lawful to take such
game on the Saturday Immediately preceding
the opening date.

There used to be a provision In the con¬
servation law that where the open season
commenced or ended on Sunday it should be
deemed to commence or end on the Saturday
Immediately preceding such Sunday, but this
provision has been repealed, and it now is
unlawful to take game on the Saturday pre¬
ceding the opening date when such date falls
on Sunday.
The open season for deer in tha Adiron-

dacks, hares and rabbits in most counties:
black, gray and fox squirrels; grouse and
woodcock opens on Sunday this year, .and
the law prohibits the taking of them on the
Saturday preceding, j
In the counties of Clinton, Essex, Frank¬

lin. Fulton. Hamilton, Herkimer, Jefferson,
Lewis, Oneids. Oswego,'Saratoga, St. Law¬
rence, Warren and Washington, e.xcept the
towns of Salem, White Creek and Jackson,
wild deer having horns not less than three
lflches In length may be taken from October
15 to November 18. both Inclusive; In the
towns of Salem, White Creek and Jackaon,
in the county of Washington, wild deer hav¬
ing horns not leas than three lnchea in length
may be taken from November 7 to Novem¬
ber 10, both Inclusive.
In Ulster, Sullivan, Rensselaer, Delaware
