Albany, Sept. 35. (
Gov. Miller determined the personnel

of the Republican State ticket to-day
by the simplo method of saying he
would not run for reelection unless he
was assured of congenial associates.
He did not, In a public statement,

express either approval of or aversion
to any candidate, and he bade the con¬

vention, which opens here on Wednes¬
day, to vote as it pleased regardless of
any views he might bo supposed to
entertain.

Nevertheless, since no one dreams of
nominating any other person than
Nathan Miller for Governor, his pro¬
nouncement had the effect of elimi¬
nating all his present Cabinet except
two members and of a decision by
other State leaders to nominate a slate
on which every man is regarded as
personally acceptable to Mr. Miller.
The demonstration of his personal
power and his leadership of the State
organization is complete.
The present Statu officers who would

like to be renominated but who, it seems
certain will not be, are Charles D. New-
ten, Attorney-General; John J. Lyons.
Secretary of State, and Prank M. Wil¬
liams, Stato Engineer.

t*«r«Urr Lyoai Indignant.
There is Just a little doubt about

Lyons, for he came back to Albany to¬
night in a blaze of Indignation and
promised to show the organisation that
he was not only a fighting Irishman
but that no reason existed for turning
thumbs down so far as he was con¬
cerned. It Is predicted, however, that
the thumbs will retain their Inverted
position and that eventually Mr. Lyons
will acquiesce.
Aa for Lleut-Gov. Jeremiah Wood, ho

Is "taken care of," for the Governor to¬
day designated him to be a Judge of the
Court of Claims, an $8,000 a year post
made vacant by the resignation last
winter of Judge William D. Cunning¬
ham.

ILLER DEMANDS
STOLEN PRISONER

Governor Asks Maryland's Ex¬
ecutive to Observe Comity

Between States.

RITCHIE AGAIN SAYS NO

Declares Socolow Is to Stay in
State Where Crime Was

Committed.

Albany, Sept. 86. I
Gov. Miller wrote to Gov. Ritchie of

Maryland to-day asking the return to
this State of Walter Socolow. wanted
in Baltimore for murder.
The request followed the receipt of

a letter from Supreme Court Justice
Francis Martin of New York telling
how Socolow was kidnaped bodily
from his courtroom by four Baltimore
detectives in the mid3t of a habeas
corpus proceeding.

Justice Martin told the Governor it
was immaterial whether the prisoner
was innocent or guilty, but that if
such a disrespectful, disorderly method
of taking a prisoner out of the Su¬
premo Court of the State of New York
during a hearing is to be tolerated
people will soon lose respect for the
administration of the law of this
State."

Text of Governor's Letter.
Gov. Miller's letter to the Governor of

Maryland follows:
"Mr dear governor :

"I Issued a warrant on September 19
for the extradition of one Walter Soco¬
low to your State, where he was wanted
on a homicide charge. On that day he
was before Supreme Court Justice Mar¬
tin In Part II. of the Supreme Court on
a writ of habeas corpus which i»ad been
sued out upon a fugitive warrant Issued
by a magistrate upon which he was then
held.

j ..."Information was conveyed to the
court that tho Governor's warrant had
been issued. Whereupon it was agreed
that the fugitive warrant had been
superseded by the Governor's warrant
and that a new writ would have to be
sued out. The court thereupon directed
a dismissal of the pending writ, where¬
upon. in defiance of the direction of the
Justice presiding, the prisoner was
forcibly rushed from the courtroom by
those in whose custody he was and was
taken to your State. The circumstances
clearly prove that that was done pur¬
suant to a preconceived plan to prevent
a hearing on a wrtt of habeas corpus.

"The rendition of a fugitive from Jus¬
tice upon a proper demand is essential
to a proper administration of the crimi¬
nal law as well as a matter of comity
between States. It is Important that
those who commit crimes or who are
charged with the commission of crime
K«- promptly apprehended and trlel in
the Jurisdiction where the crime is
charged to have bden committed, but
is equally important that the law be ad¬
ministered In orderly fashion and that
those charged with its execution should
themselves respect the law and lawful
and orderly procedure.I

rqiml niBht for Drrtndnnt.

"The right of every person to have
the cause of his detention Inquired Into
on a writ of habeas corpus by the courts
in the Jurisdiction where he Is de¬
tained Is certainly as great as the ob¬
ligation of the State to surrender a fugl-
live from Justice.
"The prisoner was entitled to have the

question whether he was a fugitive from
Justice Judicially determined on a writ
of habeas corpus, but, doubtless due to
an excess of zeal, the officers from your
State forcibly removed him from the
courtroom where he was actually In the
custody of the court, and tills was done
In defiance of tho direction of the court,
who would undoubtedly have taken
proper provision to enable the relator
to secure a new writ and thus to avoid
the mere technicality arising from the
fact that the original warrant on which
ho was held had been superseded by a

Governor's warrant.
"As a matter of fact, I do not be¬

lieve It was possible that my warrant
could have reached New York at the time
of the occurrence, because It was only
Issued on tho 19th.

heal Question at Taane.

"I am sure that you will agree with
me In foregoing views and will recog¬
nize the Importance of Insisting upon
orderly and lawful procedure. Of
course, Socolow Is now subject to the
Jurisdiction of your courts and on the
question of their Jurisdiction It Is not
material how ho came to your State,
even though he may have been kid¬
naped and unlawfully taken there, but I
trust that you will view the matter as

I do, that this Is not a question as to
who has the technical custody, but Is
rather a question of whether respect of
law Is to be maintained by Its orderly
administration.

"Socolow has been denied the right to
have the question whether he was a

fugitive 9rom the Justice of your State
Judicially determined by the courts of
this State oti a writ of habeas corpus.
Ho was denied that right by disgraceful
conduct amounting certainly to a con¬

tempt of court, i not to a more serious
crime. Tho merits of the case sink Into
Insignificance as compared with the Im¬
portance of maintaining the orderly ad¬
ministration of Justice.

MURPHY'S WORRY
SHOWS AT LAST ON

No Sign of Jocularity of
Other Years in Evading

Talk of Candidates.

GOES OVER PLATFORM

'You Never Can Tell,' He
Says Wearily, Asked

About Syracuse.

HYLAN TALK INCREASES

Compromisers Seo Satr taction
for Hearst and Smith on

Ticket for Senate.

Charles Francis Murphy, who Is be-
.lieved to hold tho Democratic nomina¬
tion tor Governor in tho hoiltfw of his
hand, stepped out of tho executive
room at Tammany Hail, where he was

revising the platform draft, for a mo¬
ment yesterday afternoon. There was

a worried look on his face.
"Who's going to be nominated?" It

was the question asked on the ap¬
proach of every convention since Mur¬
phy became boss of Tammany. Here¬
tofore the answer has Inevitably been
a jocular, "The convention will de¬
cide."
Yesterday the Boss simply shrugged

his shoulders, a weary sort of a gesture,
and responded:
"You never can tell."
Friends later declared they believed

that exactly represented Murphy's mind.
Ho does not want. Hearst, but is wor¬

ried over the pressure being brought
to bear on him by the publisher's
friends. If Hearst cannot get the nomi¬
nation for himself, he may be strong
enough to block the nomination of for¬
mer Gov. Smith and dictate tho selec¬
tion of one of his friends.probably
Mayor Hylan. If Hylan is named, it
will be because he is believed to be
the strongest candidate, and A1 Smith
may consent to run with htm for the
United States Senate. Such a ticket,
it is figured, would harmonize both
factions in the party and unite both
in working Cor the success of the ticket
But Murphy does not want Hylan taken
out of the City Hall. So he is losing
some of his customary calm in wrestling
with the problem.

Concessions to Hearst.

William J. Connors, after a long con¬
ference with Mr. Hearst las-t night,
reiterated his declaration that the pub¬
lisher would win. Somehow it did not
seem so convincing as previously.

It was reported that Murphy had
agreed to tho selection of former Gov.
Martin H. Glynn for temporary chair¬
man and State Senator James J.
Walker for permanent chairman. The
former is a concession to Hearst, the
latter to Smith.

Furthermore, it was rumored, many
concessions will be made in the piattortn
to please Hearst, ft was the piattorm
that seemed to be taking most of Mur.
phy's time yesterday. For some hours
he was in close conference with Jere¬
miah T. Mahoney, chairman ot the
tentative platform committee; Herbert
C. Pell, chairman of the State commit¬
tee, and others.

There was a story that Hearst, while
not recedng from his desire for the Gu¬
bernatorial nomination, had intimated he
would yield on tnat point if he could ne
assured of the delegates to the national
convention in 1924. He would agree to
support actively any candidate that con¬
vention might name, except Smith. If
Smith should be named he would be
willing to refrain Trom attacking him.
Furthermore, he would give liberally to
the campaign fund and would agree to
build up the organization throughout the
State. All this, ot course, on condition
that he receive a promise of the 1924
delegation. If neither he nor Hylan
should be named, the weaker the man
was the better. It was suggested, as he
would prefer not to have a man in the
Governor's chair who might be a rival
for the Presidential nomination In 1924.

Pre-Cpaventlon Plans.
Murphy was asked yesterday before

he returned to his task of revising Ric
platform:
"Who is going to be the temporary

chairmanV
"That depends," he replied. "We

don't know yet."
He said no had not seen Hearst or

sny of his representatives during the
day.

"We'll wait to get together until we
reach Syracuse," he declared.

The speech to be inade by Mayor
Hylan In the nomination of Hearst has
been written and revised, it is said. So
has that of John K. Hague of Tough-
keepsle. who is to make the chief sec¬
onding speech. His connection with the
Hearst cause has been a surprise, as he
is a Wilson Democrat, having held the
post of Appraiser of the Port In the
Wilson Administration. Ftoscoe C. Irwin
of Kingston is also slater] for a second-
Jpg speech, as Is Mra Ixiuis Heed Welz-
miller, Deputy Commissioner of Markets
in the Hylan administration.

Conner* Still "Confident."

FLOWING FROM CUBA
Smuggling; Operations of Huge

Scope Are Shown by
Federal Survey.

FLORIDA A BIG GATEWAY

Activities in Aliens Syst.ema-|
tized, With Ramifica¬

tions in Europe.

Washington, Sept. 25 (Associated
Press)..Smuggling of Chinese and
European aliens into the United States
from Cuba, the hiding of large quanti¬
ties of liquor by surreptitiously sub¬
merging it temporarity in the waters
off Florida as part of the activities of
"international bootleggers" and mock
marriages designed to insure entry
into this country of women barred by
Immigration laws form the basis of a

report submitted to Secretary Davis
by the Bureau of Immigration.
The report, Commissioner-General

Husband said to-day, is the most com¬

prehensive review of smuggling condi¬
tions ever prepared by immigration
officials and is expected to be con¬

sidered by the Treasury, Labor and
Agriculture departments in connection
with the proposed coordination of bor¬
der patrol forces.
Government Investigators, by direction

of Mr. Husband, visited Jacksonville.
Tampa, Tarpon Springs, Miami, Key
West and Havana. They mingled, it Is
said, with the "kings" of the smuggling
"industry" and talked with aliens of
every nationality who sought entry to
the United States. The data gathered,
it is stated, will prove invaluable to the
Government in coping with a situation
which has taxed the ingenuity of Fed¬
eral agents to combat.

Plots Extend to Europe.
The smuggling ramifications. It is de¬

clared, extend to the capitals of Europe,
and involve Greeks. Spaniards. Poles.
Rumanians, Russians and Chinese.
The report states that a favorite

method of gaining entry to the United
States from Cuba for certain alien wom¬
en has been for them to enter into
"fake" marriages with naturalized
American citizens who. for certain con¬
siderations, go through mock ceremo¬
nies and then accompany their "wives"
to some Florida point. Frequently, it Is
said, obliging "bridegrooms" have been
paid as high as $200 for their part in the
scheme.
The principal smugglers in Havana,

t' Investlgato: j declare, handle whisky
and narcotics. Most of the leaders in
the smuggling operation arc said to be
naturalized Americans.
A great many of the smuggling craft,

it is declared, land and depart from
Mutanzns, are of Cuban registry, and
do not enter or clear at the Custom
House there. Names used by the
schooners and power launches, it is de¬
clared, arc Inscribed on plates which
are readily removable, and some vessels
are said to carry several name plates.

Destinations of such craft when leav-
Ing Cuba are not always fixed, the In-
spectors report, and a majority of the
bigger schooners anchor outside the
customs limit off the American coast
and send their load. If aliens, ashore a

few at a time in small boats. If liquor
or narcotics, the cargo Is often sub-
merged at a predestined point and
grappled up subsequently at leisure.
Probably n«> less that four or five ves¬
sels with aliens and contraband goods
cross from Matanzas to the United
States each week, the report states.

Park In Havana la ..Market."
In Havana, according to the report,

hundreds of aliens throng Central Park
In the afternoon and at night, and con¬

stantly s dozen or more men, obviously
not of the floating alien type, operate
among them, going from group to group.
These men. it la explained, are run-
ners for the smuggling "kings."

There is no employment In Cuba for
thousands of the Chinese ami European
aliens now there, it Is reported, ret
since the present passport and amended
Immigration restrictive act became op¬
erative in this country last May at
least 7,000 aliens are said to have ar-

rived In Havana with the ultimate hope
of gaining surreptltous entry to the
United States. IThere are at present, it is estimated,
approximately 30.000 Chinese In Cuba
for whom there Is no employment. In
fact, the report avers, the Orientals
will not accept work tinder any elrrum-
stances except to earn sufficient money
with which to pay passage to this
country or to Mexico. The usual fee
for smuggling aliens. It Is learned,
ranges from $500 to $1,000 for each
Chinese and about $150 for a European
alien.
Many of the "master smugglers" In

Havana conduct shops as "blinds." the
report discloses, and conduct their Illegal
operations "on tbe quiet." One of the
favorite routes for tht^ smugglers, It
Is Irs rood. Is from Havana to Long Key,
thence up the coast past Turkey point
to Miami, through Hope Sound, past
Palm Reach, then through the "inner
waterway" and flnuily Into the St. John
River.

FIV OS FIVE FOOT SKULL.

Asked Mrs. Hall if She
Feared an Elopment, but

She Still Trusted.

INQUIRY MAY BE ENDED

Many Influential Persons
in New Brunswick Said
to Want This Result.

.DEATH COMPACT* AGAIN

Investigators Need Only to
Find Trace of Pistol to Sup¬

port First Theory.

New Brunswick, Sept. 25..Consid¬

ering that the bodies of Mrs. Eleanor
Mills and the Rev. Edward W. Hall,
found murdered near the lonely I'hll-
lips farm house outside this city on

September 16, may have been robbed
long after they had been killed, the
county detectives of Middlesex and
Somerset continued to-day thfclr ex¬

amination of Raymond Schneidei,
who, with Pearl Bahmer, 15, found the
bodies.

If it is established that there was a

pistol near the bodies at any time it
is possible that the authorities will
return to the murder and suicide the¬
ory which at first proved untenable
when no weapon was found.
Such a theory would make possible

the abandoning of the investigation.
It is a fact that there are many peo¬
ple in New Brunswick, some of them
influential, who would like to see the
whole matter dropped.
The day brought from James Mills

statements in elaboration of what he
had said previously about his move¬
ments on the night of the murder and
his state of mina at the time.

Talked of Elopement.
¦While he still denies he. suspected his

wife. Mills did say ho had mentioned
the possibility of an elopment In talktnis
with Mrs. Hall, wife of the dead
on Friday, the morning after the
clergyman and his choir singer ha -

appeared. He said Mrs. Hail replie
ills question about whether she thought
there had been an elopement:

"No, I think there has been foul play.
Mr. Hall was never out so late before.
I am going to telephone the police.
Then Mills, for himself, made to-day

the following somewhat startling re-

m"riksald nothing. T had no money to
telephone the police."
These afterthoughts of Mills, who has

talked and talked ever since the bodies
were discovered, but who appears every
now and then to remember something
fresh, may, of course, be products or
the imagination of a man literally hurW
into a limelight to which he never had

a*But<'lf Mills is telling the strict truth
they show that he not only bad It In
hls'mlnd at the ttme of the I. Uithlils wife was more than friendl> with
the clergyman, but that his own regard
for her had sunk to such a low level
that he counted the price of a telephone
call wh*n puzalcd about her where¬
abouts after a night away from .

Recalling Schneider and the Behner
girl into the case a< this stage lias served
to add to the complications In the mys¬
tery but apparently the detectives only
are concerned with them In liningwhether the bodies were robbed long
after the murder.

....Schneider, who is a badly frightened
young fellow of 23. had to do a lot of
explaining. He Insists, however, that he
did not touch the bodies when he found
them that he did not see either a pistol
or the minister's watch and fhnt he knew
nothing whatever about the crime.

Has Known tilrl fop Three Years.

The locking up of trie B'hncr girl
on her father's charge that she was in¬
corrigible. was merely a ruse to make
tier talk and It failed. She was released
this morning. That, she and young
Schneider had an affair Is established.
Schneider has been married three years,
but does not live with his wife. He
says he met the Behner girl three years
ago and has been "going with" her ever
since. It would appear, therefore, that
she was lrttle more than twelve when
she succeeded In mixing up Schneider's
matrimonial arrangements.
The two were together, according to

Schneider, on Thursday night. September
14. until about 9:31. when he left her
downtown. Then he met 1/eon Kauff-
man and Clifford Hayes and walked '<>
the neighborhood of his home, which is
close to Buocleuch l'ark. Kauffman
left at 11 o'clock.

Then Schneider and Hayes walked
about the streets and the park until
nearly three In the morning. They as¬
sert that they were merely talking; that
they saw only one couple In the park
and one automobile, heard no shots, tio
screams nor anything else to arrest
their attention.

Srnnelder met the Behner girl on
Friday and again on Saturday morning.
When ho and she found the. bodies.
Schneider tolls the same story he has
told so often. He adds that he and the
girl stayed at the spot under the apple
tree for ten minutes, not knowing what
to do. He did not touch the bodies,
and the authorities, he says, found them
Just as they were when he and the
Behner girl first saw them. He went
to the nearest house that had a tele¬
phone. called the police, and then re¬
turned. waiting for the police to arrive.
He says he "had no rtght" to touch the
bodies.

TURKS REENTER NEUTRAL
ZONE AND RUSH TROOPS TO
THRACE; CABINET TO RESIGN
WARSHIPS READY TO RESCUE
AMERICANS IN DANGER ZONE

CONSTANTINOPLE, Sept. 25..American naval forces here have

announced plans for the protection of Americans in the event
of an outbreak of hostilities. The 500 American citizens in

Constantinople are to report at five centrally located stations daily
before noon.

If the disorders become so serious that the Americans cannot
remain with safety in their homes they are to report to four evacuation
stations: The American naval supply base at Galata, the Near East relief
warehouse in the Bosphorus, the American Women's College or Robert
College. They are instructed to bring food and water to last several
days and to place their motors at the disposal of the station. Destroy¬
ers, the flagship Scorpion and submarine chaser No. 96 will protect
them in the event of evacuation.

All United States destroyers will be sent to Scutari and Stamboul
to take off Americans in the event of hurred evacuation.

Persia Urged to Intercede With
Kemal in Behalf of

Refugees.

Geneva, Sept. 25..Two hundred

thousand Christian refugees now in
Smyrna are in grave peril of massacre,

notwithstanding the fact that peace
negotiations are under way between
the Powers and Mustapha Kemal. Such
is the alarming news the British Gov-
-nment received from its agents in
Asia Minor Saturday and cominunl-
cated to the Earl of Balfour to-day
with the request that he make an np-
peal to the nations assembled here to

redouble their efforts collectively, to
remove the refugees from the devas-
fated city and furnish them with food.
The action of the British Govern-

rnent, in view of the gravity of the
situation involving the refugees, has
caused great surprise as well as alarm
among the delegates of the assembly
of the League of Nations.surprise due
to the credence apparently given by
the British Cabinet to reports of con-

tinued malfeasance by the Turks, de-
spite the fact that they have received
peace terms amounting almost to ca-

pitulation on the part of the Powers.
The alarm was occasioned by the

thought of what might happen if the
British agents' report proved well
founded. In speaking before the as-

sembly to-day Lord Balfour spoke
guardedly of the British Information,
which, he said, showed the "danger of
a great calamity in Smyrna."'

Massacre Set for Sitnrday,
"I did not care to communicate in

detail the intelligence we have re¬

ceived," Lord Balfour explained later
to The New York Herald correspond¬
ent. "I can only say that if it Is
correct it shows the situation in Smyrna
to be graver than It has ever been.
Help must bo forthcoming immediately
or it will be too late."

Elsewhere It was learned that the
information on the situation In Smyrna
was given to the British Government
by Its agents In Asia Minor who have
Intercepted secret messages from Turk¬
ish commanders, one of these tailing
for the murder of all Christians remain¬
ing In the destroyed city and actually
fixing next Saturday as the day for
the commencement of the criminal un¬
dertaking
This Information reached London

Saturday afternoon after the Paris con¬
ference had adjourned, and It was con¬
sidered of such gravity that Lord Bal¬
four was instructed to appeal to the
League assembly here.
As a result of to-da>'s developments

the big nations appear to he in the situa¬
tion of having invited the Turks back
Into Europe, and they are taking un¬
heard of measures to get all Christians
out of reach of the victorious Kemallst
army as soon as possible. Lord Balfour
appealed to Persia to-day as the one
Mohammedan nation represented in the
league to act as Intermediary with
Kemal In an attempt to savo the lives
of the refugees. His appeal was sec¬
onded by Dr. Krltdjof Nansen. and as a

result the head of the Persian delegation
Is telegraphing to henial asking him to
protect the commissioner of the league
who Is going to Smyrna to direct the
removal of refugees. Col. Proetor, ffte
League's commissioner In Constanti¬
nople, Is understood to be on the way
to Smyrna In the name of the League
to protect the refugees while the League
Is getting them away. The nations rep-
resented In the league are asked to pro¬
vide as many ships as possible to trans¬
port the remaining Christians In the
Near En.' t to a Creek Island where food
wlli be sent theni.

Transports on "Way to India J
Arc Diverted and More War¬

ships Are Dispatched.

CABINET IS OPTIMISTIC

London Feeling: Is Kemal Will

Notwithstanding the improved pros¬

pect in the Near East and Lord Cur-
zon's message from Paris that "peace
is almost assured," military and naval
movements toward the Dardanelles
are proceeding ut top speed. Alder-
shot is bustling with activity as the
Third battalion of the Coldstream
Guards and a battalion each of the
Royal Fusileers and the Rifle Ilrigade
arc preparing to depart on Wednes¬
day. A headquarters staff will ac¬

company these units, and upon arrival
Ir. the straits they will be brigaded
with the Grenadier Guards, who are
en route.
A flotilla of submarines have left

Portsmouth, presumably for the Medi¬
terranean. In the Portsmouth area
all service men were withdrawn from
reserve on board ships and in shore
establishments In order to make up
the special service unit that left Sat¬
urday and Sunday.
There Is renewed activity at Wool¬

wich, where 100 men are engaged at
the dockyard arsenal In handling
stores. Four transports on the way
to India have been diverted at Malta
and are proceeding to Chanak. Two
flotillas of destroyers, the Malaya and
the Revenge, already have been sent
to the Dardanelles from the Atlantic
fleet to Join the Mediterranean fleet,
which consists of Ave capital ships,
six light cruisers, twenty-one destroy¬
ers and other smaller craft. The air¬
plane carrier Argus, liclonging to the
Atlantic fleet, has left for the Medi¬
terranean with a large quantity of
stores. Seaplanes, equipment and ulr
force personnel have been despatched
from England.

Seek Experienced Oflleern.
The War Office staff Is so busy it

was forced to give up golf yesterday.
The members stuck to their Jobs to keep
the machinery moving for the transport
and reception of troops, and the army
is being combed for officers who have
had experience in the Near East.

the neutral zone near Chanak.
Hamid Bey, the Kemalist represen¬

tative here, declares that the Angora
Government will reject the allied
terms. He insists that the Turks will
demand all of eastern Thrace and will
refuse demilitarization of the straits.

It is reported that the Sultan's Cabi¬
net will resign to-morrow, and it In
also said that the Grand Vizier has
notified the Kemalist Government that
the Constantinople Government does
not desire to embarrass Angora, and
that therefore the Cabinet is preparing
to resign. In this case it is expected
that Kemal will send a Governor-Gen¬
eral to Constantinople.
The Porte has organized a force of

10,000 to take over the administration
of Thrace and is sending them there
in motor trucks. The volunteer army-
has occupied all rail heads and road
junctions in Turkish Thrace. The Al¬
lies are expected to allow the trans¬

port of a small force of Kemallsts from
Asia Minor to the European side by¬
way of Midia.
An armistice conference has been ar¬

ranged af. Mudaia on or about October
1. (ThU is believed to refer to the
Greeks and Turks, as the Allied High
Commissioners were to meet yesterday
afternoon to arrange such a one.)
AH sorts of conflicting rumors ara

afloat In the city. The Christian popula¬
tion fears a Turkish uprising, A flra
is raging to-night in Upper I'cra street,
a main thoroughfare of this city, and
the population is in a state of panic.
The British destroyer sunk night be¬

fore la«t in the S»ea of Marmora, it now
develops, was rammed by a Turkish
steamship carrying troops and the steam¬
ship has been seized by the British.

Hamhl Bey, representative of the An¬
gora Government In Constantinople, de¬
clared to-day the allied Invitation to tha
peace conference could not be accepted
by the Turkish Nationalists on the terms
laid down.
"We cannot accept the allied terms be-

rauso they propose o demilitarize the Pea
of Marmora and part of Thrace, which
v. ould prevent us from bringing our
troops from Asia to Europe," said Hamid
in a statement to the correspondent.
"Neither can we accept literally the con¬
dition that our army shall not advance
while the peace conference is progress¬
ing.

"Tills would so circumscribe our move-
m< nls that the enemy would have ample
opportunity to prepare forces for a fresh
attack and would give the Allies a
chance to complete their land and naval
reinforcements In the event the confer¬
ence failed.

"Regarding the straits, we have ai¬
re niv admitted freedom for the paaeags
of all vessels through the I>sr-l*nell**,"
continued llamld, "but we are nft pre.
pared to define in w hat authority of
body the control shall lie vested. That
question must be. settled a' a confer¬
ence between the Turks and the Allies.
