In 1800 Mr. Miller became Corporation
Counsel for the eity of Cortland and in
January, 1902, at the age of 33, was
appointed State Comptroller, ding
Erastus Knight, resigned. In an elec-
tlon following he was reelected to that
office, from which he resigned in 1803 to
accept an appointment as Justice of the
Bupreme Court of the 8ixth Judiclal dls-
trict. 2 d by both D ts and
Republicans im T804, he was roelected to
that ofMee. In 1905 Miller was appolnted
Amsociate Justice of the Appellate Di-
vigion of the Recond Department. After
five years in the office Le was appointed
to a simitar position in the First De-
partment, from which he resigned in
1418 to resume his law practice. He
thereupon removed from Cortland to
Byracuse,
