Doorn Castle was adorned with bou-

Head of Cyanamid Company
Rendered Great Service
During the War.

Frank Sherman Washburn, o leader
in American engineering and chairman |
of the board of the American Cysnamid |
Corporation, dled at his homs In Rye, |
N. Y., early vesterday morning. Death |
was due to bLronchlal pneumonia. Fu-
neral services will be held, at his late |
home to-morrow at 2:156 P. M.

Mr. Washburn s survived by

He was a ploneer In the development |
af the process of extracting nitrogen
from the alr and was one of that group
of men who rendered to the Government
invaluable service durlng the world war.

Had Been on Beneh Since
1895; City Court Will Close
: for Funeral.

Chief Justice Edward F. O'Dwyer of
the City Court died suddenly vesterday
at his home, 37 West Seventy-sixth
streat,

Judge O'Dwyer had besn on the City
ourt bench since 1895 and was elected
Chief Justice In 1906. Out of respect Lo
hia memory the cour: wil! close to-mor-
row and the justices will attend hils
funeral in a body, A speclal meeting of
the Board of Justices will be called this
week to elect hls sucoessor for the ex-
piration of the term.

Judge O'Dwyer was born in New York
years ago and educated in the New
York public schools and law school, He
began practicing law here after his ad-
mission to the bar and served one term
as alderman before his election as City
Justioe, Although never active in poli-
ties he was a prominent member of the
Democratio party in this city and at one
time was president of the National
Democratle Club.

In 1914 Judge O'Dwyer led a move-
ment to ewpel Charies F. Murphy.
Thomas F. Foley and other Tammany
lendars from party control, They were put

52

{out of the National Democratic Club for
nan-payment of dues, but Judge O'Dwyer
admitted that this was merely 'a pretext,
He gald:

“We want to get rid of Mr. Murphy
and the others becaups they are goner- |
ally dlseredited and detrimental to the
party. They were not retired becauae

they had not paid their dues, because the |

dues were offered d refused,”

Later Judge O'Dwyer was one of the
leaders In an unsucoessaful effort Lo or-
ganizge an anti-Murphy Democratic
ticket.

Although Judge O'Dwyer's health had
been falllng for some time he was able
to go to his club up to a week ago. His
death was due to apoplexy or paralysls,
of which he nad had two previous at-
tacks.
