ONE DIES AS MATES
PARADE FOR SAFETY

Lone Tragedy Is Contrast to
Nine Deaths That Marred
Last Oct. 9.

TABLET FOR 1,054 KILLED!

Thousands of Children Join in
Maveh Protesting Against |
|

Casualties,

The death of a schoolboy under o
truck at the time that more than 25,000
of his mates were parading In Manhattan
and Brooklyn carrying banners with
“Don't Get Hurt" and other safety slo-
gans, marked the formal opening yester-
day of New York clty's "Safety Week.”
The single fatallty of the day contrasted
markedly with the nine deaths from ac-
cldents on October §, 1021,

Nathan Pearlin, aged 18, of 72 Glen-
more avenue, Brooklyn, was killed in-
stantly at noon when he tried to ride his
blewels between a moving automobile
truck and a truck drawn up at the curh |
on Glenmore avenue near Christopher |
avenue. The boy fell beneath the rear
wheel of the moving truck. FHe was
dead when physiclans reached him.

Percy ‘Allwell of 345 Forty-sixth ave-
nue, Brooklyn, operator of the truck,
wans tnken to New Jerzey Avenue Court
on o charge of homleide. This charge
was dismissed after Maglstrate Lioia
had reviewed the evidence, and rued
that Allwgll was blameless,

Vietims Represented.

The feature of the “Safety Week™
parade was g division of 1,64 children
representing that number who lost their
lives from acecidents In New York clty
Inst year. The division was headed by
Boy Scouts earrying long streamers of
crepe bunting and a papler mache tomb-
stone bearing the inscription, 1,084 |
Children Killed in Accldents in New
York City In 1821—Why Must This Con-
tinue ?**

A monument to these 1821 vietims of
accidents was dedicated In Central Park,
the terminus of the parade. The mem-
orial s In the form of a tablet, molded
In plaster and deslgned by Thomas
Hastings, the sculptor. It was erected In
the sheep meadow, More than 200
“white star'" women, mothers of the
ehildren who were killed in aeeldents,
attended the dedication exercises.

Medals to the Boy Scout and Girl
Sgout who had perfarmed the bravest
dewvd of herolsm In saving the lives of
children were awarded by Pollee Com-
mizsloner Enright. The medals were
presented by the Safety Institute of
America.

Plick “Nameless Heroine."

In the award to the bravest Girl
Seout in Greater New York a novel-pres-
entation was made. Tinable at the last
moment to select one from the many
candidates under consideration, the com-
mittee adopted the plan of bestowing
the medal on a ‘“nameless heroine®
chosen at random from the spectators,
who was to hold the medal in trust for
the real herolne to whom it Anally Is to |
be awarded.

The girl chosen was a blonde school-
girl who wore a white mark and suceess-
fully concealad her ldentity throughout
the ceremonles.

The gold medal for the Boy Secout|
who had displayed the most bravery in |
