CoxgranTINOPLE, Oct. 18.—Adrianople
is a deserted city. The French marched
in to-day through empty strects be-
tween  shuttered houses. There s
practically not a Greek or Armenian
inhabltant left in the interfor of East-
orn Thrace. In spite of the efforts
made by allled authorities to allay their
fears and prevent precipitate migra-
tion, they have fied.

All the roads leading out of thisland
of desolation ave full of long columns
of refugees riding in oxcarts, on horses
and mules or staggering along afoot
through the deep mire caused by
twenty-four hours of heavy rain.
Women with bables trudge twenty
miles a day or more., Many of the
villagers are driving thelr cows or
flocks of sheep before them.

It is estimated that 350,000 men,
women and children are slowly tramp-
ing weatward over the congested roads;
the population of an entire country-
eide on one of the saddest pllgrimages
in history.

Desperately they are struggling along
with us much of thelr preclous house-
hold goods as they can load Into carts

or carry on their backs; but their homes |

they must leave behind. Hapless victims

of political Intrigues far passing their |

slmple comprehension, they acpgept the
inevitable with the passive reslgnation
of the Eastern

end, whether In western Thrace or on
some barren island of the Aegean Seq.
The few rallway lines are blocked
with endless trains crowded with ref-
ugees. Every statlon s transformed
into a camping place for thousands.
Fortunately, though the sky is already
overenst, the rainy seasgon is not vet in.
There ls reason to hope that evacuation
may be completed before the first
heavy rains turn the desert, waterless
land Inte a swamp. The danger of
epidemics breaking out among this
destitute multitude naturally s very
great,” Even the districta they are go-
Ing to are not free of disense apd sick-
ness. and it is belleved that plague
has been reported in Salonlca.

Misery Great In Ports,
