Blue and White Students Raise

Question of Validity of
Touchdown.

While New York University was still
celebrating last night the " to 6 footballvictory scored over Columbia Hat|urday agitation was afoot among undergraduatesat Morntngslde Heights for
presentation of a formal protest which
might possibly turn the defeat into a
Blue and White victory. It is the con-
tentlon of certain Columbia rooters that
the touchdown scored by New York
University was in reality a safety,
scoring two points Instead of the six
credited for a touchdown without the
accompanying try at goal.
The second paragraph of the "ApprovedGround Rules" on page u.r> in the

rule book reads:
"A blocked kick, which after being

blocked crosses the kicker's coal line
and goes into the* stand or among the
spectators, shall count as a safety."
A brief introduction In the "Approved

Ground Rules" reads: "The following
ground rules shall apply unless they
be altered by mutual agreement of rep-
resentatlves of the two teams before
the game."

It is th'e contention of some Columbia
rooters that when the kick blocked by
Berkwlt, from which the touchdown re-
suited, bounded back across the goal
lino Columbia was defending, it trav-
eled right on into the west stand and
was batted on to the field by spectators.
Then came the scramble in which" Too-
rock gained possession of the oval, and
N. Y. U. was credited with a touchdown.
From the press section, which begins

at about midfleld in the north stand
and stretches off toward the eastern end
of South Field, the ball did appear to
bound into the west stands, apd without
awaiting an official opinion, some sport
writers chalked up a safety against Columbia.However, there were 110 signs
of protest on the field when the scoreboardshowed a touchdown for N. Y. lT.
nor at any time during or after the
contest.

Just what official steps may be taken
remains all problematical. A reversal
nf bts original decision bv Referee Mo-
rice would bo far out of the ordinary
and yet such belated switch would not
be establishing- precedent. Particularly
is this true in the ease of Columbia, for
In the Columbia-Brown game played*on
Thanksgiving Day in 1919 a reversed
decision after the game was over brought
the score back to a tie after one of the
contenders had been credited with a
win.
