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Philharmonic Has
Plan to Advance
American Music

Concerts to Be Broadcast, New
Works of European ComposersPresented.

The Philharmonic Society, which will
open its eighty-first season next Thursdayevening in Carnegie Hall, has ap;proved an extensive educational plan
and established a definite policy for
advancement of American music, in additionto the regular concerts, according
lo announcement yesterday by Clarence
H. Mackay, chairman of the beard of
directors. He said also that the personnelof the orchestra has been enlargedand Important new works by
European composers will be presented.

Five concerts to be given in Great
Hull, City College, will be broadcast by
radio for t.he benefit of listeners within
a radius of 1,500 ndles. There will be
other concerts in Cooper 1,'nlon, the
metropolitan opera House and various

schools.
For tlio encouragement of American

composers the anxiety has engaged
Henry Hadloy as associate conductor.
He will.examine American compositions
for selections to be played at concerts.

"In establishing a definite educational
program." said Mr. Mackay, "the directorsof the Philharmonic have felt tha!
as trustees of the public for the oldest
orchestral organization In America the
society should enter upon a definite
course of service in the education of a

new public. To accomplish this result
it has been arranged to give a series of
five concerts in the Great Hall of City
College, five concerts In Carnegie Hall,
five at Cooper Unlrn, four at the CommercialHigh School in Brooklyn and a

series of single concerts at Princeton,
Yale, Va.ssar. Smith. Mount Iiolyoke and
Connecticut College.

"In order that the educational work
done at these concerts may have their
widest value it lias been decided to
broadcast by radio the five concerts in
the Great Hall at City College, so that
r»n11r>p'o«i «r»hnr*lK nnrl nth#»r

tlonal institutions within a radius of
1,500 miles may profit by the concerts.
Plans are now under way whereby the
Institutions In this large territory will
arrange for their students to 'listen In'
on the nights of these concerts.

'The directors have felt that the developmentof music in America has
reached the point where an organizationsuch as the Philharmonic should
offer definite encouragement to the nativeAmerican composer of orchestral
music. With this idea in mind they
have engaged Mr. Henry Hadley as as.
Kociate conductor, with Instructions to
examine the scores of compositions submittedby American composers and to
perform at certain concerts of the year
those scores which, in his Judgment,
seem to merit presentation.
"Pursuant to its policy of enabling

the orchestra to give its concerts tin-
der the best possible conditions, the dl-
rectors have enlarged the personnel
from ninety-eight to 102 players.
"The success of the series of concerts

at the Metropolitan Opera Tlouse last
season has determined the directors to
continue these concerts fo rthc coming
year. The new works of Kumpenn comix.sers will also be heard at the ?cuular
Subscript ion concerts. Mr. Josef Stranskvwill for tbc first half of the season
ptescnt at each concert some important
new work, while Mr. Mengelberg's proglottiswill also include several new
scores which lie has chosen during ids
vacation abroad. As heretofore. Mr.
Stransky will preside over the orchestra
until the end of January and Mr. Mengelbergwill conduct tlio remainder of
the season. Mr. Hadley's performances
will take place during January. Kmi-

Dr. Lyman Abbott,
Editor ofiOutlook '

Dies at Age of 87

Won Fame in Pulpit and Was
Known as Loader in

Social T'plift.

Dr. Lyman Abbott, editor, preacher
and lawyer, died at noon yesterday In
his home at 1184 Lexington avenue,
with his four sons and two daughters
at his bedside. Tie was in his eightyseventhyear, lie suffered an attack
of bronchitis early in the summer at
his country home at Cornwall on Hudsonand never regained his strength.
Two weeks ago, he returned to the city,
but grew steadily weaker.

Although he was interested in every
movement, social, political and religious,that affected public thought durjing more than half a century, Dr. Abbottwas known chiefly as editor of
the Outlook, which title he held until
his death, and as the successor of
Henry Ward Beeoher as pastor of
Plymouth Church in Brooklyn.
Arrangements for funeral services,

which will be private, had not been
completed last night. A public memorialservice will be held the evening of
Tuesday, October 3t, In the Madison
Avenue Presbyterian Church under the
direction of the Rev. Henry Sloane
foftin, pastor.

I.eaves St* Children.
I>r. Abbott's children are Lawrence

F. Abbott, president of the Outlook PublishingCompany: Ernest Abbott, secretaryof the company: Herbert Abbott,
professor of English at Smith College;
Dr. Theodore Abbott, a physician of this
city; Mrs. Francis Jordan of Brooklyn
and Miss Beatrice V. Abbott, who lived
with her father aiul a niece Iri the home
in Lexington avenue. In 1857 Dr. Abbottmarried Miss Abby Frances Hamjlin, daughter of Hannibal Hamlin. She
died In 1907 while she and Dr. Abbott
were on a trip to Germany, six weeks
before the golden anniversary of the
wedding they Intended to celebrate. Her
body was buried In Hildesholm.

Dr. Abbott's last public appearance
was on May 1, when he occupied the
pulpit at the morning service in St.
George's Protestant Episcopal Church In
Stuyvesant square. It was in that ser-
moil that h" made the following comparisonbetween the spirit world describedby Sir Artnur Conan Doyle and
the vision of St. John the Divine, as
presented in Revelation:

"I shall get no courage to live from
this shadow In the clouds, which la but
a faint reflection of this life with Its
people the same as those on earth,
clothed as we. are and filling their days
ns we fill ours. But from the other
vision.the vision of purity and love and
of sacrifice.I will get courage to look
across the river."

Warn Nephew of lllnforlnn.
Dr. Abbott was born in lloxbury.

Mass., December 18. 183.", and was the
third/son of the Rev. Jacob Abbott, who
was a Congregational clergyman and an
author. His uncle, John S. C. Abbott,
also was a Congregational clergyman
and wrote the widely known history of
Napoleon. Two of Dr Abbott's brothers,
Benjamin Vaughan Abbott and Austin
Abbott, were lawyers, and a third
brother. Kdward Abbott, was once editor
of the IAtrrarv 1Vortri. The four sons
are said to have written more than two
hundred books.

In 1S.13. when he was 18 years old,
*Dr. Abbott was graduated from the
University of the City of New York. Ho
studied law and w«-nt into partnership
with his two lawyer brothers, both of
whom had boon graduated from the
same institution. During the no\t three
years ho worked In collaboration with
his brothers on two novels."Cone Cut

(Corners" and "Matthew Caralay."
Soon after h« began practicing law

Dr. Abbott became Interested in theology.and accordingly began studying
with his uncle. John S. C. Abbott, who
had a pastorate at Farmlngton. Me. He
was ordained a Congregational clergymanIn 1SH0, and his first pastorate was

at Term Haute, Ind.. where lie retraineduntil 1S65, when he was elected
secretary of the American Union 'Freedmen's)Commission. His duties brought
him to New York anil took up all his
time until ISfiS. For a time he wns

pastor of the New England CongregationalChtireh here, but resigned to devotehis entire time; to literature and
Journalism.

hltrrnr} Work Varied.

Ite was editor of the Diterary Record
in Harper's Maqa:ine for several years,
and at the same time was editor of the
Illustrated Christian Weekly, published
hy the American Tract Society and Intendedas an antidote to the flashy Illustratedweekller of that period. His
most Important books, most of which
were written during tlie next few years,
lie: "The Result of Emancipation In
the United States." "Old Testament
Shadows of New Testament Truths," "A
layman's Story," "Dictionary of Re-
Unions Knowledge. A mimy in jiumtin

Nature," "The Theology of nil Evolutionist,""The Evolution of Chrlatlanlty,"
"Social Problems" and "Problems of
Life."

Dr. Abbott gave up the editorship of
the JlluMrotrd Chrl*tim Wrcklj/ to becomeeditor of the Christian CnUtit, oti

which he had been associated with the
Rev. Henry Ward Boecher. In fact the
lives of Dr. Abbott and Dr. Boecher ran

parallel in many respects. After the
death of Dr. Boecher, Dr. Abbott In 1890
became pastor of Plymouth Church In
Brooklyn, and remained there until 1899,
when he resigned to take up his later
work as editor of the Outlook.

Dr. Abbott and Dr. Reecher were

among the first prominent clergymen In
the United States to take tlm position
that religion has a vital application to
the aoeial and civic prnblema of the
time. He nnd Col. Theodore Roosevelt
were close friends, and during all the
Colonel's years In public life Dr. Abbott
was one of his warmest supporters. At
the end of his second term as President
Col. Roosevelt became an associate e"?l|.
tor on the Outlook with Dr. Abbott.

It was while he was pastor of PlymouthChurch that many of Dr. Ahhott's
opinions brought upon hlin the charge
that he was "heretical." In one sermon
he said that evolution Is not merely the
Darwinian theory of the survival of the
fittest but rather the doctrine of growth
applied to life, and that all life proceeds
by natural processes from lower to
higher forms by forces acting front
within. He described himself as a

"thelstlo evolutionist."
