The British election campaign formallyopened to-day. The King dissolvedthe present Parliament. The
new Parliament was called to meet on

November 20. Prime Minister Bonar
Law's platform was 'ssued In the
form of a manifesto, and he himself
made a formal statement of his policy
in Glasgow. Mr. Lloyd George roused
a big London audience to a high pitch
of enthusiasm In Whitefleld Tabernacle.And when ali these supposedly
hostile pronunciamentoes are comparedside by side the difference is
found to be that between tweedledum
and twecdledee.

Mr. Bonar Law's platform might
have been Mr. Lloyd George's. Mr.
Lloyd George's speech in Whitefleld
Tabernacle might have been a mere

elaboration of Mr. Bonar Law's an-

nonncements in uiasgow. runnermore,the latter explicitly said he sawnoreason why, even in the fuco of the
Carlton Club meeting's demand that
the Conservatives go before the countryas an independent party, the Conservativesshouldn't cooperate In individualconstituencies with the coalitionLiberals.

Bonar Law's speech and platform was

destroy any Prime Minister who did

ventures. Mr. Bonar Law declared
that these commitments would be reducedas occasion permitted, but he almostfollowed word for word Mr. Lloyd
George's declaration yesterday that
Great Britain could not evade the responsibilitiesshe had already assumed.
Both expressed the utmost concern

i'ur America. Mr. Lloyd George made
in lmpussioned plea for the recognilionof what America owed Great Britainsentimentally.Milton. Shakespeare,Wesley and Whitefleld. Both
insisted that America must come into
he League of Nations to make world
peace complete. The new Premier
deprecated s too ready assumption
that It wotild be the easiest thing in
he world for England to pay £1,000,000,000.(The British war debt to the
United States Is approximaately £963,000,000.)

Friendship With IT. ft. First.

The Prime Minister asserted that the
cultivation of friendship with America
must be first In the British foreign
policy, though no formal alliance wan
contemplated. The unanimity of these
two wings of opinion Is Instanced In
the fact that the French Invitation to
America to sit in at the Near East conferencein any fashion she desired
Claimed British Initiative. The Foreign
Office admits to-night that an Intimation
was sent to Paris to that effect.
Hence the entire Issue before the bewilderedelectorate l.« rapidly narrowing

to the question of Mr. Lloyd George's
personality.should he have been "fired"
by the Carlton Club meeting?

Mr. Lloyd George's Conservative CabinetMinisters, who followed him "Into
the wilderness," also opened the campaignto-dav.

The One (sane.Lloyd George.
Taking up this Issue of Mr. Lloyd

George's personality.apparently the
only one loft him.Mr. Bonar Law promisedto-night to get rid of the Cabinet
secretariat. This is a group of young
men and women, under the leadership
of Sir Maurice Hankey, through which
Mr. Lloyd Oeorgo practically exorcised
personal control of tho' foreign policy,
particularly during International conferences.It Is distinct from the personalsecretariat, formerly headed by
Sir Philip Kerr or Sir Edward Grlgg.

But Mr. Bonar Law Insisted that this
mark of Lloyd Georgian methods would
he the flrst to go, and that the old
system of making permanent Treasury
officials the channel of communication
between the Prime Minister, who is
technically First l.s>rd of the Treasury,
and the rest of the Government must be
restored. T'ndoubtedly this will heal
Lord Cttrson's pcldo. As Indicated in
these dispatches, his resentment, upon
recovery of his health, against Mr. Lloyd
George's dominance of the foreign policy,
centering upon opposition to the call to

An invitationwas sent to the American Embassyhere to-day asking America to
participate in the Near East conferenceand suggesting that this be held
at Lausanne November 13.
The Invitation is predicated upon

interest shown by America under the
Wilson Administration in sending her
Ambassador to the Sun Remo conferenceand to negotiations incidental to
other phases of the reparations questionand the Sevres treaty.

to attend and express views at a corolIlary conference to discuss the future
of the Straits, to which Russia also was

invited to-day, but the United States
even is one of th^ nations Invited to
the Near East conference proper, which
has for its sole object the drawing up
of a substitute for tho Treaty of
Sevres and establishing a new status
for the Turks both in Asia and Europe.

Johnson Mission Cited.
The inclusion of America followed an

exchange of correspondence between tho
British and French foreign offices with
Lord Curzon pointing out in a note
received here yesterday that an lnvltaItlon to America to attend tho Near
East conference proper would be an:alogous to that acceptec. by Washlng!ton when it sent the then Ambassador
Robert Underwood Johnson from Pome
to San Romo, where the basis was laid
for the Sevres treaty, now destroyed,
and where the present mandate and oil
agreements were formulated.

Mr. Johnson limited his activities
strictly to those of an observer, and
the Allies hardly hope that the United
States will go beyond this in the presentii stance. But even the pessimistic
reports from Washington lately have
not convinced them that Washington
intends entirely to ignore both conferences.in which they plainly see world
interests to be at stake.

Turks Will Agree.
It is now understood the Turkish NationalistGovernment will not object to

the conference being held at Lausanne
nor to the date proposed. November 13.
Invitations will be issued to' the United
States, Turkey. Greece, France, Great
Britain, Italy, Japan, Jugn Slavia and
Rumania for the peace conference, and
to the Soviet Russian and Bulgarian
Governments 10 the conference dealing
with the future of the Oardanelles.
The two onferencea will bo held

practically simultaneously. Russia was
as'-cil by wireless to-night to participate
In the straits conference. The representativesof Russia's satellites, Georgia.
Armenia and the Ukrainl, were Invited.
Bulgaria also will be admitted to this
conference.
"Whatever may be the attitude of the

other Governments toward American
participation, France particularly welcomesit. as this will Imply a spirit of
solidarity which always has actuated us
when relat'ons with Russin were concerned,"a high official of the Foreign
Office said to-day. "Besides, even if
the United States did not declare war

against Turkey, she has a vital Interest
In nearly every problem which will
come up, especially problems affecttng
the oil bearing areas In east Turkey.
Although the San Remo accords, wherebyFrance and England settled their
disputes as to ownership, will not necessarilycome up for revision. It must he
admitted that American representation
at least would prove that there Is absolutegood faith all around.
